(FDI). The investment is not going ac-
cording to the expectations, the PM said explain-
ing that political instability is affecting foreign and
domestic investments.

Special Economic Zones (SEZs) have a ten-
year tax holiday and machinery can be imported
tax-free for the industries in the Zones. The pro-
cedure, rules and regulations for setting-up indus-
tries in SEZs under FDI are being made easier.
The business community will be taken on board
after the draft in this regard is prepared. The PM
hoped that the process will be completed by De-
cember.

LCCI President MianNaumanKabir has ex-
pressed concern on behalf of the business commu-
nity over the constant dip in foreign direct invest-
ment in the country. According to the State Bank
Statistics, the net foreign direct investment in the
financial year 2021-22 stood at merely 1.87 billion
dollars as compared to 1.82 billion dollars in 2020-
21.

He was of the view that in order to deal with
the current economic challenges, the level of net
foreign direct investment in Palistan needs to be
enhanced to at least 10 billion dollars a year.

MianNaumanKabir said that in the first month
of the current financial year 1.e. July 2022, the net
FDI was just 59 million dollars as compared to
104 million dollars in the same month last year.
Going at this rate, it would be even more difficult
to maintain the level of FDI achieved during 2021-
22.

He said that according to the State Bank data,
our recent FDI inflows are concentrated in the
sectors like power, financial services, oil and gas
and communications. There is a great potential
to attract FDI inflows in the sectors like construc-
tion, housing, tourism, food processing, logistics,
value-added textiles, automobiles and renewable
Energy etc.

He said that in addition to the FDT inflows, we
also need to talk about local investment. The total
investment as a percentage of GDP has been stag-
nant at around 15% for the last three years which
indicates the lack of trust of the local investors in
the economic system.

The L.CCI President said that one can lay the
blame on issues like law and order, macro-eco-
nomic instability (due to rupee devaluation, infla-
tion and policy rate hike), polifical volatility and
energy shortages for the declining trend in the FDI
inflows but we must realize that these reasons will
not be addressed or rooted out overnight. We have
to find a way forward despite all these odds.

There is a need for a pragmatic
and multi-dimensional
investment strategy which
should not only incentivize the
local and foreign investors but
also attract new investments
across the diverse sectors of the
economy

“We also need to be cognizant of the issues like
inconsistency in our economic policies, particular-
Iy related to taxation and the lack of effective in-
tegration with the regional and global economy.
As a result, we saw the FDI inflows to Pakistan to
have decreased over the past two decades against
the global trend of investors who focussed on and
rushed to the developing countries like Bangladesh
and Vietnam etc.,” MianNaumanKabir added.

The LCCI president said that this scenario
requires a complete review of our current invest-
ment policy regime.

By focusing on Ease of Doing Business, thereisa
need to review old regulations with a Regulatory
Guillotine and replace them with Smart/Prudent
Regulations for facilitating Investors.

He said that the multiple taxes at the feder-
al and provincial levels act as a deterrent for the
Investors. For easing out the taxation regime for
investors, there is a need for harmonization of tax-
es at the federal and provincial level (parficularly
Sales Tax and Labour Taxes like EOBI and Social
Secunty) through better digitization, and further-
more, we need to drastically reduce the nomber of
taxes and the frequency of tax payments.

He said that in addition to the Ease of Doing
Business, we also need to give an adequate focus
on the Cost of Doing Business and make sure we
remain competitive with other economies in the
region in terms of the policy rate, electricity tanff,
gas taniff, land cost, fuel rates and fransportation
cost.

MianNaumankabir also highlighted the issue
of the lack of Investment in Special Economic
Zones. There is a need to evaluate the performance
of the SEZs Act 2012. The SEZ Act looks at only
the design and allotment aspects and ignores the
financial and management sides. In China, the
Special Economic Zones have ensured the wia-
bility of human resources through the provision
of facilities like education, health and vocational
training. These gaps in the SEZ Act need to be ad-
dressed.

He mentioned that Pakistan has only 2-3 SEZs
while 48 SEZs are established near Dhaka.

According to sources, the incumbent government
of ShehbazSharif has taken away from the consum-
ers the benefit of not billing them in the higher slab
in case they cross one unit of the prescribed limit of
low-price units. This change 15 now applicable to all
power consumers except the protected category of
consumers. Residential lifeline consumers will not
be given any slab benefit.

It may be noted that the government has mtro-
duoced only two categories of power consumers I-e
protected and unprotected power consumers.

According to the taniff effective from Aungust 1,
the rate for the unprotected category of power con-
sumers who use 1-100 units per month is Rs13.48
per unit, the rate for those using 101-200 units per
month is Rs18.58 per unit and the rate for those
using 201-300 units per month 15 Rs21.47 per unit.
Similarly, the rate for 301-400 units per month is
Rs24.63 per unit while the rate for using 401-500
units 15 Rs26.09 per unit and the rate for 501-600
units per month is Rs27.01 per unit. Likewise, the
rate for 601-700 umits per month is Rs27.65 per unit
and the rate for using above 700 units per month 1s
Rs31.12 per unit.

On the other hand, the protected category of
lifeline power consumers who use up to 50 units in a
month is being charged Rs3.95 per unit while those
using 01 to 100 units per month are being charged
Rs7.74 per unit and those who use 101-200 units per
month are being charged at 10.06 per unit with the
start of August.

international market, the government has planned
to switch to indigenous sources including low-cost
hydel. 4500 MW DiamerBasha dam, 4200 MW
Dasu, 1530 MW Tarbela 5th Extension hydropow-
er, Mohmand dam and KeyalKhwar Hydropower
projects and others have been launched to enhance
the share of hydel in the total energy mix besides
replacing costly imported fuel-based power plants
with cost-effective means, they said.

They said these projects would drastically cut
the electricity generation through fossil fuels in the
country. These projects were mostly multi-purpose
and would not only generate low-cost hydel elec-
tricity but also store water besides controlling flash
floods which brought havoc to the entire country
during the current monsoon season.

The power generation sector in Pakistan has un-
dergone significant changes during the last 5 years.
The overall electricity generation capacity increased
by over 40 per cent from June 2013, with a visible
shift in fuel composition towards cheaper sources

The objective behind this transformation was
to avoid power outages in the counfry and to make
energy affordable. While a significant improvement
has occurred in load management over the past 5
years, affordability issnes persist. Instead of declin-
ing power tarffs, determined by Nepra, remain
stubbornly high, preventing the government from
alleviating subsidy expenses meanmgfully.

