Hike in power
taritt to hit
more inflation

The recently taken decision by the government to increase the
national uniform electricity tariff to a record high has ignited serious
concerns among the masses, traders, and industrialists. After increasing
the power tariff it is certain the prices of everything will skyrocket
which is already out of reach of the masses particularly the lowest
segment of the society and the daily wagers. Social media platforms
have in particular, raised a forceful voice and lamented the decision.

Electricity is now a basic necessity of every house and everyone
while the wheel of the national economy would move on if the
capacity of the masses is built and industrial and agricultural growth is
ensured. And it will not be possible to achieve without electricity. The
largest middle class of the country, which goes for the backbone of the
economy for providing services and skilled labour, is the most affected
segment by the increased power tariff.

It may be recalled that the salary of the average Pakistani is around
Rs 20,000 to Rs 30,000 per month. It is not difficult to imagine his
financial survival and well-being when a large part of his salary will
go to foot the electricity bill. And after that, his and the survival of his
family will also become a question in these circumstances.

It is very surprising and beyond comprehension that the NEPRA
approved the base power tariff just within three days after the Cabinet
decision to burden every Pakistani will heavy electricity costs. It did not
discuss or recommend abolishing the incentives given to government
employees, wherein they are provided free of charge electricity and
fuel. In order to mitigate some burden on the poor, at least they might
have been denuded of the free electricity or even as a mark of sharing
the pains of the poor.

As National Electric Power Regulatory Authority has approved
the government motion for the hike in base power tariff by up to Rs7.5
per unit effective from July 1, 2023, which will enhance the cost of
electricity to Rs 42.72/unit for some consumers. Nepra allowed the
federal government to authorise an increase of Rs 4.96/unit (or 20pc)
in base electricity tariff, taking the national average electricity rate to
Rs 20.78 /unit.

As per the decision for the lifeline consumers and the protected
consumers using up to 200 units per month, there is no change in the
tariff. For the non-protected consumers using 1 to 100 units the tariff
hike of Bs 3 per unit has been allowed which will take the current
per-unit cost from Rs 13.48/unit to Rs 16.48/unit. For the consumer
using 101-200 the hike of Rs 4 per unit has been allowed which will
take the tariff for these categories of consumers from the existing Rs
18.95 per unit to Rs 22.05 per unit. For the consumers using 201-300
units, the cost of one unit will go up by Rs 5 from the existing Rs
22.14 per unit to Rs 27.14 per unit. For the consumers using 301-400
units an increase of Rs 6.5 per unit has been approved which will take
the existing price of Rs 25.53 per unit to Rs 32.03 per unit for these
consumers. For the consumers using 401-500 units, 501-600 units and
601-700 units the approved hike in tariff is Rs 7.5 per unit which will
take the price from the existing Rs 27.74 per unit to Rs35.24 per unit,
29.16 per unit to Rs 36.66 per unit and Rs 30.30 per unit to Rs 37.80
per unit respectively.

To show efficiency and sympathy to the people, Prime Minister
Shehbaz Sharif said that 63% of domestic consumers using up to 200
units per month would be exempted from the recent increase in power
tariff. A partial subsidy was also being given to those consuming up
to 300 units per month, who were around 31% of the total domestic
consumers when Nepra increased Rs 4 for consuming 200 units per
month which conflicts with the claim of the Prime Minister.

Jawad said there
1s no doubt that the government needs to encourage
the utilisation of uncultivated state land to boost
crops area. Besides investing in swathes of waste-
land to make them cultivable, he said and added
that it must also put a stop to the encroachment of
agricultural lands by sprawling housing schemes.

But a lot is required to be done to ensure food
security and create an exportable agricultural sur-
plus. The LIMS initiative is only the first step, he
added. m
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xperts said that with a number of

multi-billion-dollar projects, the Chi-

na-Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC)

was playing a key role in transforming
the development landscape of Pakistan.

Talking to a local news agency in connection
with the completion of 10 years of the signing of
CPEC, the experts opined that the mega project
helped Pakistan make progress in the region and at
the world level.

In the lat-
est development, to generate maximum revenue
through electricity bills and to meet the conditions
of the International Monetary Fund (IMF), the
government has decided to increase the duration
of electricity’s peak hours from 5. pm to 11 pm,
burning a hole in the pockets of power consumers.
Nepra already raised the base tariff of electricity
by Rs4.96 per unit.

Following the new rule, the peak hours have
increased by two. Whereas, previously, the peak
hours were from 6 pm to 10 pm, whereas now they
will be from 5 pm to 11 pm Now, consumers have
to pay extra for electricity.

Peak hours refer to the times of the day when
electricity demand is at its highest, and during this
period, consumers are charged the highest rate per
kilowatt-hour used.
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The electricity rate for consumers using time-
of-use meters during peak hours, i.e. from 5 pm
to 11 pm will be Rs 49.35 per unit and after peak
hours, they will pay Rs 33.3 per unit.

On the other hand, consumers with three-
phase meters will now pay Rs 50 per unit during
peak hours instead of the earlier rate of Rs30 per
unit, reported a local daily.

With an increase in power demand, people face
electricity outages spanning up to 14 hours a day.

The government aims to generate additiomal
revenue to cover line losses and manage the circu-
lar debts in the power sector as it targets to collect
more than Rs J trillion from the public.

The National Electric Power Regulatory Au-
thority (Nepra) has approved a rise in the base tar-
iff of electricity by Rs4.96 per unit.

Although the increase in the base tariff, the
hike was expected to be below Rs2.50 per unit.
The decision — a product of the deal reached by
the International Monetary Fund (IMF) — rep-
resents the conditions that will certainly further
burden the people who are already rattled by the
record-breaking inflation.

The move comes as Prime Minister Shehbaz
Sharif reassured IMF Managing Director Kristali-
naGeorgieva that he would not tolerate an iota
of violation of the agreement reached with the
world’s top financial institution.

The Nepra said Mepco, Gepco, Hesco, Sepco,
Kesco, Pesco and Tesco had applied for an adjust-
ment under Multi-Year Tariff Order (MYTO) for
the financial year 2023-24, whereas Iesco, Lesco
and Fesco sought an interim tariff for the financial
year 2023-24 to 2027-28 under MYTO (a method-
ology used to determine tariffs across the electric-

Hence, Nepra has fixed the national average
tariff for the financial year 2023-24 at Rs29.78
per unit while the average tariff is Rs4.96 per unit
higher than the previous one. The average tariff
fixed by Nepra was Rs24. 82 per unit.

The main reasons for the increase in tariffs,
says Nepra, are the decline in sales, depreciation
of the rupee, inflation, interest hike and increase
in capacity.

Meanwhile, it also says the total revenue of
discos is expected to be around Rs3,281 billion
and that the tariff is expected to be eased after the
reduction in the intensity of the aforementioned
reasons for the hike.

As the IMF Executive Board approved the $3
billion deal under a stand-by arrangement, Geor-
gieva had earlier stressed that Pakistan would have
to accelerate structural reforms, as the world’s top
financial institution's executive board gave final
approval to the $3 billion stand-by arrangement
for the country.

She called for reducing state expenditure and
bringing changes in the energy sector through
steps like an increase in tariff while modifying the
subsidy structure.

“Maintaining discipline over non-critical pri-
mary expenditure will be essential to support bud-
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get execution within the envisaged envelope. In
parallel, the authorities urgently need to strength-
en energy sector viability by aligning tariffs with
costs, reforming the sectors cost base, and better
targeting power subsidies.”

CAN INDUSTRIES SUSTAIN?

The move will obviously make it impossible
for businesses, especially industries, to sustain by
propelling the cost of doing business in a country
which is known for a poor ranking when it comes
to ease of doing business.

And with less stagnant exports, Pakistan will
find it even more difficult to market the products
abroad for being too expensive, thus turning them
uncompetitive.

The industrialists are already clamouring for
regionally competitive electricity tariffs as they
along with some economic experts firmly believe
that the circular debt issue is a result of transmis-
sion and distribution losses, theft and the failure to
recover dues.

Coupled with the unprecedented interest rate,
there is no room for expanding the businesses at a
time when even keeping the establishments open
is a challenge.

‘With the reduced purchasing power and stag-
nant wages, it also means Pakistan won't be able to
generate new employment opportunities.

People in Pakistan faced multifaceted prob-
lems when it comes to power supply. Their suf-
fering continues unabated in the winter and sum-
mer seasons. Residents were deprived of a power
supply on one account or another, which includes
so-called load management plans, approved shut-
dowans, technical power failures, and intense fluc-
tuations in voltage. m

The company will sell 165.7 million shares
worth about Rs19 billion. Shell Pakistan Limited
has 782 filling stations across the country in prime
locations where thousands of people get petrol and
other fuel items.

