It has been observed for a long that at the turn of the season,
smog blankets almost the entire province of Punjab in particular
and generally the whole country. Smog has disastrous effects on
human health and the national economy. However, the authorities
concerned have never paid serious attention to addressing this
issue except for taking cosmetic measures. It is the responsibility
of the government to protect against disastrous situations like
floods, earthquakes, smog and many other calamity issues. Amidst
the ongoing smog wave, the Punjab government had a four-day
holiday to keep the people indoors. However, the government
decision has caused billions of rupees in losses to the business
community, which mainly includes shopkeepers, vendors, traders
and industrials. The government has even closed down schools
for four days to prevent the students from exposure to smog.
Many daily wagers have been affected and went home empty-
handed because of the closure of the markets. Shutting down the
commercial entities or the schools and other institutions does not
provide a permanent solution to the problem but a loss of money
to the business community and the education of the students.

The decision by the caretaker Punjab government to impose
an “environmental and health emergency” in Lahore and
neighbouring regions for four days, is no doubt a crucial one
to address the dire issue of smog. Certainly, the decision to
temporarily close markets, public spaces, and offices demonstrates
the commitment of the caretaker government to safeguard the
well-being of the citizens. But the question is when smog has
become a recurring problem in this region, causing adverse health
effects and environmental consequences, should not we wake up
earlier to the arrival of this menace and adopt the steps to prevent
it from ballooning into serious hazards?

By invoking Section 144 and emphasising the need for
environmental rest, the government acknowledges the urgency of
addressing this problem. It is a proactive measure to mitigate the
immediate impact of smog, and such actions are essential for the
health and safety of people and the environment. However, they
are all temporary and momentary measures and not a permanent
remedy. Furthermore, the government's punitive measures
against farmers burning crop residue and its monitoring of the
situation illustrate the government is taking the issue seriously
however, after the issue has cropped up. The government has not
been so strict with the factories and let them continue to operate
to safeguard workers’ livelihoods albeit it has instructed the
factories’ management to take precautions, especially for children
and the elderly. The advice by Caretaker Chief Minister Mohsin
Nagvi to citizens to explore other scenic areas of the province
during the holidays instead of Lahore is a considerate approach.
Punjab has numerous cultural and recreational sites other than
Lahore, and this move encourages people to protect themselves
from the adverse effects of smog while enjoying their free time.
The decision to close markets, shopping centres, and commercial
areas, except for takeaway services, to protect the less privileged
segments of society is a commendable step taken on an emergency
basis. It ensures that the most vulnerable individuals are not left
to face the brunt of the smog’s impact. Lahore’s deteriorating air
quality is a cause for concern. It is ranked second most polluted
city in the world which is alarming. While it is impossible to
eliminate smog, stringent measures and responsible behaviour
beforehand can help control it to a large extent.

The govern-
ment has also increased from 200% to 400%, water
and sanitation rates by the Water and Sanitation
Agency (WASA). The Agency has increased over
200% water and sewerage rates.

dies and seeking a rise in utility tariffs.

It is pertinent to mention here that Pakistan's oil
and gas reserves have been fast depleting and are
likely to be fully consumed in the next 15 years,
according to the Pakistan Petroleum Information
Services.

The country has not made any major new dis-
coveries of oil and gas reserves, as the government
locks for cheaper sources of energy to deal with the
growing demand.

To stop the accumulation of petroleum sector
circular debt, the Petroleunm Division has proposed
a massive hike in fixed monthly gas charges for
the poorest protected consumers and up to 193.33
percent in gas tariff for various categories of con-
sumers. For non-protected gas consumers using
from 0.25hm3 to 1.5hm3, a hike of Rs540/month
or 117.39 percent has been proposed in monthly
fixed charges taking it from the existing Rs460/
month to Rs1,000/month. For non-protected gas
consumers using from 2hm3 and above, an increase
of Rsl,340/month or 334.78 percent has been pro-
posed in fixed monthly charges.

The Petroleum Division has proposed a hike
from 20 percent to 172 percent for domestic gas
consumers, up to 103.33 percent for industries and
a hike of 143 percent has been proposed for the
CNG sector, the documents revealed. Although,
10 revision in gas prices has been recommended for
the four slabs of protected consumers, utilising up

On the consumption
of 1hm3, a hike of Rs600/MMBtu (or 150 per-
cent) has been proposed in tariff, taking its price
from Rs400/MMBtu to Rsl,000/MMBtu; on up
to 1.5hm3 consumption, a hike of Rs600/MMBtu
{or 100 percent) has been proposed, taking its price
from Rs600/MMBtu to Rs1,200/MMBtu. For the

MMBta{or 100 percent) has been proposed, tak-
ing its price from the existing Rs800/MMBtu to
Rs1,600/MMBtu. On consumption of up to 3hm3,
a hike of Rs1,200/MMBtu (or 172.73 percent) from
the existing Rs1,100/MMBtu to Rs3,000/MMB-
tu, while for the consumers using 4hmJ, a raise of
Rs1,500/MMBtu (or 75 percent) from the exist-
ing Rs2,000/MMBtu to Rs3,500/MMBtu. How-
ever, for the consumers using above 4hmJ, a hike
of only 29.03 percent or Rs900/MMBtu has been
proposed, taking its price from Rs3,100/MMBtu to
Rs4, 000/ MMBtu.

The Ministry of Industries and Production sub-
mitted a summary regarding the measures to meet
the requirements of urea for Rabi season 2023-24.
The ECC discussed the proposal in detail and ap-
proved the immediate import of 200,000 MT of
urea fertilizers. The meeting also directed that an
uninterrupted supply of gas for the fertilizer indus-
try be ensured. It was also decided that the provinc-
es would be asked to act more proactively to bear
the importation cost.

The ECC also discussed and approved the sum-
mary submitted by the Ministry of National Food
Security and Research regarding the cost-efficient
import of 1.00 MMT of milling wheat for the year
2023-24, through TCP under through open tender-
ing process, to maintain the strategic reserves. The
ECC also approved the proposal for encouraging
the private sector to import specified milling wheat
under the Ministry of Finance Notification of 14th
November 2008, while meeting the criteria envis-
aged in the import policy order 2022. The ECC
also directed the Ministry to conduct a third-party
verification of the wheat stock in the country. The
meeting also deliberated over a summary submitted
by the Earthquake Reconstruction and Rehabilita-
tion Authority (ERRA) for approval of the techni-
cal supplementary grant of Rs. 484 million to meet
critical expenditure on pay and allowances of 415
contract and project employees from July 2023 on-
wards. The ECC directed the Ministry of Planning,
Development and Special Initiatives to identify the
savings to finance the salaries of the ERRA em-
ployees.

has given the nod to establishing the much-an-

ticipated telecom infrastructure-sharing
framework while forming a committee to oversee
the auction of 3G spectrum.

The telecom infrastructure-sharing framework
provides telecom companies with the option to
jointly use critical resources like towers, anten-
nas, cable ducts, and other essential infrastructure.
The objective of this mechanism is to optimize
resource utilization and potentially reduce oper-
ational costs. Additionally, the framework is ex-
pected to create opportunities for new companies
to enter the domestic telecom market.