The question is looking into the detailed process
of power tanff determination in the country and
the reason why tariffs have not softened despite an
apparent decline in fuel cost. The analysis suggests
that capacity payments constitute the bulk of pow-
er taniffs in Pakistan, and a sharp increase in these
payments in recent years has completely offset gains
from declining fuel costs. It appears that untl a
significant amount of investment is made in trans-
capacities would keep electricity tariffs at escalated
levels. Furthermore, if the government has to do
away with subsidies, it must carry out reforms in the
entire power sector value-chain in order to ensure
affordable eleciricity to households, exporters and
other consumers.

Before we dig deeper into the issue, it is im-
portant to understand how the power tanffs are
determined. In accordance with the Nepra Tanff
Standard & Procedure Rules, 1998, the authority
determines the tanff for all the generation, transmis-
sion and distribution companies.

At the generation level, the tariff is determined
based on power purchase agreements (PPA) be-
tween power producers (IPPs and public Gencos).
Notably, the capacity charge is indexed periodically
with multiple parameters including exchange rate,
domestic interest rates, foreign interest rates, etc. m

ics (PIDE) has predicted that indigenous oil

The Oil and Gas Regulatory Authority (OGRA)
remained hostage to government decisions because
of the extensive state presence in all activities in the
supply chain. The OGRA law allows too much man-
datory government involvement in the corrent oil
and gas regulatory system, which has made the regu-
lator powerless, said the latest research brief on “Gas
Crises in Palkistan” released by the Pakistan Institute
of Development Economics (PIDE).

Natural gas and imported LNG contribute more
than 40 per cent to the country’s current energy mix,
including gas resources used in electricity generation.
In recent years, the demand for gas has increased
rapidly in Pakistan. However, gas exploration and
production have declined, and the LNG operational
and regulatory framework is weak, leading to a na-
tionwide shortage and increased supply costs.

According to the PIDE, 15 gas explorations,
and production companies work in 55 gas fields
transmission are mainly owned and operated by two
state-owned companies Sui Northern Gas Pipeline
Limited (SNGPL) and Sui Southern Gas Company
Limited (SSGCL). The gas exploration/production
industry and gas distribution/transmission mdustry
lack competition in Pakistan.

The PIDE research quoting OGDCL said that
it is predicted that Palistan's indigenous oil reserves
will be exhaunsted by 2025. And the current reserves
will last 15 years if demand is capped at present-day
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gas levels by 2030. PIDE research showed that 78 per
cent of households have no access to natural gas in
Palnstan. Natural gas consumption in the domestic
sector has grown by about 11 per cent over the years.

Supplying gas to households requires significant in-
vestments. The cost of gas supply to households is

The research brief recommends that ensuring
reliable and high-quality uninterrupted natural gas
supply and efficient services i1s one of the cntical
aspects of the regulatory process. It has laid stress
on gas distribution companies to maintain adequate
tion networks and upgrade the system where nec-
essary to ensure supply of contractual volume and
pressure to its consumers. Gas resources are deplet-
ing, but these monopolies are expanding their trans-
financial returns. As a result, these companies, espe-
cially SNGPL, have earned enormous profits over
the years.

The research further reveals that in both ufilities,
mismanagement and wregularities have affected
their operational performance. Though private enti-
ties own 40 per cent or more of their shares, these
companies have no business model. There is no reg-
ulatory mechanism to link their financial returns to
their operational efficiency. Underground pipeline
leakage, poor mainfenance, measurement errors,
wrong billing, law and order, and theft have contrib-
uted significantly to Pakistan's unaccounted-for gas.
The two mtegrated companies, SNGPL and S5GC,
are overregulated monopolies with no mcentive
Against the OGRA allowance of UFG at 4.5 per
cent, the gas losses in these companies remained rel-
atively high. After 2017, this allowance increased to
7 per cent and 8.5 per cent for SNGFPL and SSGCL
to compensate for declining profits.

PIDE research brief suggested the way forward
in the following key recommendations:

the dollar rate. The Standing Committee on Fi-
nance and Reverme met under the chairmanship
of Qaiser Ahmed Sheikh, MINA, in the Parliament
House, Islamabad. The committee discussed the
inflation rate and soaring dollar value against the
rupee. The Committee expressed concern over the
higher inflation rate and continuous depreciation
of the rupee.

The Committee wanted the State Bank of
Palastan to exercise its authority and control the
problems of surging inflation and the dollar price.
Chairman Standing Committee did not find the
increase in the interest rate a solution to control
inflation. He asked the SBF to improve the in-
flow of dollars by means of encouraging exports.
The Committee was told by the Deputy Gover-
nor State Bank that inflation was a huge problem
and its root causes needed to be addressed to deal
with it. He said that the global increase in prices
of commodities and natural calamities had affect-
ed the supply chain. He also apprised about the
increase in interest rate, restriction on import of
hury items and facilitation to the exporters/im-
porters. Apprising about the increase in the rate of
the dollar, he said that the SBP did not fix the price
of the dollar and it was based on the market forces.
He said the State Bank took various administra-
tive measures to check the dollar price in the open
market. He also informed the Commuittee about
the ‘significance difference’ between outflow and
inflow of dollars. Later, the Committee directed
the State Bank to keep a vigilant eye on the rising
trend of inflation and the dollar.

Minister of State for Finance and Revenue
Ayesha Ghous Pasha gave a comprehensive brief-
ing on the IMF agreement with the Government
of Pakistan for the Extended Fund Facility. She
apprised the Committee that the program was
suspended by the IMF due to deviations from its
terms by the previous government. She apprised
the members that the agreement was thoroughly
negotiated to keep in view the national interests of
Palastan. She agreed that the economy could not
be uplifted by quick fixes. She stressed structural
changes and long-term policies for making the
country’s economy vibrant and growth-oriented.

She said that funds were
diverted to the provision of relief/rescue to the af-
fectees as their rehabilitation and reconstruction
of infrastructure was an uphill task. She said that
financial estimates for PSDP for the current finan-
cial year would likely be redrawn keeping in view
the reconstruction of the devastated infrastructure,

She said that the government did not have any
plan to announce a mini-budget on the demand of
the International Monetary Fund (IMF). She said
that losses incurred due to floods are projected
at around $30 billion. The government and IMF
would hold talks in November or December for
the next review, she further said.

Meanwhile, the State Bank of Pakistan (SBFP)
pumped $1.2 billion into the inter-bank market in
three months to support the weakening rupee but
could not stop the local currency from falling to
a historic low, highlighting the cost of expansion-
ary policies without fixing the structural economic
flaws.

The $1.2 billion injection into the foreign ex-
change market is contrary to the stated policies
of the central bank, International Monetary Fund
{IMF) and finance ministry, as all three institu-
tions claim that the rupee value is determined by
market forces.