“It's a joint venture between PRL and Airdink.
The details of shareholding between Airlink and
PRL will be disclosed later,” said Airlink CEO
Muzzaffar Hayat Piracha. Entering the petroleum
business is in line with Airlink’s goal of diversifica-
tion, Piracha said.

Airlink Communication Limited is one of the
largest smartphone distributors, manufacturers, and
retailers in Pakistan with over a decade-long expe-
rience in the telecom industry. It has a nationwide
network linked with over 164+ hubs and regional of-
fices, 1100 + wholesalers, and 4,000+ retailers with
after-sales support service centres in all major cities
of Pakistan.

Airlink informed through its letter to Pakistan
Stock Exchange Limited officials about acquiring
77.42% shares and control of Shell Pakistan Limit-
ed by Pakistan Refinery Limited and Airlink Com-
munication Limited.
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Zahid Mir, PRL CEO and Managing Director
said: “Airlink’s strength in management experience
in representing global brands and access to capital
makes it an ideal partner for this bid.”

Shell Petroleum Company, a parent company
of London-based Shell plc, announced its exit from
Pakistan with the sale of its 77.42% shares in the
local business as Shell had made several announce-
ments about its global operations, as well as in view
of the economic challenges in Pakistan.

“We, Next Capital Limited, hereby submit a
Public Announcement of Intention by Pakistan Re-
finery Limited and Airlink Communication Limit-
ed (collectively referred to as the “Acquirers”) to ac-
quire 77.42% shares and control of Shell Pakistan
Limited,” said Next Capital (NEXT.P5X), which is
managing the offer on behalf of the two companies,
in a notice to the PSX.

“Shell International is interested in divesting
their fuel, lubricant and pipeline business in Paki-
stan, and we are interested in acquiring all of their
business segments,” Zahid Mir, PR CEO and
Managing Director, told media, adding the state re-
finery will lead the transaction.

He said the consortium has a much higher ca-
pability to manage fuel prices and time exposure
versus others.

The PRI CEO said the companies would need
approval from the Competition Commission of Pa-
Ikistan (CCP) to go ahead with the transaction.
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“Shell is currently receiving expressions of in-
terest from both international and local compa-
nies,” said Shell Pakistan in response to a request
for comment.

Shell Pakistan suffered losses in 2022 due to
exchange rates, devaluation of the Pakistani rupee
against the dollar and overdue receivables amid the
country’s ongoing financial crisis.

As Shell exits Pakistan, some multinational
companies are facing difficulties in repatriating div-
idends and making royalty payments.

Mustafa Pasha, chief investment officer at Kara-
chi-based Lakson Investments, said the smoothness
of the planned transaction will depend in part and
also on whether the eventual buyer of SPL is an
international or domestic company.

“If it's a domestic buyer, they will probably have
to arrange the FX or the payment for the transac-
tion from abroad because Shell will obviously want
to repatriate that money and there are FX outflow
restrictions. If it’s an international player, the im-
pact of the transaction will be net zero,” said Pasha,
referring to the inflows being equal to the outflows.

He said Shell's decision to exit Pakistan should
be viewed through a holistic lens given Shell’s glob-
al strategy.

Shell said it is also conducting a strategic review
of energy and chemicals assets on the Bukom and
Jurong Islands in Singapore.

New CEQ WaelSawan announced plans to
ramp up the company’s dividend and share buy-
backs while keeping oil output steady into 2030.

Pasha said: “The country-specific difficulties in
Pakistan, however, probably made it easier for Shell
to choose to exit Pakistan as a market, given the sup-
ply-chain issues, regulatory environment, exchange
losses, and foreign exchange outflow restrictions.”
Shell Pakistan Limiti is a Pakistani oil and gas com-
pany which is a subsidiary of Shell plc and has been
in South Asia for over 100 years. Shell’s flagship
business in Pakistan is the downstream retail mar-
keting company, Shell Pakistan Limited, which has
interests in downstream businesses including retail,
lubricants and aviation. On 14th June, 2023 Shell
announced to sell its holding in Pakistan.

Shell Pakistan has a primary listing on Karachi
Stock Exchange. It is also listed on Lahore and Is-
lamabad Stock Exchange.

Pakistan Refinery Limited PRL is one of the
five refineries operating in Pakistan. The company
is engaged in the production and sale of petroleum
products. The Company is a subsidiary of Pakistan
State Oil Company Limited.

In its annual report, the Board of Directors of
Shell Pakistan Limited (SPL) announced the frst
quarter results for the company on 4th May. The
company posted a loss after tax of PKR 4,762 mil-
lion compared to the profit after tax of PKR 2,070
million made in the same period last year. The com-
pany blamed the period witnessing devaluation of
the rupee, rising inflation and macro-economic un-
certainty. Continued economic challenges resulted
in a slowdown in economic activity, a decrease in
demand and risks to supply security for the com-
pany.

Shell will sell its 165.7 million shares worth an
estimated Rs19 billion ($69.4 million) at a closing
share price value of Es115.23, according to calcula-
tions based on stock filings and the Pakistan Stock
Exchange’s website.

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Public voice for
stopping free electricity
to govt employees

The netizens condemned free electricity units to all employees
of the government including DISCOS. They have launched a
campaign on social media that if a labourer who earns Rs 800
daily is paying the bill from own his pocket why cannot the civil

servants who receive salaries in lakhs

akistan Business Forum (PBF) has urged

the federal government to withdraw the

facility of free electricity units as well as

electricity at discounted rates to govern-
ment officers including staff of all power distribu-
tion companies (DISCOS). This move will save the
national exchequer Rs 10 billion a year.

PBF Chief Organiser and Vice President,
Chaudhry Ahmad Jawad said gone are the days of
these individuals living like royals. If parliamentar-
ians, businessmen and the masses pay electricity
bills from their own pockets, why a class of people
in society be allowed to enjoy the free facility of
electricity when the country is already facing eco-
nomic crises?

Similarly, PBF showed displeasure on a signif-
icant increase in the base tariff by Rs7.50 per unit
for electricity, dealing a severe blow to middle-and
lower-middle-class consumers with Time of Use
(ToU) metres.

The base tariff has been increased by Rs7.50 per
unit, resulting in rates of Rs42 per unit during peak
hours and Rs36 per unit during off-peak hours.
But this is without factoring in monthly fuel price
adjustments (FPA), quarterly tariff adjustments
(QTA), surcharges, taxes and duties, electricity
duty, and PTV fees. With their addition, the Time
of Use (TOU) end consumer tariff is estimated to
go in the range of a whopping Rs62-65 per unit.

PBF Vice President JahanaraWattoo said the
impact of this increase in tariff is not limited to
the middle classes, it is also affecting high-end con-
sumers, commercial consumers, and industrial con-
sumers using 400 units or more in a month. These
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consumers will be burdened with a significant
cross-subsidy to compensate for lifeline, protected,
and non-protected consumers using electricity up
to 400 units. This spike in commercial tariffs will
range from Rs35.38 to Rs41.35 per unit, while the
industrial consumers’ tariff (B1, B2, B3, and B4)
will rise to Rs32-38 per unit, excluding FPA, QTA,
taxes, and duties.

Wattoo said after the consistent electricity tariff
hike, the cost of industrial production has massively
increased which has caused inflation hitting poor
people of the country. Also, she added high tariff
has also made it difficult to run business and indus-
tries.

Ahmad Jawad said: “How businesses will sur-
vive in this high cost of the tariff. It’s a simple for-
mula to raise the tariff to overcome the circular
debt but you aren't ready to curtail line losses”. One
must understand it will prove detrimental to the in-
dustries when the high cost of doing business will
also open the floodgates of inflation,” he said.

In addition to making the electricity bills costli-
er and unaffordable for the consumers, the hike in
base tariff would escalate prices of all household
goods being widely used by every family, he added.

Consumers are already paying an addition-
al amount in the range of Rs4 to Rs6 per unit on
account of fuel cost adjustment which has come
about due to the unprecedented rise in fuel prices in
the international market, he added.

“Further addition to the base tariff will render
the finished goods uncompetitive in international
markets and unaffordable in local markets,” Jah-
anara said.
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PBF officials also stated this tariff has been in-
creased on the recommendations of the IMF SBA,
but why not IMF enforced its decision on the gov-
ernment that line losses and theft in Discos should
be curtailed to zero percent in 6 months’ time?