During a press briefing, caretaker IT Minister
Dr Umar Saif said the auction committee, led by
caretaker Finance Minister Shamshad Akhtar, has
been constituted to oversee the rollout of the faster
535G network. The committee comprises the minis-
ters of IT, science and technology, industries and
production, secretaries from relevant ministries,
and officials from the Federal Board of Revenue.

The primary responsibility of the committee
will be to assess the availability of spectrum across
different frequency bands, including 700 MHz=,
1,800 MHz, 2,100 MHz, and 2,600 MHz. The
auction of these spectrum resources will be based
on recommendations provided by the Pakistan
Telecommunication Authority (PTA).

DrSaif has noted that the current spectrum al-
location to the four telecom companies operating
in Pakistan may not be sufficient to meet consum-
er demands, hence necessitating the auction.

He commended the IT ministry for its recent
initiatives, which aim to boost exports in the IT
and telecom sectors. These initiatives include local
mobile phone production, supporting freelancer
growth, and reducing reliance on imports. Paki-
stan is recognized as the seventh largest mobile
phone market globally, with a consumer base of
194 million. The government aims to promote lo-
cal manufacturing of affordable and high-quality
mobile phones.

DrSaif acknowledged the efforts of previous
governments and underscored the importance of
the initiatives undertaken by the IT ministry over
the past two months. These initiatives are expected
to enhance exports in the IT and telecom sectors,
fostering local manufacturing, conserving foreign
exchange, and generating employment in the high-
tech industry.

To further facilitate IT exporters and enhance
exports, DrSaif recalled the State Bank of Paki-
stan (SBP) recently increased the retention limnit
for export proceeds from 35% to 50% in the Ex-
porters’ Specialised Foreign Currency Accounts
(ESFCAs). This change allows IT exporters to
make payments from these accounts without re-
quiring approval from the SBP or other banks.

Notably, the new initiatives also include finan-
cial assistance of 100,000 for freelancers to estab-
lish their e-working centres, addressing the need
for suitable workplaces for freelancers. Dr. Saif
emphasized that freelancers have the potential to
earn up to $30,000 per vear, making a significant
contribution to the national economy.

On the other hand, the caretaker government
has unveiled plans to establish a ‘Pakistan Startup
Fund’' to attract venture capital investment. The
government also aims to introduce next-gener-
ation 5G internet by mid-2024, according to the
Minister for Information Technology and Tele-
commumnication, Dr Umar Saif.

Dr Umar Saif said that the interim adminis-
tration has allocated over Rs two billion for estab-
lishing this fund, and this sum of amount will be
matched by the private investors. Furthermore,
commitments from venture capitalists are set to
provide an additional Rs8 billion in Series ‘A’ fi-
nancing for startups that graduate from the fund.

This announcement came following a strate-
gic partnership signing ceremony between Habib
Bank Limited (HBL) and the Pakistan Software
Houses Association (P@SHA). The Minister for

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FBR detects billions of

Invoicing,

money laundering in
solar panels import

To uncover the complex network of illicit financial activities,
the FBR’s Financial Intelligence Unit (FIU) has collaborated
with the Customs Administration of the United Arab Emirates
(UAE), Singapore, and China

he Federal Board of Revenue (FBR) has

stepped up efforts to combat trade-based

money laundering, which has been car-

ried out in the guise of solar panel im-
ports. The FBR is actively working to recover the
over-invoicing amounts associated with these trans-
actions.

However, to uncover the complex network of
illicit financial activities, the FBR's Financial Intel-
ligence Unit has collaborated with the Customs Ad-
ministration of the United Arab Emirates (UAE),
Singapore, and China.

Moreover, solar panels imported from China
were at the heart of this massive money laundering
scam, with over Rs. 18 billion funnelled to various
destinations such as the UAE, Singapore, Switzer-
land, and the United States.

According to FBR reports, importers diverted
approximately Es. 8 billion to the UAE, more than
Rs. 6 billion to Singapore, and approximately Rs.
2 billion to Switzerland. These transactions took
place outside of the regulator’s jurisdiction.

However, by importing solar panels from China
over the last five years, money has been transferred
to no less than ten other countries. This has raised
serious questions about the scope of the illegal fi-
nancial activities which plagued these transactions.

Additionally, the FBR’s postclearance audit
officials discovered clear violations of foreign ex-
change regulations, confirming the need for imme-
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diate intervention.

Importers appear to have not only ordered solar
panels from China but also remitted large sums of
money to foreign countries in violation of foreign

However, the FBR. has formally registered cas-
es of over-invoicing and trade-based money laun-
dering against the implicated importers in light of
these findings.

Furthermore, the tax authority has already
signed a cooperative Anti-Money Laundering
Agreement (AMLA) with the UAE'’s Financial In-
telligence Unit.

Under this agreement, the FER has formally re-
quested the UAE’s Financial Intelligence Unit for
cooperation and support in combating the extensive
network of trade-based money laundering.

A couple of weeks ago, the Directorate of Post
Clearance Audit FBR (Federal Board of Revenue)
exposed the money laundering ofRs. 13 billion in
the name of solar panel import and over-invoicing.

According to media reports, the Directorate of
Post Clearance Aundit FBR. Karachi has identified
6 more fake companies allegedly dealing in solar
panels during the customs clearance audit. It trans-
pired that money worth 13 billion rupees had been
transferred abroad under the guise of solar panels
on behalf of these fake companies.

Sources said that out of these 6 fictitious com-
panies, 3 are related to Karachi and the other 3 are
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related to Quetta, 6 fictitious companies include
Messrs. SH Traders, Messrs. Sahar Internation-
al, Messrs. Delta Trading, Messrs. Smart Impex,
Messrs. Ehsammllah Import Export and Asadullah
Enterprises. .

After the customs clearance audit, it has been
pointed out that the above 6 fictitious companies
hawve submitted a total of 687 goods declarations to
the Customs Department for the clearance of im-
ported solar panels, out of which 443 goods dec-
larations contained excess prices of imported solar
panels. Over-invoicing was revealed and money
laundering of 3 billion was carried out.

Sources said that the said 6 fictitious solar im-
port companies showed the value of solar panels
worth 9 billion rupees, in the goods declaration at
13 billion, while 2 importers M/s Smart Impex,
M/s Asadullah Enterprises sold solar panels worth
4 billion for 2.4 billion rupees in the local market.

The Customs Post Clearance Audit team has
registered 6 new cases and constituted teams for the
arrest of the accused persons while it obtained the
remand of Abdul Aziz, the owner of the fictitious
solar company M/s, for investigation.

In the initial investigation, it has also come to
light that the real owner of the said fictitions com-
pany is Amanullah, who has brought to the front
his cousin Abdul Aziz as the owner of his fictitious
company. Sources said that mafias of solar panels
through over-invoicing and money laundering, mis-
used Green Channels for customs clearance of so-
lar panels.

Member Customs FBR Zeba Hai, Director
General Post Clearance Audit Chaudhry Zulfigar
Ali and Director PCA South are looking into the
matter.

Led by Shiraz Ahmed, organized mafias have
started aligning themselves against the FBR in the
crackdown on the fake solar panel companies and
the elements involved in money laundering under-
cover the imports of solar panels.