From mid-June to the first week of September,
the central bank injected $1.2 billion out of its re-
serves, government sources said. The maximum
single-day injection of $100 million was made in
July, followed by $85 million in August, they add-
ed.

The central bank reserves are built by taking
expensive foreign loans like floating the Euro-
bond and issuing the expensive Naya Pakistan
Certificates. The $1.2 billion injection was slight-
ly higher than the $1 billion Eurobond loan that
Pakistan took at a 5.9% to 8.5% interest rate in July

this year. m
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year. Approximately 250
million kgs of tea are
imported annually, cost-
ing the exchequer nearly
$600 million.

“But the farmers are avoiding cultivating tea
plants, as tea plantations are causing us a lot of is-
sues, on which the common farmers are struggling.
We attempted to convince the local farmers to cul-
tivate tea plants, but since there aren't many farms
in this region and the production process takes six
to seven years, the farmers can't wait that long so
they resort to growing the crops that can pay off
immediately.”

“However, if the farmers plant tea, after five
years, they will get more benefits since tea plants
will confinue to produce for 100 years. So, we sug-
gested that the government should intervene and
plant tea trees on a large scale where forest land is
suitable. Federal Minister for Planning, Develop-
ment, and Special Inifiatives Ahsan Igbal during
his visit to Shinkiari also stressed the need for local
tea production to save the foreign exchange,” said
the NTHRI scientist.

“Tea cultivation requires a specific environ-
ment, including acidic soil, as it has its growth
requirements. As a result, we are unable to plant
tea in Punjab due to the alkaline soil; instead, it is
grown in hilly areas,” he added.

“For tea, a moderate temperature is preferred
rather than a high one. The optimal range is 13 de-
grees to 30 or 35 degrees. Chinese tea varieties suit
our environment so we import them from China,”
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said DrFayvyaz. “The primary challenge we are fac-
ing is that we need to put the tea production on
a commercial scale even though initially we will
have little input. Some study has already been done
on how to produce or process at the commercial
level,” he added.

Pakistan has been grappling with a widening
current account deficit and depleting foreign ex-
change reserves, which have plummeted to TUSD
8.2 billion as on June 17, according to the State
Bank of Pakistan.

Recently, Pakistan's Minister for Planning, De-
velopment, and Special Initiatives Ahsan Igbal has
urged citizens to cut down on the consumption of
tea to help reduce the import bill eafing into the
country’s already depleting foreign exchange re-
Serves.

Igbal's appeal came after it came to the hime-
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Pakistan Agricultural Re-
search Council (PARC)
established a tea estate of over 50 acres along with
green and black tea processing units, but it is yet to
be adopted by the private sector on a sustainable
basis. Tea plantafions and processing have already
proved successful in northern Palistan. However,
its commercialization as per the market mechanism
calls for the attention of decision-makers.

The federal government has engaged private
sector companies for experimentation and com-
mercialization of tea. However, the pace and quan-
tum of commercialization have been very slow.
According to the online data platform Observatory
of Economic Complexity, Pakistan imported $646
million worth of tea in the fiscal year 2019-20,
largely from Kenya. This has listed Pakistan as the
largest importer of this commodity in the world.
In the 10 months of this fiscal year, tea imports
have jumped by 9% to $532.4 million, compared
with $580.5 million in the entire FY 2020-2021.
In view of the growing population and increasing
consumption of tea in Palkistan, the government
is working out a plan to commercialize tea culti-
vation for curtailing the import bill to this effect.
Talking to the media, Federal Minister for Plan-
ning and Development Ahsan Igbal said that a
huge chunk of foreign exchange is spent every year
on importing tea in Pakistan. If local tea produc-
tion is promoted, the country’s import bill could be
significantly reduced. m
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ome 27 projects worth $19 billion have so far

been completed under the China Palkastan

Economic Corridor (CPEC) while another

63 projects with an investment of $35.2 bil-
lion are scheduled to complete by 2030.

According to a report titled “Overview of Paki-
stan's Power Sector and it's Future Outlook” issued
by the China Three Gorges South Asia Investment
Ltd (CSAIL), as many as 27 projects under the
CPEC are at different stages of implementation.
With an investment of $7.7 billion, they are sched-
uled to be completed by 2025. Some 36 more proj-
ects are in pipeline with an approximate investment
of $27.5 billion which would be completed by 2030.

According to details, in the energy sector, 11
projects with an investment of $12 billion have so
far been completed while four projects with an in-
vestment of $6 billion are under the implementation
process and are expected to be completed by 2025.

Similarly, seven more projects worth $7.4 billion
are in the pipeline and are expected to be completed
by 2030.

The report highlighted that in the infrastructure
sector, seven projects with an investment of $6.7 bil-
lion have been completed while six more projects
of $0.9 billion would be completed in 2025 and 12
projects of $10.4 billion are expected to be complet-
ed by 2030.

Likewise, in Gwadar, three projects of $200 mil-
lion have so far been completed while two projects
of $230 million would be completed in 2025 while
another two worth $150 million are scheduled to be
completed by the year 2030.

The report added that four out of mine identi-
fied Special Economic Zones (SEZs) would be com-
pleted by 2025 with an investment of $500 million
while the rest of the five SEZs would be completed
by 2030 with an investment of $1 billion.

Some six socio-economic projects have so far
been completed with an investment of $10 million
while 11 projects of $90 million would be completed
by 2025 and 10 projects of $900 million would be
completed in the next phase by 2030.

The report said that other sectors such as In-
Technology and Information Technology are new-

{PTA) has again warned internet us-

ers that using Virtual Private Networks

{VPN5s) is against the PTA rules as well
as any other method of communication that could
hide or encrypt communication (VPNs).

In a public notice, the regulator (the PTA) said
that it has simplified the process of registration. It
said that public and private section organizations,
foreign missions, and freelancers who wanted to
use VPN for their legitimate purposes must regis-
ter their VPINs by October 31, to avoid disruption.
After the said date, internet users in Pakistan will
be unable to browse the web using encryption soft-
ware, unless they register Virtual Private Networks
{(VPNs) with the telecom authorities. The illegal
and unauthorised VPNs have also become a cause
of financial loss to the national exchequer.

VPNs are used to encrypt internet traffic and
disguise the users’ online identity. This makes it
more difficult for third parties to track a user’s ac-
tivity online or steal data, according to cybersecu-
ity company Kaspersky Lab.