Last year, Public Accounts Committee (PAC)
directed the power division of the energy ministry
to abolish free electricity units for power sector em-
ployees but the secretary said that immediate with-
drawal of the facility would create panic among
employees. Dr Ramesh Kumar, a PAC member,
asked the secretary not to take pressure from the
union or any other quarters to end this facility,
however, he said the employees might be given an
additional amount equal to free electricity in their
monthly salaries. Even low-paid employees work-
ing in both government and private sectors had to
pay all the utility bills, and therefore there should be
no exception for the power sector.

As many as 189,000 government employees
across Pakistan utilize free electricity, reveals a
Ministry of Energy document. A recent document
released by the Ministry of Energy has shed light
on the extensive use of free electricity by govern-

ment employees in Pakistan. The report indicates
that a staggering 189,000 government employees
across the country have been availing themselves of
this privilege for the past year.

The burden on the national exchequer: Gov-
ernment employees consume over 34 Crore units
of free electricity annually. According to the docu-
ment, the collective consumption of free electricity
by government employees has exceeded a stagger-
ing 34 crore units annually. This has resulted in a
considerable financial burden on the national ex-
chequer, amounting to more than Es 8 billion.

The document of the Ministry of Energy fur-
ther stated that the expenditure on free electricity
is projected to increase significantly in the coming
years. Starting from the next year, the anticipated

monthly consumption is expected to reach 99 crore
units, amounting to an annual expense of 11.5 bil-
lion rupees. Besides this, hundreds of employees
committed power theft because nobody checks
them.

The netizens condemned the free electricity
units to all employees of the government including
DISCOS. They have launched a campaign on social
media that if a labourer who earns Rs 800 daily is
paying the bill from own his pocket why cannot the
civil servants who receive monthly salaries in lakhs.

After a long time, people across the world, es-
pecially Pakistani youth, have admitted that drink-
ing sodas and energy drinks is the cause of serious
physical and mental health effects. The negative
health impacts of drinking soda, and energy drinks
have appeared in our youth. The credit also goes to
the social media that disclosed the truth about soda
drinks and energy drinks like Coke, Pepsi, Strings,
Roar, Booster, Red Bull, Monster and many oth-
ers. Punjab Food Authority (PFA) has directed that
no beverage company can print the word “energy”
on its products’ packaging and the companies are
bound by the law to prominently mention “highly
caffeinated drink” on their products.

The popular artificial sweetener aspartame to
serious health problems, including cancer, cardio-
vascular disease, Alzheimer’s disease, seizures,
stroke and dementia, as well as negative effects
such as intestinal dysbiosis, mood disorders, head-
aches and migraines.

Consumption of energy drinks has increased
dramatically in the last three decades, particular-
ly among adolescents and young adults. Energy
drinks are aggressively marketed with the claim
that these products give an energy boost to phys-
ical and cognitive performance. However, studies
supporting these claims are limited. In fact, several
adverse health effects have been related to energy
drinks that have raised the question of whether or
not these beverages are safe.

Energy drinks belong to a class of products, in
liquid form, that typically contains caffeine, with
or without other added dietary supplements. The
first energy drink appeared in the US in 1940 and
was marketed as “Dr. Enuf”. In Europe, they were
launched for the first time in 1987 then the mar-
ket expanded throughout the wotld and the energy
drinks became highly popular after the launch of
Red Bull in 1997, Since then, the energy drink mar-
ket has grown dramatically, with various brands in-
troduced worldwide.

Energy drinks are designed to give an “energy
boost” to drinkers through a combination of stim-
ulants and energy boosters. The major constituent
in most energy drinks is caffeine. They usually
contain 80-150 mg of caffeine per 8 ounces, equiv-
alent to 5 ounces of coffee or two 12-ounce cans
of caffeinated soda. Many brands on the market
contain large amounts of glucose while some other
brands offer artificially sweetened versions. Other

Individuals usually develop symptoms of caf-
feine intoxication in doses equal to or above 200
mg. Symptoms include anxiety, insomnia, gastro-
intestinal upset, muscle twitching, restlessness, and
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of sucrose, ghicose or high
fructose corn syrup. Therefore, high-energy drink
intake may increase the risk of obesity and type 2
diabetes. In addition, the high sugar content in en-
ergy drinks may reduce the activity, diversity and
gene expression of intestinal bacteria resulting in
an increased risk of obesity and metabolic syn-
drome.
The caffeine in energy drinks has been shown to
enhance diuresis. Therefore, energy drinks should
be avoided during prolonged exercise in a hot envi-
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ronment because of the potential for dehydration.
Studies have reported that dehydration at a level of
1.5% during prolonged exercise may result in an
increase in body temperature, heart rate and per-
ceived rate of exertion.

Caffeine also promotes sodium losses in urine
(natriuresis) which affects the plasma volume and
results in significant alteration of cardiovascular
performance while exercising. In addition, sodium
imbalance during prolonged exercise in a hot en-
vironment may reduce isometric force in the legs.

A study in Sweden showed a strong relation-
ship between energy drinks and dental erosion.
Similarly, Marshall et al demonstrated a similar
observation in American children. Consumption
of energy drinks was associated with about a 2.4-
fold increase in dental erosion.

This has been attributed to the low pH and the
high sugar content of energy drinks. In addition,
Pinto et al found that energy drink intake may lead
smear layer of the teeth.

A large amount of caffeine in energy drinks
provides the consumer with the desirable effects of
improved memory, increased alertness and elevated
mood. The most widely cited study is the one con-
ducted by Alford et al. They examined the effects
of a market leader energy drink on 36 individuals.
Assessments included psychomotor performance
(reaction time, concentration and memory), subjec-
tive alertness and physical endurance. m

he policy board of the Drug Regulato-
1y Authority of Pakistan (DRAP) held a
meeting to discuss measures to curb the
sale of spurious medicines in the country.

The Drug Regulatory Authority of Pakistan
(DRAP) Policy Board in its meeting issued a warn-
ing to all pharmaceutical companies that are not

The Board, chaired by the Secretary of National
Health, asked for a report on the implementation of
‘barcoding rules.

According to these rules, pharmaceutical manu-
facturers and importers must print 2-D barcodes on
the packaging of their products. Putting such mea-
sures as a 2-I) barcode matrix for the identification
of medicinal products helps eradicate spurious and
falsified drugs that pose a serious threat to the health
of citizens. It was decided by the Board meeting that
over the next two weeks printing of barcodes, as per
rules, must be ensured.

DERAP will immediately issue warning letters to
all those pharmaceutical companies that have not
registered their barcode data with DRAP and are not
printing 2-D barcodes on the packing of their prod-
ucts, it noted.

A 2D (two-dimensional) barcode is a graphical
image that stores information horizontally as one-di-
mensional barcodes do, as well as vertically. As a re-
sult, the storage capacity for 2D barcodes is much
higher than for 1D codes. A single 2D barcode can
store up to 7,089 characters instead of the 20-char-
acter power of a 1D barcode. Quick response (QR)
codes, which enable fast data access, are a type of
2D barcode.

Android and iOS smartphones use 2D barcodes
in their built-in barcode scanners. The user photo-
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graphs a 2D barcode with their smartphone camera,
and the built-in reader interprets the encoded URL,
leading the user directly to the relevant website.

This is a crucial step to stop the entry of spurious
and counterfeit drugs into the market which can save
hundreds of citizens from the harmful effects of such
illegal drugs/medicine.

In order to discourage
counterfeit medicines’ produc-
tion, DRAP made printing of
barcodes on medicines packs
mandatory in 2018 but so far,
only 30 percent of operational
pharmaceutical companies are
complying with the directive of
the regulatory body

The DRAP official said only 200 out of the 627
operational pharmaceutical companies in Pakistan
were printing barcodes on the packing of their prod-
ucts while over 400 were still not following the direc-
tives, and these companies would be issued warning
letters.

The official said companies have been given two
weeks' time for printing of barcodes, as per rules,
adding that DRAP will immediately issue warning
letters to all those pharmaceutical companies that
have not registered their barcode data with DRAFP
and are not printing 2D barcodes on packing of their
products.

He further informed that DRAP Policy Board
has also approved the Rs1.8 billion budget for the
drug regulatory authority for the year 2023-24 and
added that some other policy decisions were also tak-
en by the Board meeting.

Critical medicine has become short in the market
due to pricing disputes between the pharmaceutical
industry and the Health Ministry, leading patients to
resort to smuggled and potentially counterfeit drugs
at exorbitant costs.