The stance of these mafias is that the Customs
Department has done the clearance of the consign-
ment of solar panels. The fact is that the mafias have
over-invoiced solar panels during the years 2017 to
2023 and have swindled billions of rupees through
Dubai to several Chinese export companies.

It was determined that Bright Star Business
Solutions (Pvt) Ltd and Moonlight Traders had im-
ported a total of 2,900 consignments of solar panels
from China between 2017 and 2022, with over-in-
voicing amounting to Rs38 billion.

To further substantiate the import prices, the
audit team delved into the sales tax records of the
importers which disclosed a significant disparity
between the actual price per watt of the imported
solar panels and what was declared in the goods be-
fore the department.

Bright Star claimed imports of solar panels
worth Rs47.6 billion, while Moonlight declared
imports of Rs25.4 billion. Both companies were
deemed to be dummy entities, as their income tax
returns failed to reflect the required legitimate in-

COme.

Furthermore, the investigation unveiled close
ties between these two companies, as evidenced by
between them.

Sahar Malik said for the education of entrepre-
neurs, the centre of professionals of the universities is
comnected with them. “The National Assembly has
passed a bill in this regard, considering that policies
are being formmlated but our education system is not
compatible with it.

is needed to be hired. Sahar said they were working
with the Higher Education Commission for business
development. “We are committed to bringing the

dren in applied form. Business is not something you
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can read and start. It is an applied form.”

Awareness is being given as we are spreading this
message at the national level. This is high time to
bring innovation to our education and grow the econ-
omy for which CPEC is a good opportunity.

aging losses in their respective areas.

The experts in the discussion on ‘Increase in
power tariffs - impact on consumers affordability,
DISOCS recoveries and circular debt’, organized
by the Lahore Economic Journalists Association
(LEJA), suggested appointing more professionals
in Discos, increase power generation from indige-
nous and remewable resources and separating the
financial recoveries like taxes and fees of other
departments from electricity bills. The good pow-
er-paying consumers shall be protected and power
thieves penalized.

Chairman LESCO Board Hafiz Muhammad
Numan mentioned that the Discos implement the
tariff given by the government of Pakistan through
WNEPRA. The government increased the power tar-
iff under the IMF pressure, besides the capacity
charges paid to the IPPs which played a major role
in the tariff hikes. However, the company is still
getting 30,000 fresh connection applications every
month since electricity is the basic need of life.

Hafiz Numan said that the LESCO is on the top
in the ongoing power recovery campaign launched
by the government of Pakistan, despite the fact a
drive in this regard was already underway. The LE-
SCO has planned to establish its own police and has
requested the Punjab government to link any of the
property transactions with LESCO NOC. During
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the last 11 months, the LESCO response time has
been down to one hour from three hours.

Energy expert (former MD PEPCO) Tahir
Basharat Cheema said Kasur was at the top of the
power theft list in the LESCO region of over Rs 20
billion. He mentioned that the issues of capacity
payment charges could be resolved if the govern-
ment ended the forced load management. There is
still more than 5000-megawatt demand in the sys-
tem which could be immediately supplied from the
available resources, he added.

Ending the uniform tariff policy, Cheema sug-
gested the government must end this system so the
Discos will work efficiently and to let the below-par
performing discos improve their performance. Fur-
ther, he asked to end the load of all taxes, and the
fee which is almost 30 percent of the total bill of
eVery consumer.

About the privatization of the power sector or
dispensing it to the provincial governments to end
the menace of circular debt, he believed that the
government is working on the management con-
tracts of handing over the Discos to the private
sector for 20-25 years alongside its own regulations
when handing over to the provinces is unworkable.

CEO LESCO ShahidHaider said that LESCO
registered 22683 FIRs against the power theft and
recovered Rs 600 million against the demand gen-
erated of Rs 1.91 billion. Besides, the LESCO has
taken action against 70 employees involved in pow-
er theft while more than a dozen have already been
terminated from the services after they were proved
guilty.

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(KE) territory, Director Commmunications Imran
Rana said during the last 10 months KE conducted
over 14000 kunda raids and removed over 130,000
kilograms of illegally hooked kunda connections in
the distribution network.

The KE stood as the most improved distribu-
tion company with Rs 474 billion investment in the
company's value chain since privatization. As a re-
sult, the T&D losses have been reduced from half
since 2005, from 38 percent to 15.3 percent even
below the NEPRA targets.

KE'’s investment plan 2024-2030 with a prospec-
tive investment of Rs 484 billion was submitted to
the regulatory authority NEPRA whereby by 2030,
KE has a target of having 30 percent share of gen-
eration from renewables, adding 30 percent more
customers and further reducing power outages by
30 percent, Imran added.

President Lahore Chamber of Commerce Ka-
shif Anwar stressed the need to use renewable

resources for power generation including the con-
struction of Kalabagh Dam and indigenous solar
power generation. He said Pakistan needs a charter
of economy before the election so the country is put
on the growth path. He mentioned that power theft
could not be possible without the conveyance of the
distribution companies’ staff so their accountability
is crucial.

Meanwhile, the Chairman of National Busi-
ness Group Pakistan, President of Pakistan Busi-
nessmen and Intellectuals Forum, and All Karachi
Industrial Alliance, and former provincial minister
MianZahid Hussain have lauded the commitment
of Caretaker Commerce Minister GoharEjaztothe
stability of the economy in the country. October has
seen an increase of five percent, while exports have
seen an overall increase of 14 percent. Foreign re-
mittances have also increased by five percent.

Sources say the ordinance cannot be approved
as the Senate is in session. The approval of the or-
dinance will be taken only after the Senate session
is adjourned for an indefinite period.

According to sources, the telecom tribunal will
comprise three members.

Sources say if the ordinance is brought during
the ongoing session of the Senate, it will be man-
datory to present it in the Senate.

“We are establishing Telecom Tribunal for
reforms and resolution of disputes and cases in
courts... the tribunal will be formed through an
ordinance,” Minster for IT Dr Umar Saif said on
the sidelines of an event in Karachi in response to
a query by Arab News about progress on a dispute
between Pakistan and Emirati telecom giant Eti-
salat since 2003.

“The tribunal will be set up in the next two
weeks. The tribunal would be a specialized court
where telecom service providers’ disputes will be
resolved so that these cases could not be delayed
for years.”

The establishment of the dispute resolution tri-
‘bunal is likely to help resolve a nearly two-decade-
old dispute between the Pakistani government and
United Arab Emirates-based telecom service pro-
vider, Etisalat, involving a pending $800 million

communication Company Limited (PTCL).

An Etisalat consortium bought 26 percent
stakes in PTCL for $2.6 billion in 2005 and Pali-
stan gave the Emirati telecom giant majority vot-
ing rights. The UAE operator owned 90 percent of
the acquiring consortium, giving it a 23.4 percent
share in PTCL.

Etisalat paid an initial $1.80 billion as per the
deal, which also included transferring ownership
of the properties to PTCL from the government. It
was due to pay the remaining $800 million in six
twice-yearly instalments of $133 million, however,
the UAE telecom giant withheld the payment due
to the dispute over the mutation of some 34 out of
3,500 properties destined for PTCL.