As of June 30, 2020, all Internet users were
needed to sign up for a VPN with the PTA. Tele-
com regulators at that time said that the action
was taken to make sure that telecom customers
are safe. This measure encouraged the legal use of
ICT services in Pakistan.

According to PTA’s definifion, the use of il-
legal gateway exchanges to bypass the legal gate-
ways and terminate/originate international traf-
fic, through VolIP gateways, GSM gateways, WLL
phones, mobile SIMs or other related equipment
so as to avoid applicable taxes and/or regulatory
fee, 1s termed “grey trafficking.”

To monitor and curb “grey traffic” — which
includes Voice Over Internet Protocol and Virtual
Private Networks — the PTA has deployed a so-
phisticated web monitoring system.

The equipment, which is worth $18.5m, is
provided by a Canada-based company, Sandvine.
The web monitoring system will use Deep Packet
Inspection (DPT) to monitor commumications and
measure, and record traffic on behalf of the PTA.

“This system will facilitate in the identification
and eradication of grey traffic causing huge loss to
the national exchequer, and internet content man-
agement as mandated under Clause 37 of Preven-
tion of Electronic Crimes Act, 2016."

Sandvine uses a mix of techniques to identi-
fy the type of traffic flowing through the system.
This includes looking for patterns in the individoal
chunks of data as they pass through the system,
observing the behaviour of a citizen’s traffic and
matching it with previously known types of be-
haviours to understand what they're doing.

It also involves machine learning models,
where a computer has been trained to identify traf-
fic types based on past data.

'To monitor and curb “grey

This way, the authorities can monitor and de-
tect IPs using VPN-like traffic without registration,
leading to a potential ban on the VPN application
being used from access across the country.

Several users have reported throttling of VPN
services in Pakistan recently, including the inabili-
ty to access Tor Browser — a software that allows
users to browse the web anonymously.

PTA wants to ban VPNs because the virtu-
al networks mask a user's IP details that travel
through an information system. The IP address is
a unique identifier of every device that connects to
any internet network. VPNs bar an ISP from view-
ing details about their client’s actual IP address as
it has been masked by a new temporary one. For

VPNs enable many around the world to con-
ceal their identity for both good and bad reasons.
Where it has been a mainstream tool for criminals
to conceal their identity and their traffic data to
conduct illegal activities online, they also allow

civil rights activists and journalists who are work-
ing on sensitive stories to ensure their internet ac-
cess 15 free from unwanted surveillance.

The mandatory registration of VPNs is not
without criticism from rights activists and internet
users. The registration has come against the back-
drop of an increasingly unsafe environment for
media, activists and journalists in recent years. In
addition, Pakistan does not have a data protection
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law, and there have been multiple cases of data
dumps and hacks of NADRA, the country’s cen-
tral database system, as well as the recent cyber-at-
tack on the Federal Board of Revenue's computer
networks. Further, the government, reportedly,
used surveillance systems which are being used by
the country’s intelligence service, ISI, to monitor
COTONAVIIUS CASES.

The concerns over data protection arise be-
cause the PTA wants access to users’ IP details to
which it does not automatically have access. Here
15 how it works: the PTA has the authority to as-
sign a pool of IPs to a particular ISP. The ISP then
assigns an IP from that pool to its user, through a
formula. The user could be an individual or a busi-
ness. Therefore, the PTA does not automatically
know who exactly is using what IP and how the
IPs are distributed among hundreds of ISP users;
only the ISP does. Sharing all these details with
the PTA can create a database of users and their
internet traffic details, which is susceptible to mis-
use by internal or external actors.

The notification by PTA about VPN registra-
tion stated that users who wanted to use these
virtual networks for “legitimate” purposes must
register their VPNs with the authority, and that
“illegal use of unregistered VPNs" would mean
PTA could suspend their services and initiate
legal action too.

jets. Security Cooperation Agency of the US De-
partment of Defense issued the required certificate
for the sale of F-16 aircraft sustainment and related
equipment to Palastan.

The move made India angry as its Ministry of
External Affairs raised strong objections during a
meeting with US Assistant Secretary of State for
South and Central Asian Affairs Donald Lu in New
Delhi.

The Indian objection came despite clanfication
from DSCA, which said that the proposed sale of
military balance in the region.

When asked about the Indian reservations, US
State Depariment Spokesperson Ned Price replied:
“Well, we did recently notify Congress of a proposed
foreign military sale valued at $450 million for main-
Air Force's F-16 programme.”

He stressed Pakistan is an “important partner” of
the US, particularly in efforts against terrorism.

“And as part of our longstanding policy, we pro-
es for US-ongin platforms,” reports quoted him as
saying.

“Palkistan's F-16 programme, it's an important
part of the broader US-Pakistan bilateral relation-
ship, and this proposed sale will sustain Pakistan's
capability to meet current and fishure counterterror-
ism threats by maimntaining the F-16 fleet. This is a
fleet that allows Palkistan to support counterterror-
ism operations, and we expect Pakistan will take sus-
tained action against all terrorist groups.”

The US-built aircraft are a critical part of the mil-
itary arsenal of Pakistan, whose arch-rival India wor-
ries that the fleet could be used against it by its neigh-
bour. On the State Department's decision regarding
sustainment of F-16 military aircraft, he termed it
“an important step in the military relationship with
Pakistan.” US Counselor Derek Chollet said the
Pak-US relationship was “broader and nicher” en-
compassing trade, civil society and people-to-people
relationship, flood relief, and reconstruction, and the

On energy cooperation, he said the TS was help-
ing Palastan with the production of clean and green
energy considering it a valuable future commodity
for the globe.

He mentioned that as the US also suffered the
brunt of climate change like wildfires, super storms,
and drought, therefore, it was committed to helping
the countries like Palastan to prevent such flood-like

In commemoration of 75 years of diplomatic re-
lations with Pakistan, Counselor Chollet said during
officials, a wide range of issues mcluding improving
trade and investment ties, defence relations, cooper-
ation to mitigate the climate crisis, and expanding
people-to-people connections, were discussed.

Earlier, the Biden administration approved the
potential sale of F-16 fighter jet fleet sustainment
and related equipment to Pakistan in a deal valued
at US$ 450 million. This decision comes after former
President Donald Trump had stopped all defence
and security assistance.

The US Defense Security Cooperation Agency
{(DSCA) notified Congress on September 7 of the
State Department’s decision to approve the possible
Foreign Military Sale to Pakistan of F-16 Case for
Sustainment and related equipment for an estimated
cost of US$450 million.

The proposed sale does not include any new ca-
pabilities, weapons, or munitions and will not alter
the military balance in the region.