On the other hand, Prime Minister Shehbaz
Sharif stressed the formulation of a balanced strate-
gy that could lower the pricing formula of life-saving
drugs and also ensure the growth of the country’s
pharmaceutical industry.

Addressing the Pharma Export Summit and
Awards (PESA-2023), he said the government was
committed to protecting the poor on one hand be-
sides helping the pharmaceutical sector to thrive.

The event organized by Pakistan Pharmaceutical
Manufactorers’ Association (PPMA) gathered cor-
porate heads of national and multinational pharma-
ceutical companies and pharma experts.

The Prime Minister said the country’s pharma-
ceutical industry was playing an important role in
meeting the demands of medicine.

He paid tribute to the companies for propelling
the export of medicines. Because of the steep rise in
the cost of raw materials, he said, the prices of medi-
cine witnessed an upsurge. He, however, stressed that
the situation must not lead to conflict with the pro-
duction of life-saving drugs.

PM Shehbaz Sharif constituted a committee to
resolve the issues and demands of the pharma indus-
try. He hoped that before the completion of the con-
stitutional term of the incumbent government, the
matters pertaining to the pharma industry would be
resolved amicably.

A loan app whose employees’ alleged blackmail-
ing led to the suicide of Mohammad Masood, a
4)-year-old, has turned into a complex question for
the Federal Investigation Agency (FIA).

During the raids on the Bharosa loan app office
in G-8, it conspired to the investigating agency that
the loan app had a huge network and it has trapped
hundreds of needy people through attractive slogans

The information given on the website of the
Bharosa loan app shows the network had multiple
traps to first net the needy through small loans and
then exploit the trapped individual for blackmailing

According to the FIA official, the Bharosa loan
app network has some foreign employees which is a
serious issue. The official said: “We are looking into
the issue of foreign employees of the loan app in-
depth and there is a possibility that the network of
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Bharoa may result in a big international scam.

The deceased Mohammad Masood committed
suicide a few days and left a message for his wife
which disclosed that the deceased was being black-
mailed by the employees of the Bharosa loan app.
The widow of the deceased had produced the note
of her husband to the FIA for action against the em-
ployees of the Bharosa loan app.

The deceased’s wife said that her husband took
the initial loan of Rs13,000 from a digital lending
app, which surged to Es100,000 within a few days
after the interest mounted.

Masood was being threatened by the representa-
tives of the lending app as he could not pay back the
money, she added.

Having no way out, he then took a loan for the
second time from another lending app to repay the
first loan, which amounted to Rs700,000 after inter-
est was added within a few weeks, she stated.

The wife alleged that the deceased was being
threatened by the app’s representatives of police ac-
tion in case he did not repay the loan along with the
interest.

The Federal Investigation Agency has arrested
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nine suspects and booked another 19 in connection
with the alleged blackmailing of citizens through
loan-giving mobile phone applications.

A team of FIA’s Cybercrime Wing raided two of
fices of the loan app in the G-8 sector of Islamabad,
sealed the offices and confiscated laptops and other
materials.

In a statement issued, an FIA spokesperson said
the cybercrime cell, along with the financial ser-
wvices, conducted raids in several areas of Rawalpindi
during which nine suspects were held and FIAs were
registered against 19.

“Inspector BadarMunir sealed a number of offic-
es inside a plaza located on the Saidu Sharif Road,”
the statement added.

The FIA said the suspects were given targets to
make 100 to 150 calls a day to citizens, their friends
and families on a daily basis. It added that in the
raided offices, a separate department was being run
to make what it described as “torture calls.”

The FIA said the departments were called “D-
0, D-1, D-2, DS-1, DS-2, and DS-3" and the sus-
through the loan apps.

They appealed to the government for imme-
diate removal of the application from Google Play
Store. Barwagt Loan, PK Loan, Easy Loan, Zeta
Loan, AsanQarz, Udhar Paisa, Credit Cat, Fast
Loan, Easy Money, and B Cash applications are
among the fishy applications.

Short-term borrowing apps can increase income
through controlled loan expansion if their balance
sheets are stable and healthy. However, a concentra-
tion on greater yields or profitability renders borrow-
ing cheaper to get for individuals and firms, which
often leads to additional nonaccrual loans and a
drop in bank capital. As a corollary, the growth of
bad loans lowers an app’s insolvency.

The business development stressed providing ac-
cess to freelancers to international markets, projects,
and clients and introducing a robust marketing strat-
egy and promotional plan for freelancers.

As per the proposed policy, PSEB will provide
registration for freelances for Rs. 1,000 and renewal
for Rs. 3,500 per annum to access PSEB programs
and initiatives, including free and subsidized train-
ing, certifications, subsidized office space at Soft-
ware Technology Parks (5TPs) across the country,
and access to international marketing and match-
making opportunities.

The PSEB and relevant government and private
sector organizations collaborate on providing subsi-
dized health insurance, life insurance, and employee
liability insurance to registered freelancers. It will
create partnerships with multinational technology
companies (tech MINCs) for subsidizing course ma-
terials and certifications, making such material avail-
able to registered freelancers.

Mohammed, a university professor in the
Egyptian capital Cairo, said it was an annual tra-
dition for him to apply to go on Hajj but not this
time.

To afford the pilgrimage, “usually you're able
to sacrifice something. But this year it was too ex-
pensive,” he said. After a number of recent ma-
jor family expenses, the increased price of a Hajj
package put it out of reach. Mohammed asked for
his surname not to be used out for fear of repri-
sal, given the sensitivities around talking about
Egypt's economic woes.

Global inflation has hiked prices for Hajj
dramatically, with costs mounting for airlines,
transportation, food and accommodation in and
around the holy city of Mecca. On top of that,
multiple countries — including some with the
world’s biggest Muslim populations — are suffer-
ing economic crises, including dizzying plunges
in the values of national currencies.

With people balking at the costs, a few coun-
tries struggled to fill their quota of pilgrims this
year, a startling sign when demand usually out-
strips the supply of pilgrimage spots many times
over.
To control the numbers and to ensure a fair
chance for everyone, Saudi Arabia gives every
country an allotment of slots for the pilgrim-
age, usvally around a tenth of a percent of the
country’s Muslim population. Because of the
COVID-19 pandemic, Saudi Arabia barred for-
eign pilgrims in 2020 and 2021, and last year it
dramatically reduced the numbers, cutting quotas
in half or more. This year, most quotas are back to
pre-pandemic levels.

Egyptian authorities have not announced the
total number of Egyptian pilgrims this year, but
it appears to be down from the nearly 80,000 who

. went in 2019 and previous years. EgyptAir, the

main carrier, said it was taking 35,000-45,000
Egyptian pilgrims, according to officials quotes
in local media. Another 4,000 went by land, ac-
cording to state media reports. Officials did not
respond to AP requests for figures on the number
of pilgrims.

Egypt has faced spiralling economic problems,
including inflation reaching 40%. The govern-

; iy ment has repeatedly devalued the currency and is

scrambling to stop the depletion of hard currency
reserves amid mounting debt. Since the last pil-
grimage, the Egyptian pound has lost 40% of its
value against the Saudi riyal.

Like many countries, Egypt distributes a por-
tion of its quota through private companies to
sell, and a portion of lower-cost, government-or-
ganized trips through a lottery to applicants.

One of the cheapest Hajj packages, organized
by the Interior Ministry, costs 175,000 Egyptian
pounds, around $5,663, according to state media.
Last year, the same package cost 90,000 pounds,
roughly $4,770 at the time. In dollars, it's a rise of
around 20%, but the price has nearly doubled in
pounds.

The manager of one Cairo-based travel agen-
cy said that last year he organized 100 Hajj trips,
while this year only 40 inquiries have been made.
He spoke on condition of anonymity because of
the sensitivity of the issue.

Organizers and pilgrims also struggle with the
limits that most Egyptian banks put on foreign
cash withdrawals. One travel agent said he has
been unable to book flights with foreign airlines
because they require dollar payments. An Asso-
ciated Press journalist currently in Mecca said
banking restricions mean he can only withdraw
1,000 Saudi riyals, roughly $266, for the week-
long stay.

he sale of cars witnessed a decrease of

58.65 percent during the fiscal year 2022-

23 as compared to the sale in the fiscal

year 2021-22, Pakistan Automobile Man-
ufacturing Association (PAMA) said.

According to the data, as many as 96,812 cars
were sold during July-June 2022-23 as opposed to
234,180 units during July-June 2021-22.

The breakup figures showed that 12,823 units of
Honda Civic and City were sold during the corre-
sponding period of the year 2022-23 as compared
to the sale of 33,197 units last year, thus showing a
dip of 63.56 percent.