Pakistani officials have said in the past that the
remaining properties could not be handed over
due to ownership complications and the walue
of these properties would be deducted from the
amount Etisalat owes. The dispute remains unre-
solved since 2005.

Saif called the establishment of the tribunal

a “big step” by the government and said the idea
was being executed in a short period that would
help the government improve telecom services.

About the launch of 5G services in the coun-
try, he said these services would be rolled out with-
in the next eight months.

“When we joined the government, we an-
nounced that 5G service would be launched in
10 months so two months have gone and we are
confident that the service will be launched in eight
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months through auction,” Saif replied.

The Minister said an inter-ministerial adviso-
ry committee for the 5G auction had been formed
and approved by the Federal Cabinet, while con-
sultants had been engaged to take forward the pro-
cess.

“We have studied the global practice about the
launch of 3G services, negotiating with telecom
operators for more investment, improvement of
required services, and providing quality service to
people,” Saif said.

ruthlessly against
illegal loan apps

The government is making hectic efforts to deal with the menace of illegal social media
apps, which the rogue elements have used to swallow down billions of rupees of poor
people by offering loans. Since July’s suicide of a loan victim, who was forced to take his
life due to his inability to pay back the money from the lender, the government has
launched an intense crackdown on unauthorised loan apps involved in extorting money.
A surge in the number of people personal finance apps in the last two years has also
raised the number of complaints about illegal lenders that routinely misuse customers’
data and employ aggressive recovery tactics including threats and blackmailing.
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he caretaker government has put its foot

down to deal sternly and ruthlessly with

those who are using illegal loan apps to

fleece the people. In the latest episode,
the government in collaboration with the Pakistan
Telecommunication Authority (PTA) and FIA has
blocked over 111 social media apps for online inter-
est-based loans declaring them blacklisted. Caretaker
Interior Minister SarfrazBugti informed the Senate
that the government had not only blacklisted 111 so-
cial media apps offering online interest-based loans
but also the Cyber Wing of the Federal Investigation
Agency (FIA) confis-
cated Rs 1.8 billion of
their interest.

The Caretaker Min-
ister while winding up
discussion on a mo-
tion moved by Senator
Mushtag Ahmed about
the mushrooming of
| the social media apps
offering online inter-
est-based loans in the
country said, the FIA was awakened to the serious-
ness of the matter and has registered cases against
those who were running such mobile apps. The ac-
cused of running these apps had already cases before
courts of law, he added.

SarfrazBugti said that soon after the emergence of
the issue, the government had started actions against
those apps which were not registered with the Securi-
ty Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECF). How-
ever, he said FIA's power regarding cyber-crimes on
this count has a limit, while there were also some
law-related issues. Yet the government was doing its
utmost to lay a hand on these nefarious elements.

Eailier, Mushtag Ahmed said many students and
educated people had been trapped in the clutches
of these social media apps which allured them into
getting online interest-based loans and later deprived
them of a heavy sum through threats and blackmail

Initially, the apps offered loans to students and
unemployed people on nominal interest but lat-
er, they were forced to pay inconceivably hefty
interest.

A concerning trend involves the proliferation of
“easy loan” applications on platforms like Google
Play store and Apple's App Store, introduced by
many scammers. Despite the apparent ease and con-
venience of these loans, as they bypass extensive pa-
perwork, these applications have become a menace
affecting countless individuals.

The poor people out of scarce resources, are
obliged to get online loans to run their kitchen, meet
the educational expenses of their children, pay utility
bills or meet the expenses for medical treatment. The
circumstances demand the government to focus on
controlling inflation, poverty, prices and hikes in util-
ity bills that have led the common man even to risk
their life to make ends meet. A rise in the number
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of loan-seekers from finance apps is proportionate to
the rise in the killing inflation.

In another move, the Pakistan Telecommunica-
tion Authority (PTA) has announced from January
1, 2024, cellular mobile operators in Pakistan, as
well as Azad Jammu and Kashmir (AJK) and Gilg-
it-Baltistan (GB), may levy a SIM Disowning Charge
up to Es. 200 on SIMs with a retention period of less
than six months.

According to PTA, to assess the status of regis-
tered SIMs, consumers can utilize various methods.
All consumers are advised to disown or return un-
necessary SIMs, free of

charge by December
31, 2023. By doing so,
consumers can avoid
SIM disowning charges
| and contribute towards
| responsible usage of
SIMs.

A one-time waiver
against the SIM dis-
granted in cases of ille-
gal SIM issuance without the knowledge or consent
of the consumer, said the PTA.

It is worth mentioning that with this decision, the
PTA has reinforced its commitment to national safe-
ty and security side by side ensuring the uninterrupt-
ed provision of quality services to all telecom con-
sumets. Similarly, the implementation of the SIM
disowning charge aimed at encouraging users to re-
sponsibly manage their 5IM cards, fostering a more
secure and efficient telecom environment in Pakistan
and its adjoining regions. Furthermore, as the new
policy takes effect at the beginning of the upcoming
year, consumers are urged to take prompt action to
disown unnecessary SIMs to avoid incurring addi-
tional charges and contribute to the collective effort
towards responsible SIM card usage.

In Jamuary 2023, Cellular Mobile Operators
(CMOs) failed to reach an agreement on SIM dis-
owning charges and have not developed any mech-
anism for addressing the concerns of genuine con-
sumers in case of illegal SIM issuance.

The CMOs had initially agreed with the PTA's
suggestion that a one-time waiver may be allowed to
customers for disowning their SIMs. Later on, the
same was not agreed upon by Jazz, Telenor, and
Zong. However, the authority was of the view that
consumers should be given the facility of one-time
free disowning of their SIM.

Another phenomenon which was observed that
some consumers willingly or unwillingly hand over
SIMs to illegal sources for monetary gains and ex-
ploit free disowning SIM facilities by returning the
SIM after they are identified as acquiring new SIMs
from another operator for the same activity. Thus,
they are involved in abusing new customer acquisi-
tion offers available to new consumers for the sale
of SIM.

There were instances where free disowning of
SIM phenomena was exploited by grey traffickers/
fraudsters as they were able to get new SIMs after
disowning old SIMs, which were used in grey traf-
fic/frauds.

After holding of consultation with operators, it
has been observed that there is no consensus among
CMOs on SIM disowning charges.

Moreover, CMOs have not developed any mech-
anism for addressing the concerns of genuine con-
sumers, e.g., in case of illegal SIM issuance on the
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CNIC of a customer, etc., the burden of disowning
charges will be borne by that customer which is not
justified.

Authority intends to seek feedback from con-
cerned stakeholders including telecom consumers,
consumer groups and the general public regarding
the implementation of SIM disowning charge. The
Authority has sought feedback on whether CMOs
should be allowed to levy SIM disowning charges.
If ves, should the PTA determine the price floor, as
well as, the price ceiling for SIM disowning? PTA
proposes a price ceiling of Rs200 for SIM disowning

Recently, Telenor has approached the PTA
to re-visit the Authority’s Determination regarding
the implementation of the SIM disowning charge.
On 21st September 2022, PTA conducted a consul-
tation session with Jazz, Telenor, Zong, and Ufone,
wherein, representatives of all CMOs were request-
ed to submit written comments on SIM disowning
charges.