According to the State Department, the proposed

“The United States has foolishly given Pakistan
more than 33 billion dollars in aid over the last 15
years, and they have given us nothing but lies and
deceit,” former US President Trump said in his first
tweet of 2018. “They give safe havens to the terror-
1sts we hunt in Afghanistan...No more!”

Earlier, the Obama administration had also fro-
zen $800 million in aid in 2011 and $300 million in
2016 to Pakistan for similar reasons — the refusal of
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Palastanmi Military Generals to crack down on terror-
ists.

Due to these repeated suspensions, Islamabad
gradually began reducing its dependence on US mil-
itary technology and turned to China to meet its de-
fence requirements.

In 2007, Pakistan acquired its first two JF-17s
from China at a third of the price paid for an F-16,
following which China also shared the designs of the
fighter jet with Pakistan’s armed forces.

However, the JF-17 is no F-16. The American
fighter jet can carry more armament because of the
presence of more hard points, better take-off weight
capacity, and a significantly better US-made F110
turbofan jet engine.

‘While the induction of JF-17 by the Pakistan Air
Force (PAF) was primarily seen as an eventual re-
placement of its existing F-16s, however, it was ad-
opted by the PAF to replace its ageing Chinese and
French jets, which included the A-5C, F-TP/PG, Mi-
rage IIT, and Mirage V, and complement the F-16s in

The PAF 15 known to operate around 85 F-16s
of various vanants, including newer and modern
F-16C/D Block 52s.

Under a very intrusive inspection regime, PAF is
required to deploy its F-16s at just two locations —
Shahbaz airbase at Jacobabad and Mushaf airbase,
Sargodha, where they will remain under constant
watch by American technical security teams (TSTs).

This was done to ensure that the PAF uses its
F-16s for the intended purposes and does not modify
them or the weapons they carry or share the technol-
ogy with unauthonzed parties like China. w

ber of 3G and 4G users in the country

has reached 118.57 million who are us-

ing the data and SIMs of different mo-
bile phone companies operating in Pakistan. Four
years ago, Pakistan Telecommunication Authori-
ty (PTA) in collaboration with the Federal Board
of Revemue (FBR) and with the help of sensitive
agencies introduced a new system called Device
Identification Registration and Blocking System
(DIRBS). This system started to work formally
in 2018 as the PTA
sources revealed that
DIRBSs were imple-
mented in many coun-
tries of the world,
but in Pakistan, after
hectic efforts of three
years, this system was
operationalised four
years ago. The phone
W companies incurred
costs of more than
$24 million, which
they paid to the Government of Pakistan and
the PTA. Through this system, the importers are
bound to share details of handsets. As soon as the
handsets connected to the networks of the cellular
companies, its data is transferred to DIRBES and
the software of this System ensures whether or not
users have paid the taxes (tax refers to the various
duties and taxes imposed on mobile phones in Pa-
kistan) and all data of IMEI of the handset is also
15 shared with PTA. The DIRBS not only earned
billion of rupees to the national exchequer but
also helped combat heinous crimes and terrorism
in the country wherein unregistered and unverified
handsets were used.

Prior to this, there was no system for the regis-
tration of mobile phones imported by the mobile
phone companies and those came through other
sources in Pakistan, due to which the government
of Pakistan suffered the loss of billions of rupees
every month while thousands of mobile phones
were also lost. The unregistered mobile phones
were also used in various crimes as their data was
not verified, hence they were being taken advan-
tage of by the criminal elements. Pakistan not only
faced huge monetary loss in terms of taxes, but
these mobile phones were also used in terrorist ac-
tivities, extortion and other serious crimes in the
country.

However, the government of Pakistan after
hectic efforts, was able to implement this sys-
tem (DIRBS) in 2018, thanks to the government

receive a message from PTA requiring you to get
it mandatory registered with the Authority with-
in 60 days according to the prescribed procedure
framed for this purpose. Paying this tax and duty
1s not difficult at all. Millions of mobile phone
dealers, retailers, and distributors in Pakistan now
understand how to do this job for the facility of
the users. On the other hand, there are thousands
of ways to change IMEI numbers on the internet
and every day a new method is introduced on the
internet by foreign hackers or internet users to
collect money from the public. They explain how
to change IMEI of mobile phones while various
techniques to change IMEI are also available on
the internet free of charge and one can also avail
this facility on payment. The phone calling com-
panies in Pakistan which are enlisted with Paki-
stan Telecommunication Authority and FBR have
their data and records with the government also.
These companies know very well the significance
of IMEI numbers and the benefits that can be
gained from the same.

Reliable sources in the PTA have told Flare that
several companies are selling internet devices in
Pakistan which are equipped to change the IMEI
numbers. There are scams in Pakistan and they
change or patch the same IMEI mumber with the
IMEI number of phones worth millions of rupees
that have come from abroad which start working
in Pakistan without paying taxes and duties. The
practice has been going on at a low pace for the
last many years and is progressing now.

There are a number of methods to change the
IMEI numbers available on the internet. Through
these methods the IMEI number of a phone of just
Rs 2000 value is inserted into a phone that values
to the tune of lakhs of rupees. After conducting
surveys of different markets of Pakistan and re-
search, it has been found that a person can change
the IMEI number of his mobile phone by paying 6
to 10 thousand rupees only.

And if you check the IMEI number from your
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mobile phone, you will learn that a Wi-Fi1 device
or a Chinese mobile phone is already functioning
in your name in the PTA system. There is an easy
way to check the IMEI number. Dial *#06# from
vour device and you'll see your IMEI number dis-
played on your screemn.

This procedure is free of charge and you can
check the IMFEI of your phone. Now thousands
of people are engaged in the business of tamper-
ing with IMEI numbers in Pakistan. For the sake
of getting a small amount these swindlers are get-
ting their illegal or
stolen phones into the
PTA system using the
said devices. In this
way, the government
of Pakistan is being
deprived of billions
of rupees taxes and
duties. It is a very se-
rious and sensitive
issue. In this regard,
the PTA or the gov-
ernment of Pakistan
must take serious steps as the number of inci-
dents of illegal registration of IMEI numbers has
run into thousands. A few days ago, in Kasur, an
FIR was registered against the culprits who were
involved in dummy IMET numbers registration. It
amply demonstrates how easily people are chang-
ing the IMEI number. It is also noticeable that due
to the absence of any clear provision in the law,
the accused of this illegal practice go scot free.
Another feature of the matter 1s the law enforce-
ment agencies, police officials who let the accused
escape punishment accepting bribery from them.
All the top management of Pakistan Telecommu-
nication Authority and the people appointed to

monitor this system should be questioned after
they have implemented a system worth billions of
rupees, why have they failed to remove its draw-
backs and flaws? The Pakistan Telecommunica-

tion Authority should conduct a weekly audit with
the mobile phone companies to know how many
mobile phones entered the system and how and
when their taxes were paid and how many mobile
phones are still running on the Pakistan network
with double IEMIs or fake IEMI. Reliable sources
of PTA said that lakhs of IMEI numbers are be-
ing changed through Wi-Fi devices and other such
devices which are used for SIM and Wi-Fi. They
said the DIRBS employees, PTA employees are
involved in this business and tens of millions of
rupees are going into their pockets every month.
The law enforcement agencies in the country, FIA
and other institutions need to conduct an immedi-
ate audit of the PTA and take legal action against
those involved in this business. m

‘What is scaffolding
and why is it useful?