Toyota Corolla and Yaris cars sales also de-
creased by 66.67 percent and it came down to
18,838 units from 56,528 units in the same period
of the previous year.

However, Suzuki Swift's sales went up by 50.87
percent as sales increased to 9,339 units from 6,190
units last year.

Sale of Suzuki Cultus decreased to 6,956 units
during the period under review, whereas during
the same period last year, the sale was recorded at
23,169 units while the sale of Suzuki Wagon-R also
decreased to 3,434 units from 23,131 units.

Suzulki Alto’s sales also witnessed a sharp de-
cline of 50.30 per cent from 71,198 units to 35,370
units during the year under review, whereas the sale
of Suzuki Bolan decreased to 4,447 units as op-
posed to the sale of 12,361 units in the same period
of last year.

Lonnie Smith, president of the nonprofit On
the Road Lending, works to help working families
get affordable loans for decent used cars, preferably
those still under warranty.

“Typically we’re looking for vehicles that are
two to four years old, less than 60,000 miles — a
modest type of vehicle,” he says.

Those have gotten so hard to find lately that
On the Road got licensed to be an auto dealer so
it could buy vehicles at auction — the few cars that
fit the bill on dealer lots were getting snapped up
immediately.

And the average loan for those cars, which was
$13,000 ten years ago, has now risen to $24,000.

Because, well, that’s just the price of a modest
used car in America these days.

As the chip shortage eases, automakers say they
want to make more vehicles for people who can't af-
ford top-of-the-line full-size SUVs. But don’t expect
a tsunami of §15,000 cars.

“We're not really expecting to see, you know,
this resurgence of inexpensive gasoline-powered ve-
hicles,” says Ed Kim, chief analyst at AutoPacific.
“Really where the industry is going is putting in a
lot of effort to get more affordable plug-in vehicles
out in the marketplace.”

In fact, led by Tesla’s aggressive price cuts, elec-
tric vehicle prices are dropping. According to the
latest Kelley Blue Book data, they're down 7.5%
year over year, and that's before federal tax credits
(including for used vehicles).

But there are daunting challenges — especially
around charging infrastructure — before many car
buyers will purchase an EV. And prices have a long
way to fall before they're truly affordable. Investors
were recently disappointed when Tesla, which has
long promised a cheaper vehicle, did not unveil one.

So cheaper vehicles are on the way. But many of
them will be powered by batteries, and they’ll take
a long time to get here.

The semiconductor shortage has gotten much
better since 2021, but it hasn't gone away entirely,
and other supply chain snarls continue to periodi-
cally disrupt output.

Because of these supply chain problems, the
global automotive industry has produced millions
fewer vehicles than it would have otherwise,

The supply of new vehicles is starting to im-
prove, but those millions of “missing” vehicles are
still gone. Lower supply, higher prices: It's basic
eCcOonomics.

When automakers can't make as many vehicles
as they would like, they prioritize their most profit-
able cars. Cheap ones get the boot.

“But the government also needs to develop a
well-coordinated solar policy framework to encom-
pass the solar panels manufacturing sector, and it
must devise a plan for a specific time period in order
to ensure quality and discourage monopoly,” he sug-
gested. Mustafa said that like other developing na-
tions, Pakistan urgently needs to accelerate its shift
towards renewable energy in its power generation
portfolio to meet its growing energy needs sustain-
ably.

“Solar energy, in particular, offers the country
significant potential to achieve this, but the progress
to date has been slow due to inadequate policy ac-
tion, weak investment climate, and lack of attention
to the energy planning process,” he added while
talking to WealthPK.

He said a policy in this regard will help initiate
transition, and promote domestic industrial devel-
opment, as at present investors do not have adequate
policy guidelines to understand the long-term profit-
ability and sustainability of solar technologies, thus
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creating an environment not favourable to long-term
investments in the solar industry.

“A unified solar policy framework would ad-
dress these gaps and streamline individual nations’
efforts to achieve realistic objectives in this regard,”
he added.

Mustafa said manufacturing solar panels domes-
tically has many advantages compared to imports,
including a reduction in cost, job creation, and
support to the local industries. He said the benefits
of solar panels production go beyond just environ-
ment-friendly energy production, as domestic man-
ufacturing is also crucial in providing employment
opportunities across a range of industries.

Faroogi has said that the worse load-

shedding situation was across the coun-
try as electricity generation from imported fuel
has declined owing to the shortage of dollars to
purchase expensive fuel. He said against the de-
mand of over 27000MW, only 20000-21000MW
electricity is being produced.

The matter of unscheduled loadshedding
echoed in the meeting of the Senate Standing
Committee on Power as members claimed that
rural and urban areas are facing 18 hours and
eight hours loadshedding respectively. The Sen-
ate Standing Committee on Power met under the
chairmanship of Senator Saifullah Abre in Is-
lamabad. The Chairman Committee said that the
country has paid Rs3000 billion in capacity pay-
ments in three years to the IPPs and asked why
the public is being deprived of electricity when
the power plants have the capacity to meet the
demand.

The Committee discussed at length the NT-
DC’s response to the recommendation and que-
ry on the 765-KV Dasu transmission line proj-
ect. The Committee in the previous meeting had
sought production work orders, work completion
certificates and other experience certificates of
companies which participated in the bidding pro-
cess for hiring consultants and contractors.

The NTDC informed the Committee that the
World Bank being the financing agency has not
been allowed to share the documents as per their
applicable procurement regime, guidelines and
stipulations of the loan agreement signed with the
government of Pakistan. A detailed discussion
took place on the laws and rules of the NTDC

iy and the Committee came concluded that no le-

on Power. The Chairman Committee came to the
conclusion that NTDC has misled the Committee
while manipulating their own drafted regulations
and taking refuge behind the World Bank in order
to escape production of the documents.

Furthermore, the chairman of WNEFPRA in-
formed the Committee that the electricity genera-
tion in the country is 21000MW while the electric-
ity demand is more than 27000MW.

The Committee also directed the Power Divi-
sion that the employees of the WAPDA companies
should be reshuffled after every three years as they
are involved in theft of the electricity. The Com-
mittee was of the view that this reshuffling will
discourage Kunda system and loadshedding can be
reduced.

The NTDC argued that the theft of large electri-
cal appliances has become a daily routine in Sindh
and other places despite action by law enforcement
agencies to control the theft. The officials said that
rains in June and July lead to thunderstorms which
caused the wiring to disrupt.

IMF borrower in the world.

Till March 31, 2023, Pakistan was the fifth big-
gest borrower from the IMF, according to the lend-
er's records, but after getting an additional $3 bil-
lion over the next nine months under the standby
arrangement signed two days ago, it has gone up to
the mumber four spot.

Previously, the countries receiving the most
IMF loans were as follows: Argentina (with $46 bil-
lion), Egypt (§18 billion), Ukraine ($12.2 billion),
Ecuador ($8.2 billion), and Pakistan ($7.4 billion).

Pakistan, with its new IMF loan of $10.4 billion,
will replace Ecuador as the world's fourth-largest
borrower.

As of March 31st, this year, the IMF has loaned
a total of $155 billion, or 115.2 billion special draw-
ing rights (SDRs), in an effort to stabilize global
currency markets and prop up struggling econo-
mies around the world.

This sum is based on March 31st this year, the
value of a Special Drawing Right (SDR) as report-
ed by the International Monetary Fund (IMF),
which was $1.345.

The value of the aid the international finan-
cial institution provides to its member countries is
measured in terms of the Special Drawing Rights
(SDR).

While 03 nations as a whole owe money to the
IME, the top 10 debtors—among them Pakistan—
constitute 71.7% of the total $155 billion in debt.

‘When compared to Pakistan, other Asian coun-
tries that borrowed from the IMF include Sri Lan-
ka, Nepal, Uzbekistan, the Kyrgyz Republic, Ar-
menia (West Asia), and Mongolia.

As part of a $6.5bn program agreed upon in
July 2019, the IMF lent Pakistan $1.1bn in August

The country is in the midst of a severe balance
of payments crisis due to the conflict in Ukraine
and domestic difficulties. Of the 189 countries that
make up the IMF, just 19 have debts of §1 billion
or more.

The acceptance of a loan from the global lender
under the standby arrangement is less noteworthy
than Pakistan's high position in the list of IMF
debtors, which calls for sustainable growth by res-
cuing the country from its debt trap. The country
needs to implement a comprehensive strategy to
get there.