The CMOs were also directed to provide a frame-
work for addressing the genuine concerns of the
complainants along with the proposed price for SIM
disowning. Jazz stated that SIM disowning charges
should be uniform across all customers, considering
that the genuineness of the consumer cannot be de-
termined. Jazz suggested a price ceiling of Rs300 as
a 5IM disowning charge.

Meanwhile, the PTA has sent draft amendments
to the PECA Act 2016 to the Ministry of Informa-
tion Technology (IT) and Telecom. The Act has pro-
posed to make the illegal sale of SIMs a cognizable
and non-bailable offence.

As per PTA, the replacement of Non-Live Finger
Detection devices with Live Finger Detection de-
vices is in progress. The authority has implemented
Live Finger Detection (LFD) system in 95 percent of
devices to eradicate silicon thumbs.

The Pakistan Telecommunication Authority has
blocked a large number of SIM cards issued illegally
by various telecommunication companies. To make
the issuance of SIMs more transparent, the PTA has
asked the CMOs to implement SIM Stock Binding at
the franchisee level across the industry by the end of
this year. According to the PTA, the Implementation
of 3 factors of authentication i.e. login/password,
OTP, and biometric of the seller is under process

he Ministry of Information Technology

and Telecommunication has finalised the

‘Smartphone Financing Policy’ which

will be shared with stakeholders, includ-
ing representatives from four telecom companies
and fintech firms. At its core, the policy envisages
the provision of smartphones to the layman in easy
instalments and affordable modes of payment as
well as to the boost market of locally manmufactured
smartphones.

Caretaker IT Minister Dr Umer Saif, while
talking to the media said four meetings have already
been held in this regard. “People would hear good
news regarding the availability of smartphones
through easy instalment plans,” he said.

He said once stakeholders agree on the
draft smartphone financing policy, the Pakistan
Telecommunication Authority will notify it. The
process is expected to be completed in a next few
days, he added.

Dr Saif emphasised the IT Ministry supports
the idea of allowing banks, investment companies,
and telecom firms to offer smartphones on instal-
ment plans.

He added that mobile phones of defaulters on
the payment will be blocked in a way that renders
them umusable. However, the final decision has not
‘been made, and the cellular company providing the
mobile phone may have the right to block the de-
faulter’s SIM cards.

Sources in the Ministry said two out of four
telcos have opposed the idea of a centralised pool
to block all SIM cards issued under the defaulter’s
CNIC.

The banking sector is also unwilling to invest in
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micro loaning due to the high management costs as-
sociated with mobile phone loans. However, micro-
finance banks, particularly Mobilink Microfinance
Bank, Telenor Microfinance Bank, and UBank, are
eagern to offer phones in instalment plans.

The Minister stressed the importance of cellu-
lar operators, investment companies, and banks an-
nouncing instalment packages for smartphones on
favourable terms as a top priority. The unanimous
decision to block defaulters’ phones aims to deter
non-payment and promote smartphone usage.

This surge in demand is expected to benefit the
mobile phone manufacturing industry, boost the
country’s economy, and create new opportunities
for cellular operators to
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phones and the internet. Therefore, the caretak-
er government eyes to increase digital inclusion
through this policy.

Owver the the last 3 years, the average smart-
phone price in Pakistan has gone up by $30, de-
spite localising some of the production. A large
chunk of that can be attributed to the depreciation
in the value of the rupee.

Despite cell phone financing being a no-brain-
er and an established market practice across the
world, Pakistan has not been able to actualize it.

Sources said that the Ministry of IT&T with
the help of the Pakistan Telecommunication Au-
thority (PTA) is working to develop a mechanism
to block the IMEIs of those mobile phone users
who will not pay their instalments in time.

Dr Saif revealed that extensive consultations,
involving four meetings, have taken place with
various stakeholders, including telecom compa-
nies, financial institutions, and regulatory bodies
such as the PTA and Groupe Speciale Mobile
Association(GSMA). He emphasised the need
for a robust mechanism to protect investors from
defaults, suggesting measures such as blocking
mobile phones and, potentially, national identity
cards of defaulters.

While some telecom companies have opposed
the idea of a centralised system to block SIM
cards associated with defaulters, they have shown
enthusiasm for offering smartphones through in-
stalment plans. The banking sector, however, has
expressed concerns about the high costs associat-
ed with managing mobile phone loans.

A notable initiative in this direction has al-
ready been undertaken by Jazz, Pakistan's leading
telecom company, with its instalment-based hand-
set financing program, ‘Jazz Digit 4G,’ in col-
laboration with KistPay. Upon policy approval,
companies like Jazz will have the opportunity to
directly offer smartphones to customers through
instalment plans, thereby expanding the benefits
of mobile broadband, especially among low-in-
come segments in Pakistan.

Despite the opposition from certain quarters,
sources within the Ministry have indicated that
the MolITT is likely to proceed with the policy im-
plementation, considering its potential to acceler-
ate digitization and align with the GSMA’s vision
of a ‘smartphone for all.’ The policy’s imminent
notification reflects Pakistan's commitment to
bridging the digital divide and ensuring that the
advantages of technology are accessible to all cit-
izens.

The Ministry feels that by doing so, the gov-
ernment will not only assemble new phones in Pa-
kistan but FBR. will be able to collect more taxes.

Meanwhile, the caretaker Minister for IT&T
informed a delegation from Rwanda, led by Sen-
ate President Dr. Kalinda Francois about the up-
coming smartphone instalment program.

The Minister said discussions were underway
to address the necessary prerequisites for the po-
tential export of mobile phones to Rwanda.

It is noted that last year, ex-Federal Minister
for Information Technology and Telecommunica-
tion Syed AminulHagq in-

The move came
after Shell made several announcements about its
global operations and after Shell Pakistan suffered
losses in 2022 due to exchange rates, the devalua-
tion of the Pakistani rupee, and overdue receiv-
ables, and as the country faces a financial crisis and
economic slowdown.

According to documents submitted at the Paki-
stan Stock Exchange (PSX), WAFI is a “fast-grow-
ing retail gas station network and sole licensee of
Shell Retail Network (Gas Stations) in the King-
dom of Saudi Arabia.” Based in Riyadh, the com-
pany was incorporated in September 2012 with a
paid-up capital of 3 million Saudi Riyal.

WAFI Energy has engaged Arif Habib Limited
in Pakistan to manage its acquisition offer.

A couple of weeks ago, Saudi Arabia announced
that it will invest up to $25 billion in Pakistan over
the next two to five years in various sectors; so it can
be a part of this investment.

There are two parts to this. The first is that Shell
has been wanting to leave Pakistan for years as it is.
The second is that the oil marketing business has
globally become tougher over the past few years —
which means difficult markets like Pakistan have
become more burdensome.

“There are two aspects to this story — one that
Pakistan’s economy is deteriorating as a market for
Shell, and second that Shell announced a review of
their retail business in Europe some 5 to 6 months
ago and has been looking into the decision of di-
vesting from retail business in the UK, Netherlands
and Germany,” says Mustafa Pasha, the Chief In-
vestment Officer (CIO) at Lakson [nvestmenits.