Scaffolding 15 a term often associated with older
children, so it may or may not have crossed your
radar yet. That being said, your natural interactions
with the children in your setting are scaffolding their
learning all the time. But by understanding the pro-
cess properly, you can be even more planned in your
interactions with your children, and make use of all
the opportunities to scaffold that come up with ev-
eryday activities. To summarize scaffolding 15 about
supporting children's development and learning
during their early years by offering just the right help
at just the right time i just the right way.

There is always a difference between what a
child can do independently and what they can then
do with some support (known as Vygotsky's ‘zone
of proximal development). This is where scaffolding
comes in, as it allows children to solve a problem or
carry out a task that is beyond their current abilities.
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Pracfitioners are there to build a bridge between
a child’s existing knowledge and their new knowl-
edge. That way, children can build upon the sklls
they already have. With the nght amount of assis-
tance from you, as well as their previously mastered
skills, children can perform new activities and start
right level of support, they will achieve much more
than they would without your help.

In the scaffolding framework, the practitioner
plays a supportive role in the child's learning. Their
role is also to observe the children, recognize the
stage of learning they are at and then provide sup-
port to help them reach the next stage.

To summarize scaffolding is
about supporting children’s
development and learning
during their early years by offer-
ing just the right help at just the
right time in just the right way

You should work to provide activities just slightly
above the children’s ability. When children are given
the support they need while learning something new
or attempting a new activity, they will stand a better
chance of using that knowledge independently.

Traditionally, supporting children was all about
telling a child how to do something until they got
the knack for it. And of course, scaffolding may still

ire specific instructions from time to time. But
n general, we now know that there are better ways
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Lastly, don't think that scaffolding has to be a
one-to-one activity.

In fact, in a lot of cases activities are best to do
with a group of children, as they can then learn a
lot from one another. Also, try not to create your
groups of children only based on their abilities, as
this will limit the scaffolding that can take place.

All i all, scaffolding in the early years is just
about observing and providing suitable activities,
at the same time giving instructions, guidance, and
feedback throughout.

Scaffolding is how you can provide support for
children’s learning in a way that is well-timed and
well-matched to the situation and child. Do make
sure to watch out to make sure your children aren’t
struggling or becoming frustrated, as these may be
signs that the task is too hard and you need to move
on to something different.

Your setting matters, too

You may have got your early years' support-
mve role, but your setting can be a powerful tool to
help you out, too. Ensunng that it's organized in
a way that will allow scaffolding to happen will
make everything easier for everyone. The aim 15 to
promote student success by supporting children's
independent functioning. We want children to be
interacting with their emvironment and the materi-
als you provide, giving them opportunities to meet
their own needs, solve their problems, and make
their own choices. By explonng their surround-
ings in their early years, children develop new
knowledge and connect it with their previous un-
derstanding.

he government has received an offer of a

$1.5 billion investment in Pakistan Steel

Mills, sources said quoting a private TV

channel. “It has been decided to privatize
the Steel Mills in the third quarter of the current fis-
cal year that 15 2022-23", sources said.

In the preliminary phase, four firms were
pre-qualified for the privatization of Palastan Steel.
Chinese state-owned company, Boa Steel, showed
expressed mterest in purchasing the shares of Pala-
stan Steel Mills. International investor firms visited
Steel Mills after their pre-qualification for bidding.

Sources privy to the matter said that after privat-
1zation, the balance sheet of the Steel Mills would
be cleared and its losses transferred to another com-
pany. According to sources, the production of Steel
Mills will reach one million tons in the first year after
privatization, which will increase to two million tons
in the second year and three million tons in the third
year.

It is worth mentioning that the Chairman Privat-
ization Commuission had presented a plan to revive
Palastan Steel Mills before a Cabinet body headed
by Finance Minister Miftah Ismail in June this year.

The Chairman presented the roadmap for the re-
vival of Steel Mills and recommended that the resto-
ration of the Mills can be achieved only with the help
of foreign mvestment.

“The commercial leasing of the 1229 acres of
land owned by Steel Mills and a jetty is also part of
the restoration plan.”

“Modern technology could also be transferred to
Palastan during the revival process along with mulfi-
ple job openings,” the Chairman recommended.

The committee was briefed on the visit of offi-
cials from the Chinese state-owned company Boa
Steel to the Pakistan Steel Mills and their interest in
mvesting in the project.
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In May, the government had finalised three Chi-
nese companies as pre-qualified bidders to compete
for winning stakes of up to 74 per cent in loss-malk-
ing Pakistan Steel Mills Corporation (PSMC) and
revive the largest non-functional industrial unit of
the country.

extremely hot temperatures, which pro-

vide the highest penetration of sunlight.
Solar energy in Pakistan is deemed to be an alter-
native source of energy for economic prosperity.
Solar energy is an abundant resource in Palistan
available for generating electricity. Solar power
generates electricity without harming the environ-
ment. Production of energy through solar systems
also does not canse greenhouse gas effects or car-
bon emissions. The pace of climate change also de-
creases while environmental protection is secured
by generating solar energy.

Solar energy in Pakistan has a positive impact
on residential areas, as well as on the corporate sec-
tor. The dwellers of several residential societies en-
joy saving on electric utility bills by accessing solar
panels. The residents install solar panels to supply
power to their household appliances, which cuts
down the burden on the national grids and results
in reducing the shortfall of electricity in the coun-
try. Though the installation cost of solar panels is
high, and damage to the rooftop from the installa-
tion of the panels may lead to leakages yet the huge
benefits of solar power in terms of saving and gen-

eration of clean energy to power the homes cannot
be discounted.

The domestic residents are able to access solar
energy by the installation of photovoltaic panels
on their rooftops. The solar power cells used on the
photovoltaic panels consist of the positive or the
negative field. They consist of the photons, and the
silicon absorbs photons. Once the photons become
free as electrons, they pass through the electric
wires as electricity to power the appliances.