. At last, Pakistan reached a staff-level agreement
with the International Monetary Fund (IMF) for
securing $3 billion in critical bailout funds follow-
ing a long drawn-out review process for the cash-
strapped economy since November last year.

The agreement is under a Stand-By Arrange-
ment (SBA), as the existing Extended Financing
Facility (EFF) programme signed in 2019 expires.

Ishaq Dar took over as finance minister for his
fourth stint in the job, with Pakistan’s next staff re-

he unique patch of daunting mountains

in the Salt Range of the Pothohar region

of Pakistan, the Soon Valley has become

a centre of attraction for researchers
and news seckers to unearth different most mod-
ern scientific and nature-based solutions adopted
to preserve rainwater and treat wastewater in the
country.

The cup-shaped valley is famous for mining sil-
ica sand, crush and coal for the past many decades.
Soon Valley becomes a wetland complex based on
different lakes of Khabheki, Jhalar and Uchali that
are part of the Ramsar Convention and collectively
known as the Uchali Complex.

Interestingly, the temperature of the Valley is
3-4°C less than that of the federal capital which
makes it ideal for off'season crop cultivation like
cauliflower, potatoes and green chillies.

The Institute of Urbanism organized an expo-
sure visit for journalists to unearth various modern
strategies adopted by the Worldwide Fund for Na-
ture (WWZEF-Pakistan) to cope with growing water
demand and shortage spiking up side by side.

The Poverty Alleviation and Social Safety
Division also conducted a study to gauge the po-
tential of the area for introducing low-cost earn-
ing schemes through the cultivation of off-season
CTops.

Khabheki Lake, a saltwater reservoir on average
receives 2,200 millimetres (mm) of rainfall a year.
It is a bowl-like structure surrounded by mighty
mountains sprawling across the lake.

The lake has gained much attraction due to its
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terrain and stopover location of migratory birds.

The WWEF-Pakistan had established its office at
the lake to monitor and guide actions to ensure the
protection and preservation of nature reserves and
explore more areas to improve groundwater stor-
age and availability.

The rooftop of the WWZF-Pakistan office at
Khabheki Lake has been specially prepared for

Umar Bin Khalid, an environmental expert at
WWPE-Pakistan Khabheki Lake office said: “The
purpose of focusing Soon Valley in practising
wastewater or greywater treatment initiatives was
its cultivatable land potential.”

Due to the off-season cultivation, the local
farmers were eagerly pursuing vegetable cultiva-
tion that had increased the agriculture-based water
demands, he said.

As a result, the groundwater had plummeted
below 400 feet due to excessive water drilling in the
area.
“The Tourism Development Corporation Pun-
jab has also taken many serious steps to promote
and develop tourism in the Uchali Complex, he
added.

Khalid informed the media men that under the
Ramsar Convention of 1974, it was intended to
protect migratory birds’ sites by declaring them as
protected lands.

“The WWF is working on freshwater replen-
ishment and preservation efforts in the Soon Val-
ley. Khabekhi Lake due to its bowl-like structure
easily collects rainwater from its catchment areas.
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The WWTF has started installing rainwater harvest-
ing systems at the household level, particularly in
the areas lacking any water supply as it is a low-
cost solution and its cost varies due to the size of
a house.”

“It comprises of water tanks storing the filtered
water of recharge structures collected from catch-
ment points through conveyance systems, filters
and recharge structures.”

“A rainwater harvesting infrastructure on aver-
age conserves 60/m3 through the system installed
at the rooftop of a five Marla house,” he said.

At the initial stage, Khalid said, “Some 16 units
have been installed whereas the target has been to
take the number to 40.”

Among a few interesting facts about Khabekhi
Lake, DrEjaz Ahmed from the Institute of Urban-
ism shared that the white-headed duck arrives at
the Lake in large flocks from Siberia during winter
and then leaves for India.

The Punjab Fisheries Department introduced
Tilapia fish in the Khabekhi Lake to turn into a
multi-purpose ecotourism site.

‘But the Tilapia’s omnivorous nature put a dent
in it as it used to bite the pads of the white-headed
ducks which caused a decline in the arrival of the
ducks,” Fjaz Ahmed said.

“The adjoining areas of Khishab mainly Mian-
wali, Chakwal, and Talagang as per the literature
have an average rainfall of 600-800 mm whereas
the recent calculations recorded 570mm annual
rainfall in the region,” he added.

The WWE-Pakistan officials also led the jour-
nalists to visit Ablution Water Reuse System.

The system has been designed keeping in view
the fact that ablution water quality is better than
the wastewater and could be easily reused after
treatment.

Ablution Water Reuse System is designed pri-
marily for mosques so that the treated water can be
utilised for irrigation, horticulture, lawn washing
and for making up for non-portable water needs.

The treatment plant consists of three chambers
comprising of a settler, filter tank and storage take.
It has a total capacity of 12/m3 of water treatment
a day. As per the estimates, on average some 2.5/
mJ treated ablution water is reused in a mosque
having around 500 worshippers per day.

Since the ablution water contains some biolog-
ical and other chemical pollutants, the settler col-
lects ablution water to let heavy solids settle to its
bottom. The sand and gravel in the filter tank re-
move smaller particles and decontaminate the wa-
ter and then the treated water is stored in the tank
to use for irrigation and cleaning purposes.

The third initiative has been of a unique and
very scientific nature called Floating Treatment
Wetland (FTW) which was installed in Mardwral
Village a few kilometres away from the Khabekhi
Lake.

A 1.8-acre pond polluted with household
wastewater was releasing a strange stink of the al-
gae growing on the accumulated water.

The FTW is a floating platform loaded with a
plantation that floats on the surface of a polluted
and degraded water body to purify it from pollut-
ants with the help of plant roots that feed on the
wastewater.

According to the WWEF-Pakistan, “On aver-
age 19000/ mJ3 per year of wastewater is estimated
treated through an FTW installed in a wastewater
pond with the size of an acre and depth of one
meter with an average daily wastewater flows of

approximately 50-70 gallons per person per day.” =
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cybersecurity provider, Trend Micro,
has recently uncovered a version of the
Shadowpad backdoor in an application
d by the National Information
Technology Board (NITB), a government entity.

Chinese threat actors, including Earth Akhlut and
Earth Lusca. However, Trend Micro could not de-
finitively attribute this campaign to a specific group
within the larger network of Chinese threat actors.
Trend Micro researchers discovered that the
E-Office installer files used specific techniques to ob-
fuscate the code. These techniques included checking
specific bytes of the loading executable and obfus-
cating the rest of the code using two methods: pre-
venting accurate analysis by disassemblers and add-
ing redundant instructions and branches to confuse
malware analysts. Multiple samples of Shadowpad
utilizing these obfuscation techniques were found.

During their analysis, they found
that one of the files launched by
the installer was a Shadowpad
payload called mscoree.dll

The researchers identified three victims in Pali-
stan. The first victim was a government entity, where
the Shadowpad sample was deployed on September
28, 2022, after executing the compromised E-Office
installer. The second victimn was a public sector bank
in Pakistan, where different Shadowpad samples
were detected on September 30, 2022. Unfortunate-
ly, the related E-Office installer was not retrieved for
analysis. Additionally, Shadowpad samples were
found in a Pakistani telecommunications provider in
May 2022. Trend Micro was unable to identify the

B cxact infection vector for this incident.

Given that E-Office is exclusively intended for

| government entities and is not publicly available, the

researchers suggest that this incident may be a sup-
ply-chain attack. The discovery of the Shadowpad
‘backdoor in the Pakistani government app highlights
the ongoing threat posed by Chinese-sponsored
threat actors. The use of sophisticated obfuscation
techniques and the targeting of specific Pakistani
entities demonstrates how far these threat actors are
willing to go to achieve their goals. Organizations
must maintain robust cybersecurity measures and
monitor network activities to protect themselves
from such threats.

Meanwhile, individuals in the Pakistan region
have been targeted using two rogue Android apps
available on the Google Play Store as part of a new
targeted campaign.

Cybersecurity firm Cyfirma attributed the cam-
paign with moderate confidence to a threat actor
known as DoNot Team, which is also tracked as
APT-C-35 and Viceroy Tiger.

The espionage activity involves duping Android
smartphone owners into downloading a program
to extract contact and location data from unwitting
victims. “The motive behind the attack is to gather
information via the stager payload and use the gath-
ered information for the second-stage attack, using
malware with more destructive features,” the com-
pany said.