Shell first indicated that it was looking to drasti-
cally change its presence and streamline its activities
back in January 2023, when the company contem-
plated exiting its home energy retail business in the
UK, the Netherlands, and Germany citing “tough
market conditions”. This means that the exit is not
an isolated issue that has to do with Pakistan. But it
still makes for terrible optics.

“Whether the transaction has any real impact
in Pakistan is doubtful, but the messaging is very
negative, it says that people have lost confidence
and are wrapping up businesses in Pakistan. How-
ever, political instability is a problem much closer to
home,” adds Pasha.

Corroborating this sequence of events, colum-
nist and independent macroeconomist Ammar H
Khan says that the timing of Shell’s exit may just
have to do with them finding a buyer. “Shell has
been trying to exit for the last 8 to 10 years, it is pos-
sible that only now have they come across a poten-
tial buyer and have decided to officially announce
this decision,” he says. “Smuggled Irani fuel enter-
ing the market has also caused the industry to face
more volatility. Established and legitimate industry
players like Shell who are not able to participate in
the informal market are further marginalised.

long as the government implicitly keeps supporting
the black market, MINCs will continue to exit our
economy.” However, Habib also highlighted that
operationally, this decision has little impact on the
overall industry beyond sending a negative market
signal and solidifying international imvestors’ un-
certainty while dealing with the Pakistani markets.

We know that Shell has been reconsidering its
portfolio globally.

“In Pakistan, the milieu for oil management
companies is exceedingly arduous. The regulatory
environment renders operation in the country oner-
ous, explains Pasha.

“Supply chain issues only exacerbate the co-
nundrum.

As a result, many have not been surprised by
the news. One highly placed industry source who
wished to remain anonymous told Profit that the
decision was long overdue.

Pakistan’s economic performance in FY23 highlights the
importance of addressing perennial structural impediments
that pose serious risks to the country’s macroeconomic stability.
Foremost among these are inadequate and slow tax policy
reforms that have constricted the resource envelope, even for
meeting current expenditures

he State Bank of Pakistan (SBF) has pro-
jected Pakistan’s Gross Domestic Product
(GDP) growth in the range of two to three
percent for the financial year 2024.
SBP has released its Annual Report on the State
of Pakistan's Economy for the fiscal year 2022-23.
According to the report, Pakistan's economy faced
multiple challenges during FY23, as long standing
structural weaknesses exacerbated the impact of
successive domestic and global supply shocks of
unprecedented nature. The country’s macroeco-
nomic situation had already deteriorated since the
second half of FY22 in the aftermath of the Rus-
sia-Ukraine conflict, elevated global commodity
prices and an unplanned fiscal expansion. The situ-
ation worsened during FY23 owing to floods, delay
in the completion of the 9th review of the IMF's
Extended Fund Facility (EFF) Program, continu-
ing domestic uncertainty, and tightening global fi-
Particularly, the devastating monscon floods
significantly dented economic activity, fueled in-
flationary pressures, increased stress on external
accounts and widened fiscal imbalance because of
spending on relief efforts. Similarly, the uncertain
global economic and financial conditions, softening
— but still elevated — global commeodity prices, high-
er debt servicing and reduced external inflows had
implications for various sectors of the economy.
The confluence of these developments substan-
tially weakened Pakistan’s macroeconomic perfor-
mance during FY23. The real GDP growth fell to
the third-lowest level since FY 32, whereas average
National CPI (Consumer Price Index) inflation
spiked to a multi-decade high. While the current ac-
count deficit narrowed considerably, limited foreign
inflows maintained pressures on the external ac-
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count leading to a decline in SBP’s foreign reserves.

The report notes that Pakistan's economic per-
formance in FY23 highlights the importance of
addressing perenmial structural impediments that
pose serious risks to the country’s macroeconom-
ic stability. Foremost among these are inadequate
and slow tax policy reforms that have constricted
the resource envelope, even for meeting current ex-

penditures.

On the other hand, inefficiencies in Public Sec-
tor Enterprises (PSEs) have led to a permanent
drain on fiscal resources. These have squeezed
space for development spending required to en-
hance the ecomomy’s productive capacity. The
anemic investment in physical and human capital
as well as R&D has impeded the development of
a technology-intensive manufacturing base and the
next level of value-added exports. Moreover, stag-
nant crop yields and a lack of attention to the de-
velopment of the food supply chain and food mar-
ket imperfections have led to sustained reliance on
imported food commodities. These trends underpin
the unsustainable current account balance, which
has increased the country’s vulnerability to global
supply shocks.
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The report indicates that this situation requires
the initiation of broad-ranging reforms to address
various sectoral imbalances to ensure the avail-
ability of resources for economic growth and de-
velopment. Specifically, expediting tax policy re-
forms and speedy implementation of governance
reforms in PSEs is instrumental in creating fiscal
space for public investment in human and physical
capital. Furthermore, there is also a need to create
a conducive environment to support foreign direct
investment in exportable sectors, and to encourage
technology transfers. Similarly, agriculture sector
reforms are required to alleviate import reliance
and for achieving price stability. There is a need
to expedite these reforms to achieve the high and
sustainable economic growth required to absorb
the new entrants inlabour market, improve social
welfare and raise the general standard of living in
the country.

In this context, the availability of factual infor-
mation on key macroeconomic variables, markets,
businesses, and individual welfare are important
ingredients for evidence-based policymaking. This
report includes a special chapter on the need to
streamline the state of Pakistan's National Statis-
tical System (IN5S) and makes suggestions for NSS
reforms.

The report highlights that Pakistan's economic
situation has started to show some early signs of
improvement. The country was able to secure a
TIS$ 3.0 billion Stand-By Arrangement (SBA) from
the IMF, towards the end of FY23, which helped
alleviate near-term risks to the external sector. The
high-frequency indicators are suggesting a bottom-
ing out of economic activity from July 2023. The
withdrawal of guidance on import prioritisation,
alongside gradual ease in forex position, is expected
to somewhat ameliorate the supply chain situation
and lift growth in LSM as well as exports. More-
over, an expected rebound in cotton and rice pro-
duction will support agriculture growth in FY24.
Reflecting these considerations, the SBP expects
real GDP growth in the range of 2 — 3 percent in
FY24.

The lagged impact of monetary tightening,
and other contractionary measures, is expected
to keep domestic demand in check. Furthermore,
the prospects of improvement in the supply situ-
ation on account of the likely increase in produc-
tion of important crops and imports are expected
to bring down inflation in the range of 20.0 — 22.0
percent in FY24. Slightly improved global and do-
mestic growth prospects are expected to bolster
foreign exchange earnings from exports of goods
and services. Although import volumes are likely
to increase, lower commodity prices may prevent a
significant expansion in import bills during FY24.
Accounting for these factors, SBP projects the cur-
rent account deficit to fall in the range of 0.5 - 1.5
percent of GDP in FY24.

In order to facilitate the IT exporters to boost
the exports of IT and IT-enabled services, SBP has
increased the permissible retention limit of IT ex-
porters from 35% to 50% of their export proceeds
in the Exporters’ Specialized Foreign Currency Ac-
counts (ESFCAs). Further, the usage of the balanc-
es available in the ESFCAs has been simplified by
allowing the IT exporters to make payments from
these accounts without any approval from SBP or
banks. The banks have also been advised to facil-
itate the issuance of debit cards, enabling IT ex-
porters to make online payments from the balances
available in their ESFCAs.