The industrial sector of Pakistan can rely on the
usage of solar panels for generating heat for sever-
al industrial purposes such as the production, and
processing of chemicals, minerals and foods, oil
recovery and processing of minerals.

These initiatives
need to be pursued with consistency, sheer deter-
mination and efforts to tap the best usage of solar
power in the country. The facility of net metering
should be extensively provided to the consumers in
the country for availing the green way of electric-
ity generation. Solar power is regarded as mmport-
ant in making the country self-reliant in the field
of energy which in turn will also address the issue
of power thefts besides reducing circular debts and
Solar energy is useful in different industrial op-
erations whereby solar energy heats the oil. The oil
15 used to produce steam, and the steam operates
the machinery, mechanical cycles and turbines for
the production of electricity. It further powers the
machinery to be directed for indusirial purposes.
Though the solar panels used in the industries re-
duce electricity bills, the cost of production using
the solar panels in the industries is high, and its
installation 1s fime-consuming.

It does not offer after-sales services of warranties
or guarantees due to the fact that the Chinese solar
companies do not have a local presence.

Nonetheless, there exists a massive potential for
the implementation of solar energy in Pakistan as
for nearly 10 hours each day, the average solar ra-
diation intensity ranges from 1500 watts per square
meter to 2750 watts per square meter. This is par-
ticularly predominant in areas of southern Punjab,
Sindh and Baluchistan throughout the year. Near-
Iy 45 to 83 megawatts of power each month can
be generated in the regions specified above. The
above-mentioned benefits recerved from the gener-
ation of solar energy for domestic, and industrial
mentation of solar panels in Palkistan. There is a
dire need to seek maximum tfechnical assistance
from the government authorities to overcome the
technical issues relevant to the implementation of
solar energy.

Palkistani governments to date have commis-
sioned six solar power projects with a cumulative
capacity of 430 MW to supply electricity to the na-
tional grids. These are mainly in Kashmir, Punjab,
Sindh and Balochistan. The Quaid-e-Azam Solar
Park in the desert area of LalSohanra in Cholistan,
Bahawalpur, has one of the largest solar plants in
the country with a capacity to produce 100 MW
peak in a covered area of 500 acres.

Professor Charles Swanton, the clinical scien-
tist at the FCI and chief clinician at Cancer Re-
search UK, said vaping poses a potential threat to
public health, reported The Independent.

“I don't think we can say vaping is necessarily
a safe option to quit smoking. It may be safer but
that doesn't mean it's safe,” he said.

“We don't know for certain that vaping won't
cause lung cancer ten years from now.”

Researchers at the FCI conducted studies to
understand why some of those diagnosed with
Iung cancer in the UK — around one in eight pa-
tients — are non-smokers, despite smoking being
one of the leading causes of the disease.

They used studies on humans and mice which
measured exposure to sooty pollution particles
in the air that can cause the growth of cancerous
cells in the lungs.

Their evidence suggests that the pathway that
causes tumours in non-smokers is different to
those caused by smoking, which is thought to trig-
ger a direct mutation of DMNA that can result in
cancer. Their findings suggest that irritants such
as air pollution cause inflammation, which is then
followed by a healing process that “wakes up”
dormant cells that can cause cancerous mutations.
Researchers worry that vaping may trigger the
Same Process.

Professor Swanton said: “The mechanism
we've identified could help us to find better ways
to prevent and treat lung cancer in never smokers.
If we can stop cells from growing in response to air
pollution, we can reduce the risk of lung cancer.,”

Dr William Hill, another researcher at the FCI,
said: “Finding ways to block or reduce inflamma-
tion caused by air pollution would go a long way
to reducing the risk of lung cancer in people who
have never smoked."”

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ore than half of the $5 billion Ro-
shan Digital Account (RDA) in-
flows during the last two years came

through Islamic banking accounts,
which shows the burgeoning growth of the Islamic
banking industry in Pakistan.

The RDA received more than $5 billion dollars
through 456,732 accounts of overseas Palastani
from 175 countries within two years of its launch.

Deputy Governor of SBP Dr. Murtaza Syed said
that more than half of Roshan Digital Accounts had
been opened in Islamic banks and 50% of the $3.18
billion investment was made in the Islamic Naya Pa-
Instan Certificates. RDA was launched by SBP in
September 2020. The scheme received rapid popu-
larity among overseas Palistanis.

A government-backed digital account facility is
being offered by Pakistan's retail banking sector to
cater to the needs of Islamic consumer financing of
Palastani expatriates. The scheme provides expatri-
ates with the opportunity to acquire property and
motor vehicles in their home country while living
abroad. “In recognition of overseas Pakistanis’ pref-
erence for the Islamic version of Roshan Digital Ac-
counts, SBP hopes that more expatriate Palkistanis
out of the mine million will take advantage of RDA
and its various features in the future,” said Dr. Mur-
taza Syed.

Dr. Murtaza Syed said that RDA gained global
recognition as brother country Turkey worked with
the SBP team to implement its own version of the
programme. The SBP is planning to enhance the
menu of services under the scheme. The central
bank wants to introduce insurance products, Takaf-
ul, pension plans and services for non-resident Paki-
stanis, who have more than 50% ownership of local
entities, to open their accounts in both local curren-
cies as well as foreign currency.

It is difficult for Pakistanis living abroad to find
Islamic products for investments in foreign coun-
tries, even though there are a limited number of op-
tions, said Meezan Bank President, Irfan Siddiquu.

Anpther factor confributing to the outflows is
inflation. A spike in inflation is causing people to
tap their savings to make both ends meet. Only $800
million were repatriated during the previous 23
months, according to the SBP. The RDA scheme,
which was launched in September 2020 to give the
expatriates access to the local financial market, is
becoming increasingly popular among Pakistanis
living abroad in all parts of the world.

Following the completion of the
combined seventh and eighth reviews of the Extend-
ed Fund Facility last week, the IMF released $1.16
billion to Pakistan, bringing the programme’s total
receipts to $3.9 billion.

As of Aungust 26, the foreign reserves held by
the SBP fell to $7.7 billion—enough to cover a little
more than a month of imports.

akistan Telecommunication Awuthority

(PTA) has reviewed the existing Broad-

band Quality of Service Regulations,

2014 and has issued revised Fixed Broad-
band Regulations after due consultation with all
the stakeholders. The new Regulations will be
known as “Fixed Broadband Quality of Service
(QoS) Regulations, 2022.”