DoNot Team is a suspected India-nexus threat
actor that has a reputation for carrying out attacks
against various countries in South Asia. It has been
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peared in 2017 following a supply-chain

r management software. The

attack was attributed to a Chinese threat actor called APT4l
or Wicked Panda. Since then, Shadowpad has been used by

12, 2023. The low download counts indicate that the
apps are being used as part of a highly targeted op-
eration, a hallmark of nation-state actors. Both apps
are configured to trick the victims into granting them
invasive permissions to access their contact lists and
precise locations.

Little is known about the victims targeted using
the rogue apps barring the fact that they are based in
Palkistan. It's believed that users may have been ap-
proached via messages on Telegram and WhatsApp
to lure them into installing the apps.

By utilizing the Google Play Store as a malware
distribution wector, the approach abuses the implicit
trust placed by users on the online app marketplace
and lends it an air of legitimacy. It's, therefore, essen-
tial that apps are carefully scrutinized prior to down-
loading them.

“Tt appears that this Android malware was spe-
cifically designed for information gathering,” Cyfir-
ma said.

In order to mitigate the harmful effects of violent
games, DrZaheer recommended increased physical
activity. He also advocated for greater awareness,
parental guidance, and a balanced approach to
gaming to safeguard the well-being of players, par-
ticularly among vulnerable demographics.

The negative effects of video games on mental
health In recent years, video games have been under
scrutiny for potentially worsening gamers’ mental
health, and video game “addiction” has become a
big concern.

1. Increased aggression

Many popular video games are violent in na-
ture, requiring players to attack or kill other char-
acters.

3. Social anxiety

Social anxiety and excessive gaming some-
times go hand in hand. It goes both ways: Young
people with social anxiety may be more likely
to play video games in a problematic way, and
young people who game too much may experi-
ence increased social anxiety.

If young people spend more time gaming than
engaging in face-to-face interactions, this can fuel
social anxiety and cause them to feel more com-
fortable playing video games rather than socializ-
ing in persomn.

IT and Telecom Minister Syed AminulHaque
said the SIFC is a step forward to promote and
showcase the IT industry, attract foreign direct in-
vestment, generate employment opportunities and
lead to a boost in IT exports.

The country’s IT industry also welcomed the
initiative, with Zohaib Khan, Chairman of the Pa-
kistan Software Houses Association, saying: “Paki-
stan is a land of opportunities, our innovation po-
tential is huge, we have high hopes that SIFC will
introduce necessary policy reforms which are crit-
ical for growth.” The South Asian nation is facing
a political and economic crisis since the ouster of
former prime minister Imran Khan through a no-
trust vote in April last year.

In the current situation, the Pakistan IT sector,
known for its immense potential, has experienced
sluggish growth, falling short of expectations in the
fiscal year 2023. Recent reports reveal that Paki-
stan’s IT exports reached a mere $2.6 billion, mark-
ing a 15% increase from the previous year. How-
ever, despite the slight growth, the rate has slowed
down to its lowest level since FY2016, with export
inflows remaining flat compared to the previous
year.

Topline Securities, ICT analyst, Nasheed Malik,
in his research report, highlighted that the growth
rate of IT exports in FY2023 significantly fell short
when compared to the Compound Annual Growth
Rates (CAGR) of the past 3, 10, and 15 years, which
stood at 19.5%, 12.5%, and 16.3%, respectively.
Two key factors contributing to this slowdown are
the retention of income abroad by tech companies
and the global economic slowdown, which has im-
pacted IT exports.

Experts in the field voicing their concerns sug-
gested propelling the IT sector. Speaking to a local

daily, Kapeel Kumar, an ICT expert, stated: “Pa-
kistan can do better in terms of IT exports.” He
stressed the importance of attracting more foreign
investment, developing skilled IT professionals, and
promoting the IT sector to international buyers.
To tackle the issue of dwindling foreign invest-
ment in the IT sector, experts proposed that the
government should offer tax breaks and incentives
to this sector. Collaborations with universities and
colleges to develop more IT training programmes
would also help nurture skilled IT professionals for
the industry. Additionally, promoting the IT sec-
tor at international trade shows and conferences
and facilitating connections between Pakistani IT
companies and potential buyers through chambers
of commerce and business organisations could en-

hance global visibility, suggested Kumar.

Moreover, the development of IT parks and
imncubation centres and improved IT infrastructure
will foster a more conducive environment for IT
companies in Pakistan. Experts believe that with
the right policies and investment, the IT sector can
become a major driver of economic growth in the
country.

An interesting point to note is that the reported
IT export figures only account for the amount sent
back to Pakistan by tech companies and freelanc-
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ers, excluding income retained abroad. This trend
is attributed to declining business confidence and
exchange rate volatility, said Malik.

The global slowdown in IT spending has also
impacted Pakistan's IT exports. Worldwide IT
spending saw a significant decline, slowing down to
2.7% in 2022, down from 10.2% in 2021, as report-
ed by Gartner Research.

Comparing Pakistan’s IT exports with other
Asian countries, Pakistan has been struggling to
keep up its position. In the first nine months of
FY23, IT exports in countries like Korea, Sri Lan-
ka, Bangladesh, China, and the Philippines experi-
enced either a YoY decline or modest growth com-
pared to the strong growth they witnessed in FY22.
India, on the other hand, stood as an exception,
achieving a positive growth of 20% in OMFY23,
thanks to its pivot towards new services verticals
and the emergence of smaller IT companies.

According to WagasGhaniKukaswadia, an ICT
analyst associated with JS Global, the lacklustre
performance of Pakistan’s [T exports can be at-
tributed to a combination of factors, including the
global slowdown in IT investments and the prefer-
ence of local companies to retain earnings abroad
due to greater earning potential.

Despite the challenges, there are some positive
signs within the sector. Computer services for FY23
remained steady at $2.1 billion, while telecom ser-
vices declined by 3% YoY to $490 million. Nota-
bly, computer services’ share in I'T exports has in-
creased significantly from 40.4% in FY14 to 81.0%
in FY23. This points to a potential area of growth
for the industry.

Looking ahead, Gartner Research predicts a
global increase in software spending by 13.3% to
14.0% in 2023 and 2024. This projection bodes well
for the IT sector, with Systems Limited (SYS) being
highlighted as a top pick. =

As the personal data protection bill progresses
through the legislative process, it is expected that fr-
ther discussions and collaborations will come about
between Google and Pakistani authorities. This co-
operation is likely to contribute to the formulation
of comprehensive and effective data protection reg-
ulations that align with international standards and
best practices.

In May 2023, the Ministry of Information, Tech-
nology and Telecommunication finalised the “Per-
sonal Data Protection Bill, 2023”, proposing a fine
which may extend to $2 million or an equivalent
amount in Pakistani rupees for those who process or
cause to be processed, disseminate or disclose per-
sonal data in violation of any of the provisions of the
proposed legislation.

Where a person collects, processes, stores, uses
and discloses data, it must respect the rights, free-
doms, and dignity of an individual for matters con-
nected therewith and ancillary thereto.

The federal government will, by a Gazetted noti-
fication, establish a Commission for this Act, which
will be called the National Commission for Personal
Data Protection (NCPDPF) of Pakistan, within six
months of the commencement of this Act.

The Act will come into force not beyond two

l years from the date of its prommlgation as the fed-

eral government may determine by notifying in the
Official Gazette by providing at least three months’
advance notice from the effective date.

This bill is to lay out the modus operandi and
ancillary details for the usage of personal data such
as processing, collection, storage, and disclosure by
government, organizations, and individuals for pro-
cessing purposes because of necessary care, and ob-
ligations enunciated in this Bill.

The law will nurture the environment of fair
practices in the digital economy by offering legal pro-
tections in online transactions and sharing of person-
al and sensitive information or data for personal, in-

Keeping in view potential approaches, the Per-
sonal Data Protection Bill of 2023 will be enacted
in line with a present patchwork of global and re-
gional legislation on the protection of personal data
to match commeon grounds and identify areas where
different approaches tend to diverge.

Xiaomi secured
third place with a 13% market share as supply for
its newly launched Redmi series recovered. OPPO
(including OnePlus) secured fourth place with a
market share of 10% after a strong performance in
the core markets of Asia Pacific, while vivo came
in fifth with an 8% market share, driven by the new
Y-series launches.