Moreover, a new Framework for Freelancers
has been introduced to further ease the opening of
their bank accounts and allow higher retention of
amounts in their FCY accounts. The freelancers
will now be able to open the bank accounts both
digitally and physically at their choice with mini-
mum documentation requirements. Further, their
ESFCAs will be opened concurrently with their
primary PKR account opening. The freelancers can
retain 50% of their export proceeds or USD 5,000/-
per month, whichever is higher, in their ESFCAs
and can make all payments from these accounts
without any approval from SBP or banks. m

Agri-voltaics to grow

ive stories off the ground at Colorado State
University, a highly unlikely garden grows
under a long row of rooftop solar panels.
It's late October at 9 a.m. when the tem-
perature is 30 degrees Fahrenheit and the wind is
cutting. Not long before my arrival, researchers had
pulled the last frost-intolerant crops out of the sub-

strate underneath the panels, a total of 600 pounds
for the season. In their place, cool-season foods like
leafy greems—arugula, lettuce, kale, swiss chard—
still grow, shaded from the intense sunlight.

This is no ordinary green roof, but a sprawling,
sensor-laden outdoor laboratory overseen by horti-
culturalist Jennifer Bousselot. The idea behind roof-
top agri-voltaics is to emulate a forest on top of a
building. Just as the shade of towering trees protects
the undergrowth from sun stress, so too can solar
panels encourage the growth of plants—the overall
goal being to grow more food for ballooning urban
populations, all while saving water, generating clean
energy, and making buildings more energy efficient.

“When you stop and think about what we're
going to need as a society—our building blocks—
it's going to be food, energy, and water, just like it
always has been,” says Bousselot. With rooftop
agri-voltaics, “you can produce, especially in a pri-
marily unused space, two of those things and con-
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serve the third.”

And dramatically so: Early data is showing that
rooftop agri-voltaics use a third as much water as
full-sun rooftop agriculture does; because the crops

are shaded, less water evaporates away. (Sensors un-
der the panels here measure air temperature as well
as the temperature and moisture content of the soil.)
Even when water does evaporate, it’s a significant

benefit for the solar panels overhead, which get less
efficient the hotter they get. The plants and soil are
“sweating” water vapour into the panels, cooling
them and keeping them from overheating. Such a
rooftop system can get even more efficient if it's de-
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liberately capturing rainwater, for instance in tanks
to be drained outside of the rainy season.

Without the sun beating down directly on a bare
roof, green roofs also boost a building’s energy effi-
ciency by about 10 percent. That is, you don't need
to run air-conditioning as much to properly cool the
place during a heat wave. (Though the benefit only

applies to the top floor if it’s a multistory building.)
That's an especially welcome benefit given the ur-
ban heat island effect, in which city temperatures
can soar far above surrounding rural areas, which
have lots of greenery to sweat and cool the air. With
rooftop agri-voltaics, you're essentially bringing the
country into the city, a strategy known as rurban-
ization. The more green spaces we can get into me-
tropolises, the more we can bring down climbing
temperatures.

Even though crops are exposed to more wind
and high temperatures up on a roof, these early ex-
periments are showing they can truly thrive, thanks
in large part to the shade of the panels. “We found
out last year, which was our first growing season,
that chili peppers do really well on roofs,” says
Bousselot. “They have kind of weak root systems,
and they don't like high nutrient conditions. But
they thrive in heat.” (Above are pueblo primrose
peppers, doing just fine even in late October.)

growing plants not under solar panels, as you can
see. Grasses, for instance, provide flowers that at-
tract pollinators, which go on to pollinate the crops,
providing more food. A diversity of plant species
provides a diversity of flower colours, which attract
different kinds of pollinators, like bees and hum-
mingbirds. Moths tend to gravitate toward white
flowers since they're easiest to see at night and end
up being way more prolific pollinators than you re-
alize.

So the objective with rooftop agri-voltaics isn't
just to generate electricity and feed urban popula-
tions, but to bolster native ecosystems—only many
feet up in the sky. At the end of our tour, on our walk
back to the stairs, we found a huge hawk perched on
the edge of the roof. “That critter is just absolutely
majestic!” Bousselot whispers. “We're right along
the South Platte River, which is the river that goes
through Denver. Sort of the loveliest thing about
our location is we can actually test to see if green
roofs can be ecological islands in an urban space.”

Put another way: Instead of being big, dead
spaces, verdant roofs may act as corridors, helping
species like raptors and pollinating insects move
around a city. Rooftop agri-voltaics, then, might
bolster food systems, energy systems, and ecosys-
tems all at once. m

Studios say
that scans are used primarily to augment crowd
scenes, which they have been doing with other tech-
nology in postproduction for years—but according
to SAG representatives, once the studios have cap-
tured actors’ likenesses, they reserve the rights to
use them forever.

Alongside addressing Community
Guidelines violations, TikTok proactively targeted
spam accounts and associated content, taking pre-
ventive measures to curb the creation of automated
spam accounts.

During this period, 83.6% of the violent videos
in Pakistan were removed before anyone could view
them, and approximately 92.5% of them were elim-
inated within a day. The proactive removal rate for
this quarter stood at 98.6%.

In Indonesia, social media app TikTok is sus-
pending its online shopping service to comply with
new rules in South East Asia's biggest economy.

The country’s government says the regulations
are aimed to help protect local physical and online
retailers.

Indonesia was the first country to pilot the app’s
e-commerce service in 2021 and became one of the
‘biggest markets for TikTok shops.

Recently, Indonesia announced regulations that
would force TikTok to split its shopping feature from
the popular video-sharing service in the country.

Announcing the measures, Indonesia’s trade
minister Zulkifli Hasan said: “Now, e-commerce
cannot become social media. It is separated.”

He also told social media platforms they had a
week to comply with the new rules or risk losing
their licence to operate in the country.

The announcement came after Indonesia’s Pres-
ident JokoWidodo said last month: “We need to
be careful with e-commerce. It can be very good if
there are regulations but can turn bad if there aren’t
any regulations.”

“QOur priority is to remain compliant with local
laws and regulations,” TikTok said in a statement.

“As such, we will no longer facilitate e-commerce
transactions in TikTok Shop Indonesia,” it added.

Online retailing in Indonesia has soared in re-
cent years. The value of e-commerce sales will have
increased more than sixfold between 2018 and next
year to hit 680 trillion Indonesian rupiah ($44bn;
£36.5bn), according to the country’s central bank.

TikTok Shop has been growing its market share
since its launch two years ago in Indonesia’s online
shopping market, which is dominated by platforms
such as Tokopedia, Shopee and Lazada.

The country of more than 278 million people is
home to 125 million TikTok users. That includes 6
million sellers and millions more creators who earn
money using TikTok Shop to promote goods.

In June, the company’s chief executive ShouZi
Chew visited Indonesia, pledging to invest billions
of dollars in the region over the next three to five
years.

removed before anyone could view them, and approximately

TikTok said in a statement that more than 130
million Americans, including 5 million U.5. busi-
nesses, actively use TikTok to earn a living, engage
in the classroom, and find commumnity.