As per PTA, these regulations have been up-
dated keeping in view existing and emerging fixed
broadband technologies including xDSL (Digi-
tal Subscriber Line), Cable Broadband (DOCSIS
3.x) Fixed Wireless, Fiber to the Home (FTTH)/
GPON, Satellite Broadband, etc.

The regulations included aspects such as fixed
broadband infernet speeds for download data
throughout should be at least 4Mbps (up from 256
kbps) and 2Mbps upload. As much as 80% of the
adwvertised download speeds should be available at
all times to the end users.

Moreover, PTA will not only conduct Qo5 Sur-
veys and test the quality of services being provid-
ed to consumers, but also implement and execute
the recurring National Broadband Measurement

Program (NBM). For this purpose, pre-configured
devices will be placed with the groups of volun-
teers and line performance will be measured all the
time. The results will be available at dedicated serv-
ers placed in designated places as decided by the
Authority. Such testing can either be undertaken
by authorized PTA officers or through a designated
agency hired for the purpose.

Based on technological advancements in fixed
broadband networks, more stringent thresholds
have been set for existing Key Performance Indica-
tors (KPIs) (e.g. Latency, Packet Loss, Jitter, etc.).

Furthermore, a new set of KPIs has been in-
troduced, including Voice over IP (VoIP) services,
‘Web Page Loading Time, and Bandwidth Utiliza-
tion.

A special emphasis has been placed on the im-
plementation of the concept of “Net Neutrality”
Broadband Service Providers (BSPs) to treat all in-
ternet communications equally and avoid slowing
or throttling Internet speeds to delay/block appli-
cations, websites, or any other content on the In-
ternet.

Now network providers will transport all ser-
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vices on an equal basis regardless of their types.
PTA 15 committed to providing consumers with
high-quality services as well as promoting rapid
technological advancements in the country.

Before it, PTA had carried out an independent
Quality of Service (QoS) Survey in 14 cities of
Punjab, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa and Balochistan to
measure the performance and quality of cellular
mobile operators’ (CMOs) services being provided
to their customers.

Dunng the survey, KPIs enlisted in the Next
Generation Mobile Service (INGMS) license and
Cellular Mobile Network Quality of Service (QoS)
Regulations 2021, were checked using the state-of-
the-art automated QoS Monitoring & Benchmark-
ing Tool. The checked KFPIs pertained to voice,
network coverage, SMS and mobile broadband/
data services. The drive test teams selected survey
routes in such a manner to cover main roads, ser-
vice roads and a majority of sectors/colonies in the
surveyed areas. Based upon the compliance level
of each KPI against the threshold defined in the
respective licences and QoS Regulations, CMOs
have been ranked between 1st to 4th position in
Mobile Network Coverage and Voice Services as

per compliance level in surveyed cities. Similarly,
in the Mobile Broadband Speed segment, the rank-
ing has been done for the highest data download
and upload speed, network latency and webpage
loading time.

The survey results revealed that CMOs are
compliant to upload and download speed to a great
extent, while network latency and webpage load-
ing time was found below the threshold. Similarly,
SMS and voice KPIs have also been found below
the licensed threshold in some areas. Eventually,
necessary instructions have been issued to the op-
erators for taking corrective measures to ensure
improvement in the service quality up to the stan-
dards.

The service quality monitoring activity is being
carried out by PTA field teams with the ultimate
aim to pursue the operators for the provision of
better mobile services and to promote healthy com-
petition among the operators.

On the other hand, the dispute between tele-
com operators and Military Lands and Canton-
ment Department (MLC) has ended. The Secre-
tary Cabinet Division has fixed annual RoW/BTS
tower charges in the cantonment areas across the
country. Sindh High Court sent the matter to the
Federal Secretary Cabinet Division in April 2022,

According to the Secretary Cabinet Division,
after the court’s order, the telecom operators ap-
pointed their representatives who gave their sug-
gestions to the Cabinet Division to resolve the
issue.

uropean regulators have taken a hard

look at the Silicon Valley tech giants that

dominated the market share on the con-

tinent in recent years. It means the EU is
on a mission to rein in US tech giants, which have
been accused of tax evasion, stifling competition,
raking in billions from news without paying for it
and spreading misinformation.

In the past few years, the EU has slapped
eye-watering fines on Apple and Google in tax
and competition cases, and drawn up a landmark
law to curb the market dominance of Big Tech.
Brussels has also toughened its code of conduct on
disinformation and hate speech.

As a European court prepares on September 14
to rule on Google’s appeal of a massive 4.3-bil-
lion-euro antitrust fine ($5 billion at the time it
was levied), we look at the battle between Brussels
and Silicon Valley:

The digital giants are regularly criticised for
dominating markets by elbowing out rivals.

In July, the European Parliament adopted a
landmark law, the Digital Markets Act, to curb the
market dominance of Big Tech, with violations
punishable with fines of up to 10 per cent of a
company'’s annual global sales.

Brussels has slapped over eight billion euros
in fines on Google alone for abusing its dominant
market position.

In 2018, the company was fined 4.3 billion

euros — the biggest ever antitrust penalty imposed
by the EU — for abusing the dominant position of
its Android mobile operating system to promote
Google’s search engine.

Google has appealed the wverdict. The firm
is also challenging a 2.4-billion-euro fine it was
slapped with in 2017 for abusing its power in on-
line shopping and a separate 1.49-billion-euro fine
from 2019 for “abusive practices” in online adver-
tising.

The EU has also gone after Apple, accusing it
of blocking rivals from its contactless iPhone pay-
ment system and fined Microsoft 561 million eu-
ros in 2013 for imposing its search engine Internet
Explorer on users of Windows 7.

Italy joined the action last year, hitting Ama-
zon with a massive 1.1-billion-euro antitrust fine
for abusing its dominance to push its logistics busi-
ness.

The EU has had less success in getting US tech
companies to pay more taxes in Europe, where
they are accused of funnelling profits into low-tax
economies like Ireland and Luxembourg.

In one of the most notorious cases, the Eu-
ropean Commuission in 2016 found that Ireland
granted illegal tax benefits to Apple and ordered
the company to pay 13 billion euros in back taxes.

But the EU's General Court later overturned
the ruling, saying there was no evidence the com-
pany broke the rules.

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The Commussion also lost a similar case in-
volving Amazon, which it had ordered to repay
250 million euros in back taxes to Luxembourg.

Frustrated by the lack of progress, France, Italy
and several other European nations forged ahead
with their own taxes on tech companies while
waiting for a global agreement on the issue.

That came in October 2021 when the G20
group of nations agreed on a minimum 15 per cent
corporate tax rate. Nearly 140 countries signed up
for the deal.