The smartphone market is sending early sig-
nals of recovery after six consecutive quarters of
decline since 2022, said Le XuanChiew, an an-
alyst at Canalys. Smartphone inventory has be-
gun to clear up as smartphone vendors prioritized
cutting inventory of old models to make room for
new launches. In a few key markets, Canalys no-
ticed growing investments in the channel in the
form of channel incentives and targeted marketing
campaigns to stimulate consumer demand for new
launches, driving channel activity. For example,
OFPPO, vivo, Transsion and Xiaomi are growing

“It is
vital for smartphone vendors to stay agile to react
to new market signals and allocate their resources
effectively. Despite being plagued by uncertainties
in consumer demand, vendors are still looking for
short-term opportunities while trying to maintain
their top-level strategy. Eyes are on the upcoming
Android players such as Transsion and HONOR,
which are determined to act fast in product re-
freshment and indulge in strategic go-to-market
tactics to win over market share, especially in open
markets such as the Middle East, Latin America
and Southeast Asia,” said the analyst Zhu.

The Indian smartphone market is showing
signs of recovery as the inventory situation im-
proves ahead of the festive season amid falling in-
flation and rising demand for 5G smartphones on
account of more affordable launches.

Market trackers Counterpoint Research, IDC
India and CMR India pegged smartphone ship-
ments in the second quarter ended June at 34-36
million units.

It is a decline of around 6% year on year, but
an improvement over the 19% fall seen in the first
quarter, according to preliminary data from Coun-
terpoint. It said second-quarter shipments are like-
ly to have risen by around 11% sequentially.

a growing demand for 5G smartphones, which
crossed the 100 million shipment mark for the first
time in May on account of multiple affordable 5G
smartphones launched in the Rs 10,000-15,000
segment.

This has brought down the overall average sell-
ing price (ASP) of smartphones from $274 in the
first quarter to $257 in the April-May period, as
per Counterpoint Research.

The ASP for 5G smartphones itself saw a steep
13.3% decline to $391 in the April-May period.

Counterpoint Research, however, said the
ASP might see a rise in June-July due to multiple
launches in the above Rs 20,000 price segment and
online sales.

According to CME India, 5G smartphone
shipments grew 41% on-year in the second quarter
to 17 million units while 4G smartphone launches
went down by 45%.

The market share of 5G smartphones stood at
40% in the second quarter as compared to 31% in
the first quarter, CMR India said.

Canalys analyst SanyamChaurasia said con-
sumers are increasingly buying 5G smartphones
not just for the higher speeds but also to secure
higher resale value in secondary markets a few
vears later as 4G smartphones are expected to de-
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cline in value in the coming years.

According to the Pakistan Telecommunication
Authority (PTA), local manufacturing plants as-
sembled 2.35 million mobile handsets in February
2023, against 0.19 million imported commercially.

In 2022, local manufacturing plants assembled
21.94 million mobile handsets, while 1.53 million
were commercially imported.

Of the 2.35 million mobile phones assembled
in February 2023, 1.87 million were 2G phones
and 0.48 million were smartphones.

The PTA data show that 57 percent of mobile
devices in Pakistan are smartphones, while 43 per-
cent are 2G.

Mobile phone imports to Pakistan decreased by
68.29 percent to §447.855 million in the first eight
months (July-January) of the fiscal year 2022-23,
compared to §1.412 billion during the same period
in the previous year.

In February 2023, mobile phone imports regis-
tered a negative growth of 36.39 percent MoM and
76.73 percent YoY, standing at $33.054 million.
On the other hand, the overall telecom imports to
Pakistan in the same period registered a negative
growth of 62.08 percent, standing at $708.798 mil-
lion, compared to $1.869 billion during the same
period last year. m

In Pakistan, according to a survey conducted
by KuCoin, a global cryptocurrency exchange, one
out of every ten crypto investors in Pakistan pre-
fers to receive or pay salaries in virtual currency.

The survey, titled “Into the crypto-verse: un-
derstanding Pakistani crypto investors 2023,”

revealed that there is a growing adoption and in-
terest in digital assets in Pakistan, which is consid-
ered a potentially large market based on its rank-
ing of sixth on the Global Crypto Adoption Index
by Chainalysis in 2022.

Despite the State Bank of Pakistan not recog-
nizing crypto assets as digital currencies, rough
estimates by stakeholders suggest that the annual
trading volume of these digital assets in the coun-
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try ranges from $18 billion to $25 billion.

The motivations driving Pakistani crypto in-
vestors vary, including future aspirations, wealth
accumulation, convenience, and wvalue storage
against currency depreciation. The survey high-
lighted different use cases for cryptocurrencies in
Pakistan, with trading being the most common,
followed by Hodling, peer-to-peer money transfers,
and buying non-fungible tokens (INFTs).

The survey’s findings suggest the potential for
mainstream adoption of cryptocurrencies in Pa-
kistan and demonstrate the diverse ways in which
crypto-assets are being utilized in the country. The
survey was conducted by a third party on behalf
of KuCoin, using SurveyMonkey Audience and
involved 500 adult crypto investors between May
5 and May 12.

Demographically, the majority of crypto inves-
tors in Pakistan are male, with the largest age group
being Gen Y (aged 26-39), followed by Gen Z
(aged 18-25). Most crypto investors have an annual
household income of less than Rs 5 million, and a
significant portion of new investors have entered
the crypto market within the past three months.

The survey also revealed that a consider-
able number of crypto investors in Pakistan have
made smaller investments, with 40% investing less
than Rs 30,000 or $100. This trend is particularly
noticeable among Gen Z investors, indicat-
ing that younger generations are starting with
smaller investments, possibly due to limited
financial resources or a cautious approach to eryp-

Ma was accompanied
by a delegation of seven businessmen, consisting
of five Chinese nationals, one Danish, and one US
citizen. They arrived in Pakistan ﬁ'nm Nepal via a
chartered flight from Hong Kong’s business avia-
tion sector.

Speculation arose on social media about Ma
and his team exploring business opportunities
in Pakistan, including visits to trade centres and
meetings with prominent businessmen and offi-
cials from various chambers of commerce. How-
ever, there has been no confirmation regarding any
specific business deals or meetings.

In a tweet, Ahsan clarified that Ma's visit was
strictly for personal purposes. Interestingly, even
the Chinese embassy was unaware of the details
of Ma’s visit and engagements in the country, he
said.

P@SHA, Chairman, Zohaib Khan said: “Al-
though it was a personal visit, it helped enhance
Pakistan's reputation from a tourism standpoint.”
Khan expressed the view that Pakistani authori-
ties should have taken the opportunity to arrange
a meeting with Ma and gain insights from his sea-
soned experience in the IT world. He said even a
statement from Ma regarding Pakistan's IT sector
would have a significant impact.

The wvisit by Ma and other international in-
vestors indicates their recognition of Pakistan’s
immense potential and their genuine interest in
exploring investment opportunities, noted Waga-
sGhaniKukaswadia, an analyst at JS Global.

Topline Securities, ICT analyst, Nasheed Ma-
lik highlighted Pakistan's rapid embrace of digi-
talisation, suggesting that Ma might be seeking
investment opportunities in the country. With its
emerging market status and less saturated com-
petition compared to Western countries, Pakistan
presents a promising opportunity for investors like
Jack Ma.

However, some experts, such as startup invest-
ment specialist Kapeel Kumar, believe that Ma’s
visit could simply be a coincidence, and only time
will reveal its true implications. Kumar noted that
Pakistan's young and tech-savvy population, cou-
pled with its growing economy, could attract the
interest of the likes of Alibaba.

Pakistan’s strategic importance and its in-
volvement in China’s Belt and Road Initiative
(BRI) have made it a key partner for Chinese in-
vestments. [t is plausible that Ma's visit aimed
to strengthen ties between Alibaba and Pakistan,
as well as to promote Chinese investment in the
country, said Kumar.

The smart distribution centres will come with

The suite of warehousing solutions, said
Cainiao, could reduce manual labour by half and
increase human productivity by 100%.

Given Alibaba’s far-reaching footstep world-
wide, it won't be surprising to see Cainiao fol-
lowing the parent into more countries. Cainiao
already operates nine large overseas distribution
centres across Burope, Asia and the Americas
and has plans to ramp up operations in Southeast
Asia, South Asia and Europe, the company’s vice
president of technology Ding Hongwei said in a
statement.

Integrating Cainiao into Alibaba's sprawling
e-commerce portfolio indeed looks to be the plan.

“Logistic network development is a priority in
our globalization strategy as logistics is the fun-
damental infrastructure supporting a high-quality
consumer experience based on integrated prod-
uct supply from cross-border and locally,” Daniel
Zhang, CEO of Alibaba, said on the firm’s De-
cember earnings call.

“Cainiao has been developing logistic network
in Southeast Asia and Europe, leveraging the com-
merce use cases presented by Lazada, AliExpress,
and Trendyol.”