“We've taken unprecedented actions to safe-
guard protected U.S. user data, and we will continue
working to build a safe, secure, and inclusive plat-
form to ensure the positive experience of our users
in every corner of the country,” a TikTok spokes-
person said.

Efforts to give the Biden administration new
powers to ban TikTok have stalled in Congress. Last
month U.S. lawmakers said they were considering
changes to address concerns about the bill.

Still, the issue could become a focus for Repub-
licans in the 2024 U.S. presidential campaign, with
some candidates backing a TikTok ban.

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Will ChatGPT’s

hallucinations be
allowed to ruin your life?

That’s according to several people suing the biggest Al
companies.

defamatory chatbot responses

hat if an AI chatbot accused

you of doing something terrible?

When bots make mistakes, the

false claims can ruin lives, and
the legal questions around these issues remain
murky.

That’s according to several people suing the
biggest Al companies. But chatbot makers hope
to avoid liability, and a string of legal threats has
revealed how easy it might be for companies to
wriggle out of responsibility for allegedly defam-
atory chatbot responses.

Earlier this year, an Australian regional may-
or, Brian Hood, made headlines by becoming the
first person to accuse ChatGPT’s maker, OpenAl,
of defamation. Few seemed to notice when Hood
resolved his would-be landmark Al defamation
case out of court this spring, but the quiet con-
clusion to this much-covered legal threat offered
a glimpse of what could become a go-to strategy
for Al companies seeking to avoid defamation
lawsuits.

It was mid-March when Hood first discovered
that OpenAl’s ChatGPT was spitting out false re-
sponses to user prompts, wrongly claiming that
Hood had gone to prison for bribery. Hood was
alarmed. He had built his political career as a
whistleblower exposing corporate misconduct,
but ChatGPT had seemingly garbled the facts,
fingering Hood as a criminal. He worried that
the longer ChatGPT was allowed to repeat these
false claims, the more likely it was that the chat-
bot could ruin his reputation with voters.

Hood asked his lawyer to give OpenAl an
ultimatum: Remove the confabulations from
ChatGPT within 28 days or face a lawsuit that
could become the first to prove that ChatGPT’s
mistakes—often called “hallucinations”™ in the AT
field—are capable of causing significant harms.

We now know that OpenAl chose the first

option. By the end of April, the company had
filtered the false statements about Hood from
ChatGPT. Hood’s lawyers told Ars that Hood
was satisfied, dropping his legal challenge and
considering the matter settled.

Al companies watching this case play out
might think they can get by doing as OpenAl did.
Rather than building perfect chatbots that never
defame users, they could simply warn users that
content may be inaccurate, wait for content take-
down requests, and then filter out any false in-
formation—ideally before any lawsuits are filed.

The only problem with that strategy is the
time it takes between a person first discovering
defamatory statements and the moment when
tech companies filter out the damaging informa-
tion—if the companies take action at all.

For Hood, it was a month, but for others, the
timeline has stretched on much longer. That has
allegedly put some users in uncomfortable situa-
tions that grew so career-threatening that they're
now demanding thousands or even millions of
dollars in damages from two of today’s Al giants.

In July, Maryland-based Jeffery Battle sued
Microsoft, alleging that he lost millions and that
his reputation was ruined after he discovered that
Bing Search and Bing Chat were falsely label-
ling him a convicted terrorist. That same month,
Georgia-based Armed America Radio host Mark
Walters sued OpenAl, claiming that ChatGPT
falsely stated that he had been charged with em-
bezzlement.

Unlike Hood, Walters made no attempt to get
ChatGPT's allegedly libellous claims about him
removed before filing his lawsuit. In Walters’
view, libel laws don't require ChatGPT users to
take any extra steps to inform OpenAl about de-
famatory content before filing claims. Walters is
hoping the court will agree that if OpenAl knows
its product is generating responses that defame

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people, it should be held liable for publishing de-
famatory statements.

Recently, OpenAl has moved to dismiss Wal-
ters’ claims, but Walters is not giving up that eas-
ily. Initially seeking more than $75,000 in damag-
es, Walters amended his complaint in September,
hoping to convince the court to keep his case
alive and asking the court to determine actual
damages at trial.

Walters’ lawyer, John Monroe, previously
told Ars that “it is irresponsible” for OpenAl “to
unleash a platform on the public that knowingly
makes false statements about people.”

Experts told Ars that building AT products
that proactively detect and filter out defamato-
ry statements has proven extremely challenging.
There is currently no perfect filter that can detect
every false statement, and today's chatbots are
still fabricating information (although GPT-4 has
been less likely to confabulate than its predeces-
sors). This summer, OpenAl CEO Sam Altman
could only offer a vague promise that his compa-
ny would take about two years to “get the hallu-
cination problem to a much, much better place,”
Fortune reported.

To some Al companies grappling with chat-
bot backlash, it may seem easier to avoid sink-
ing time and money into building an imperfect
general-purpose defamation filter (if such a thing
is even possible) and to instead wait for requests
to moderate defamatory content or perhaps pay
fines.

But for bigger companies like OpenAl and
Microsoft (which has a large stake in OpenAl),
Walters’ and Battle's cases show that dealing
with defamation claims is already not this simple.
And although there’s no telling yet what defence
Microsoft may raise against Battle—last week,
Microsoft requested more time to respond to Bat-
tle’s complaint, hoping to delay until December
18— Walters’ case recently prompted OpenAl
to evolve its legal strategy against defamation
claims. In its motion to dismiss Walters’ case,
OpenAl denied that ChatGPT’s outputs could
ever legally be considered libel—because nothing
ChatGPT says could ever be considered a “pub-
lication.”

Anti-defamation laws, also called defama-
tion or libel laws, differ by state. Walters filed his
lawsuit in Georgia, and for Walters to succeed

there, he has to prove that (1) OpenAl (through
ChatGPT) published false and defamatory state-
ments, (2) those defamatory statements were
communicated to a third party, (3) OpenAl was
at fault in publishing those false statements, and
(4) Walters was harmed. Because OpenAl consid-
ers Walters, as a nationally syndicated talk show
host, a public figure, he may also have to prove
that OpenAl published the allegedly defamato-
ry statements with actual malice. (In a response
to OpenAl's motion to dismiss his case filed last
week, Walters argued that OpenAl must convince
a jury that he is a public figure, but regardless, he
alleged that OpenAl did exhibit actual malice.)
The first hurdle, OpenAl claims, is perhaps
the most important. Although at first glance it
appears to be met—because Walters has alleged
that ChatGPT made statements falsely claim-
ing that he was a criminal—OpenAl argues that
ChatGPT doesn't actuoally “publish” anything.
Instead, ChatGPT generates “draft content.”
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n October 27, 2022, the world’s richest

He disabled features put in place to prevent
users from being duped by false claims and put in
new systems that encourage their spread, according
to nonprofit fact-checking website PolitiFact.

Steps taken by Musk at X “have sparked in-
creased sharing of misinformation and hate
speech,” PolitiFact said in a report, echoing an
array of groups tracking toxic comtent on social
media.
