Water war —
the conflict
between India
and Pakistan

A few days after the orchestrated Pahalgam terror attack,
India unilaterally suspended the Indus Water Treaty of
1960 and halted the water flow of three rivers, leading to
bombardment on the civilian population resulting in the deaths
of many innocent people in Pakistan. In response, the Pakistan
Army targeted only military installations in India and avoided
harming any civilians. World leaders urged Modi to stop the
war to prevent Pakistan from taking more drastic measures.
Under pressure, Modi sought assistance from Trump, who then
approached Pakistan for a ceasefire. A ceasefire was agreed
upon between India and Pakistan, with both sides expressing
their commitment to the truce that ended the recent conflict.
Trump announced the ceasefire and stated that India and
Pakistan had agreed to not only cease hostilities but also to
initiate talks on various issues at a neutral location.

Prior to this, Pakistan strongly protested against India’s
water aggression, which was part of the various harsh measures
New Delhi took before engaging in full-fledged armed conflict
with Islamabad on May 7.

The water under this Treaty is crucial for Pakistan to meet
its agricultural and energy needs, and Pakistan has repeatedly
warned India that withholding the water of the three rivers -
Chenab, Jhelum, and Indus - would be seen as a declaration of
war. However, India ignored this warning and did not respond
to any calls from the Shehbaz Sharif government, which
offered to conduct an independent inquiry into the Kashmir
incident. India disregarded any peace initiatives from Pakistan
and took steps towards war, indicating that the escalation of
the situation was part of India's plan to provoke a full-scale
war with Pakistan, for which the Indian media prepared the
ground by stirring up emotions among the Indian people.

By suspending the 65-year-old water-sharing treaty with
Pakistan, India has endangered the stability of the region. The
Treaty, mediated by the World Bank in 1960, divided control
of the rivers in the Indus basin between the two countries.
Pakistan has warned that any interference with the water flow
from India would be considered an “Act of War” and met with
a strong response. Pakistan later demonstrated this when India
launched aerial, missile, and drone attacks on Pakistan without
provocation.

The unilateral withdrawal from the treaty poses a significant
risk to Pakistan's economy, which heavily relies on the Indus
basin for irrigation, hydropower generation, and overall
development. The suspension of the agreement could have
far-reaching consequences for both countries and worsen the
already tense situation in the region.

Economic magic stick

During his 2024 election campaign, Donald Trump promised
to regain America’s position as an economic power through
aggressive trade policies. On 2 April 2025, he fulfilled this
pledge by imposing tariffs on imports from a wide range of
countries, including Mexico, Canada, China, the EU, India,
Vietnam, Bangladesh, and Pakistan.

Name on bills

The government collects taxes through utility bills, but utility
companies do not allow the bill payer’s name to be changed
easily, especially online. Renters are often unable to get their
names on utility bills.

— are not officially recorded as taxpayers who, as such, miss
out on potential tax benefits.

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he Reko Diq Joint Venture shareholders
have approved the updated feasibility study
for the project and the Phase 1 develop-
ment capital of up to $3 billion, subject to
the closing of limited recourse project financing.

This will allow major works to commence in
2025, with the target of first production by the end
of 2028. American engineering and construction
firm Fluor Corporation has been selected as the lead
Engineering, Procurement, and Construction Man-
agement (EPCM) partner to work with the Barrick
Owner’s Team on the project. Barrick president and
CEO Mark Bristow emphasised the importance of
the partnership with Fluor and the support of the
Pakistan government in advancing the development
of the Reko Diq project. The project, located in Ba-
lochistan, is operated by Barrick and jointly owned
by the federal government of Pakistan and the pro-
vincial government of Balochistan.

Fluor will be supported by engineering consul-
tants, including Knight Piesold, PRDW, and Vecturis
Metso, Weir, and Komatsu have also been chosen as
key partners for the project to deliver lasting value to
stakeholders, particularly the people of Balochistan
and Pakistan. The total cost of the first phase of the
project has been revised to $6.8 billion, with the fed-
eral and provincial governments expected to receive
royalties and taxes over 30 years. The project is ex-
pected to have a transformative impact on the econ-
omy of Balochistan in creating jobs and promoting
social development programs. The project is set to
begin production by the end of 2028 with 200,000
tons of copper anmually in its first phase which will
cost an estimated $5.7 billion. Completion of the
first phase is expected by 2029.

The ECC noted the factors leading to the project
escalations, and approved the proposals contained in
the summary with the directions to the ministries of
petroleum and finance to continue close coordina-
tion to ensure timely implementation of all agreed
actions,” according to a statement issued by the Min-
istry of Finance after the meeting.

Of the remaining
Pakistani share, 25% is held by the government of
Balochistan and 50% by Barrick Gold Corporation,
the operator of the project. In light of the increase
in the cost, the OGDCL has decided to increase its
contribution for the project to $627 million. This in-
cluded $349 million in equity contributions.

The total cost of the first phase
of the project has been revised to
$6.8 billion, with the federal and
provincial governments expected
to receive royalties and taxes over

The PPL also decided to increase its contribution
to $649 million, followed by Government Holding
Limited. Given the law and order situation in Baloch-
istan, the government also approved Rs1.8 billion in
funds for the project’s security.

The project proposes to utilise rail, road and port
infrastructure throughout the region, including an
existing rail network route to Port Qasim for export
to international markets. The project will connect
to the National Highway (IN40) via a purpose-built
45-kilometre-long road. Site roads will connect var-
ious areas within the project and allow for haulage
of mined material and other vehicle movements.
Groundwater is planned as the primary water sup-
ply. Water will be supplied from boreholes located
north of the mine and will be supplied via a pipe-
line of approximately 70km. Water demand has
been calculated based on expected water usage for
both construction and operations. The portion of
the phase I initial capital costs attributable to Barrick
Gold under the terms of the joint venture agreement
is $3.1 billion on a 100% equity basis, assuming no
debt. The Reko Diq Mining Company is estimated
to pay a total of $7.1 billion in taxes across the life
of the mine. Out of this, $3.9 billion will go to the
governments of Balochistan and Sindh, $2.2 billion
to the Workers’ Profit Participation Fund and $823
million in contribution to the final tax regime.

The project has been granted many permits to
support early completion of the ongoing works.
However, as of the date of this technical report,

several permits and approvals are still in the pro-
cess, though they are necessary for the construction
and operation, according to the report. To ensure
that Balochistan is receiving significant cash flows
during the development and construction phases of
the project, the Mineral Agreement provides for the
following advance royalty payments, to be paid on
an annual basis on or before the end of the relevant
year. The Balochistan government will get $5 million
in advance royalty in the first year, $7.5 million in the
second year and $10 million per year until the pro-
duction begins. In October 2024, Barrick engaged a
third-party consultant (SRK Consulting) to complete
an independent review of the mining components of
the Reko Diq feasibility study. The external consul-
tants verified the contents of the feasibility study.

The economic analysis indicates a production
target of 200,000 tons of copper annually. The proj-
ect’s net cash flow over 37 years is estimated at $70
billion. The project has received permits for early
works, while other necessary permits and approvals
are still in process. The Mineral Agreement includes
advance royalty payments to the Balochistan gov-
ernment during the development and construction
phases of the project. An independent review of the
feasibility study by SRK Consulting confirmed the
economic viability of the project, with a net present
value of $13 billion at an 8% discount rate.

he illicit trade is causing an annual rev-
enue loss of Rs 3.4 trillion to Pakistan,
with about 30 percent due to the exploita-
tion of the Afghan Transit Trade facility.
These figures were disclosed in the latest report on
the Illicit Trade Index, ranking Pakistan at 101 out
of 158 countries. The revenue loss amounts to over
Rs 751 billion, with the tobacco trade alone contrib-
uting Rs 300 billion annually to the total loss.

The report titled ‘Pakistan’s Battle Against Illic-
it Trade: An Analysis of Challenges and Pathways
to Resilience” highlights that five sectors, including
tobacco, pharmaceuticals, tyres and lubricants, pet-
rol and diesel, and tea, are major contributors to
revenue losses due to illicit trade activities. The re-
port highlights that illicit tobacco accounts for Rs
300 billion in revenue loss, pharmaceuticals Rs 60-
65 billion, tyres and lubricants Rs 106 billion, pet-
rol and diesel Rs 270 billion, and tea Rs 10 billion
annually. Pakistan's composite score of 44.5 plac-
es it below the global average of 49.9. Illicit trade
in Pakistan directly impacts the country’s revemue
losses,estimated at Rs 3.4 trillion, with 30 percent
due to the misuse of the Afghan Trade Transit fa-
cility.

The report emphasises the need for addressing
this issue, which poses a serious challenge to the Pa-
kistani economy while affecting formal businesses,
consumer safety, and government revenues.

The report also highlights the estimated revenme
loss of about Rs one trillion due to the misuse of the
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Afghan-Pak transit trade. It points out the lack of
risk-based profiling systems and modern container
scanning technologies in Pakistan, along with po-
rous borders, outdated customs infrastructure, and
limited inter-agency coordination, allowing the un-
checked movement of illicit goods.

It is observed that since the Taliban took over

The scale of smuggling is immense, with billions
of dollars’ worth of goods illicitly moved across the
border annually. The drug trade remains a critical-
revenue source for the Taliban, with Afghanistan
being the world’s largest opium producer. Drug
trafficking has expanded since the Taliban takeover,
funding governance and military activities. Corrup-
tion plays a pivotal role in facilitating smuggling
and drug trafficking, with officials often bribed to
turn a blind eye to illegal activities. The influx of
smuggled goods has serious economic and security
consequences, with local industries struggling, job
losses, and revenue losses for the government. The
smuggling of drugs and contraband poses a threat
to regional security, fueling militancy and terror-
ism. International efforts to curb these activities are
hindered by corruption and the involvement of ex-
tremist groups.

Pakistan has repatriated over 80,000 Afghan
nationals as part of an initiative to address illegal
migration, with no further extensions to the repa-
triation plan. The government expects the Taliban
to implement measures to curb smuggling and drug
trafficking, requiring reforms in both Afghanistan
and Pakistan, including stronger border controls
and anti-corruption initiatives. The refugees living
in Pakistan would frequently visit Afghanistan, and
they would take goods with them in large amounts
to sell in Afghanistan. On return to Pakistan, they
would take something from Afghanistan for sale in
Pakistan. The rich refugees would do this practice
on a large scale, thus they have made a mafia for
smuggling across the Pakistan-Afghanistan border.
The mafia would smuggle various food and non-
food items, including electronic products, weapons,
tyres, medicines, dairy products, etc. This backdoor
transportation of goods across the border severely
affected the revenue of Pakistan.

After that, the Afghan refugees gradually be-
came involved in the smuggling of various food
items to Afghanistan. This cross-border smuggling
of Pakistani crops to other international markets
caused its shortage in the local market. Despite
Pakistan's mega wheat crop production, it imports
wheat from various countries of the world. The
problem was attributed to Afghan tax-free imports
through Pakistan. The local business community
was badly affected by this increased smuggling.

Since the 1980s, Afghan refugees have been set-
tled in different camps across Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
and have had numerous impacts on the local people
of Pakistan. These impacts are social, political and
psychological in nature. Although Afghan refugees
have both positive and negative impacts on the local
communities in terms of business and employment,
however, their negative impacts on the local econ-
omies and business communities are far greater. In
this study, the overall impacts of Afghan refugees
on the local business communities have been inves-
tigated. The study has been conducted in the district

akistan’s connectivity gap is not just about
missing telecom infrastructure; it reflects
a deeper national capability divide, said
Aamir Ibrahim, CEQO of Jazz, Chairman
of Mobilink Bank, and Group Executive Commit-
tee Member of VEON, while speaking at the 8th
Leaders in Islamabad Business Summit in 2025.

Addressing the summit’s opening session held
on the subject, “INavigating the Unknown,” Ibra-
him highlighted the smartphone as a powerful
equaliser in the modern era, bridging gaps across
income levels, geography, and gender. He pointed
out that nearly 30 percent of the population in Paki-
stan does not have access to 4G, 11 percent cannot
even make a basic 2G call, and only two percent
have access to broadband services.

“Pakistan is one of the most spectrum-starved
countries in the world,” he noted, pointing out that
this shortage, along with one of the highest tax
rates on internet usage—I15 percent withholding
tax and 19.5 per cent GST—is seriously impeding
digital expansion.

Criticising internal inefficiencies rather than ex-
ternal factors, Ibrahim called for devising a mech-
anism for shared responsibility among the govern-
ment, investors, and telecom operators to overcome
this digital gap. “The smartphone is the remote
control of our lives. We must have the courage to
hold each other accountable to bridge this digital
divide.”

Highlighting Pakistan’s sluggish digital adop-
tion, he noted that only five percent of retail pay-
ments are digital, despite the availability of in-
frastructure such as RAAST, digital banks, and
NADRA's identity database. In contrast, countries
such as Sweden and Australia have over 90 percent
digital payment rates and minimal undocumented
econommies.

He proposed practical steps, including the issu-
ance of a CNIC, mobile phone, and bank account to
every citizen at the age of 18 to establish a lifelong
digital identity. Ibrahim also advocated for cost-ef-
fective payment solutions, such as RAAST-enabled
OR codes, instead of costly POS terminals.

“There is no reason every shop can't have a QR
code. We must reduce GST and broaden the tax
base. Let’s stop waiting for global serenity and start
changing what we can,” he concluded.

Shaza Fatima Khawaja, Federal Minister for
IT & Telecom, said, “The digital transformation
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of Pakistan rests on three foundational pillars: con-
nectivity that reaches every village and household,
enablement that equips our citizens with necessary
tools and infrastructure, and literacy that empowers
them to harness technology’s full potential.”
Amongst prominent keynotes, Yousaf Hus-
sain, President, Overseas Investors Chamber of
Commerce & Industry (OICCI), shared the views,

he global economic landscape has been sig-

nificantly impacted by recent decisions by

President Donald Trump to impose recip-

rocal tariffs on various countries, including
Pakistan. While this initially has hurt Pakistan, there
are emerging opportunities for the country to lever-
age this situation and strengthen its economic ties
with the US.

Trump’s tariff policy is part of a broader strategy
to reduce the US trade deficit and protect local indus-
tries. Despite concerns about the impact of the 29%
tariff on Pakistan’s imports, many potential benefits
await the country, particularly in the textile sector,
which accounts for a significant portion of Pakistan's
exports to the US. Compared to other competitors
like Bangladesh, Vietnam, and China, Pakistan's
products may become more competitive due to
lower tariff rates.

For Pakistan, the US is one of the few markets
globally where the country maintains a significant
trade surplus. In recent years, Pakistan’s textile and
apparel exports to the US market have surged.

Pakistan has enjoyed this lower price tag advan-
tage for its products for years. However, the country
has not been able to translate this advantage into a
larger market share in the US. This lower price tag

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advantage could potentially shield Pakistan during
this challenging time and help counterbalance the
three percent advantage that its competitor, India,
may have gained.

Moreover, Bangladesh and Vietnam, two ma-
jor garment suppliers to the US market, are facing
steep reciprocal tariffs of 39 percent and 46 percent,
respectively. This means Pakistan could still gain a
broader market share and be competitive in the US,
even with 29 percent additional tariff.

Furthermore, reports of a potential recession trig-
gered by the escalating US-China trade war suggest
that Pakistan may emerge as an unexpected benefi-
ciary. Trump’s aggressive tariff hikes on China, with
threats of more, could dramatically inflate the price
of Chinese garments and apparel in the US.

Notably, Chinese garments are already pricier
than Pakistani’s in the US market. With the latest
tariff round and possible future hikes, Pakistan’s
products may become more attractive due to lower
prices. This could lead to increased orders from US
buyers, renewed demand for competitively priced
Pakistani goods, as well as an expanded market
share in the US.

The business sector in Pakistan has echoed the
sentiment that the tariff situation has unexpectedly
given Pakistan a window to strengthen trade ties with
the United States. According to a report by the Ka-
rachi Chamber of Commerce and Industry (KCCT),
higher tariffs on Vietmam and Bangladesh have creat-
ed opportunities for Pakistan to increase its “market
share in textiles, food products and plastics.”

Pakistan appears to recognise the need for a stra-
tegic approach to navigate this situation and capi-
Mubammad Aurangzeb has announced that Paki-
stan will send a high-powered delegation to the US
to discuss the imposition of reciprocal tariffs on Pa-
kistani goods.

“You should never let a good crisis go to waste.
‘We are looking at it both as a challenge as well as an
opportunity,” he told reporters in Islamabad.

It seems that Pakistan and the US are explor-
ing new opportunities to expand trade cooperation
under the Trump administration, with critical min-
erals potentially emerging as a key area of collabo-
ration. US Secretary of State Marco Rubio spoke
to Pakistani Foreign Minister Ishaq Dar to discuss
newly imposed tariffs, trade relations, and pros-
pects for engagement on critical minerals, the State
Department said.

However, traders in Pakistan warn that to make
full use of this opportunity, the government needs
to help exporters. There are concerns that Pakistan’s
heavy reliance on textile exports means its limited
product offerings for the US market are susceptible
to changing market dynamics. Textiles account for
77 percent of Pakistan’s total exports to the US. The
government needs to support other sectors exporting
leather, surgical goods, cement, and steel products.

Moreover, there is a need to reduce the cost of
business for Pakistani companies by reducing energy
costs and negotiating tariffs. Amid Trump’s tariffs,
the Pakistani government has significantly reduced
energy costs for commercial users and promised to
do more in the coming weeks. The move has been
welcomed by the business commmumity that seeks fur-
ther actions from the government to help them pre-
pare better for their negotiations with the US buyers.

With unexpected trade disruptions looming,
Pakistan’s policymakers must focus on supporting
exporters through improved trade relations with the
US and new incentives, including potential collabo-
rations in critical minerals. The coming weeks will
reveal whether Pakistan can capitalise on its slight
tariff advantages over regional competitors.
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n a significant move, LESCO is going to launch
the ‘Apna Meter, Apni Reading’ programme,
which will address the issue of power theft as
well as overhauling.

CEOs of the distribution companies might have
gone a long way to address the problems of power
theft and overbilling, which are mainly due to the
inefficiency of the meter readers who deliberately
send inflated bills to consumers. Another problem,
the instant response to electricity failures and ad-
dressing public compliance on priority is also going
to be addressed through modern mechanisms.

Lahore Electric Supply Company (LESCO)
Chief Executive Officer (CEO) Engineer Ramzan
Butt told about the ‘Apna Meter, Apni Reading’
programme that would be launched very soon. The
CEO of LESCO, who has extensive experience in
the energy sector, has held key positions in vari-
ous prominent organisations across the country.
His professional expertise, integrity, and leadership
abilities have earned him a distinguished reputation
in the energy industry.

Under this initiative, he added, consumers will
be provided with a link through which they can sub-
mit their own meter readings, which will be official-
ly considered for billing.

He was talking to the business community at La-
hore Chamber of Commerce and Industry (LCCT).
LCCI President Mian Abuzar Shad, Senior Vice
President Engineer Khalid Usman, Vice President
Shahid Nazir Chaudhry, SAARC Chamber Vice
President Mian Anjum Nisar and former LCCI
President Muhammad Ali Mian also spoke on the
occasion. Executive Committee Members, includ-
ing Wagas Aslam, Ms. Firdous Nisar, Karamat Ali
Awan, Asif Malik, Ahad Amin Malik and Tanveer
Ahmed were also present.

LESCO chief said, there is a collective realisa-
tion, from the Prime Minister to every individual,
that the survival of the power sector is crucial for
the survival of the country. He said that the Prime
Minster is committed to addressing all allied issues
in the energy sector, once the direction of this sec-
tor is set right.

Engineer Ramzan Butt said that a Rapid Re-
sponse Force has been established to immediately
restore electricity supply in case of outages due to
bad weather or other causes. He acknowledged the
critical role of the business commmnity in generat-
ing economic activity and said they are purchasing
electricity to keep the economic wheel turning,

Assuring the stakeholders of putting in place a
foolproof system, he said LESCO is addressing on
priority the issue of overbilling and over-reading
apart from those pertaining to meter replacement
and new connection, which, he added, would be
provided at their doorsteps. Declaring LESCO staff
as public servants, he said that their responsibility
is to ensure an uninterrupted power supply. He said
that there is no shortage of material with the LES-
CO. “Instructions have been issued to staff to en-
sure that there is no tripping on industrial feeders.”

Responding to a question about FIRs, he said
LESCO is taking measures to ensure no undue ac-
tion is taken against anyone. He acknowledged that
sometimes meter problems arise due to unaware-
ness on the part of industrial consumers and placed
the responsibility of monitoring meters on meter
readers.

LCCI President Mian Abuzar Shad raised
several pressing issues with the LESCO CEO. He
expressed his grievance about MDI fixed charges,
which fall under NEPRA's jurisdiction. He said as
per NEPRA's new regulations, all industrial and
commercial users must pay 50 percent of their
sanctioned load regardless of unit consumption,
which has drastically increased operational costs
for industries. He urged the LESCO CEO to con-
vey this concern to NEPRA and other authorities
concerned.

He also expressed concern over the hanging
power cables in various markets, which pose seri-
ous safety hazards and have led to several accidents.
Despite repeated complaints, the matter has not
been adequately addressed. The LESCO chief was
urged to instruct relevant offices to prioritise fixing

LCCI Senior Vice President Engineer Khalid
Usman and Vice President Shahid Nazir Chaudhry
also raised issues regarding the late delivery of
electricity bills, often received just one or two days
before the due date. This delay prevents timely pay-
ment and results in swift disconnection by LESCO
teams, adding to the hardship faced by consumers.

Mian Abuzar Shad said that when meters are

damaged or malfunctioning, LESCO bills consum-

ers based on average annual consumption, which
does not reflect the seasonal variation in electrici-
ty use. He proposed that average billing should be
calculated using consumption data from the same
month of the previous year and that LESCO should
prioritise the replacement of faulty meters reported
by users.

LCCI office-bearers and Executive Committee
Members also discussed the high transmission loss-
es, which significantly contribute to Pakistan’s en-
ergy shortfall. According to NEPRA's State of In-
dustry Report 202223, LESCO’s line losses were

11.3 percent, resulting in a loss of approximately
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Rs. 21.8 billion. Alarmingly, these losses increased
to 16 percent in 202324, amounting to Rs. 47.6 bil-
lion. LCCI demanded to know what steps LESCO
is taking to reduce losses to 8 percent or below, said
the LCCT President.

He said that to promote energy conservation,
LESCO was advised to launch public awareness
campaigns encouraging the use of energy-efficient
appliances. As the summer season is approaching
its peak, heavy and consistent loads are leading to
feeder and transformer tripping and damage. LCCI
stressed that LESCO must regularly upgrade its
systems to ensure uninterrupted power supply and
stable voltage during peak demand seasons.

The LCCI office-bearers welcomed the launch
of the LESCO mobile app and requested that its
key features be shared with members to save time
and improve service access. They also urged LES-
CO to appoint a dedicated focal person to facilitate
swift communication between Chamber members
and relevant LESCO officials for the timely resolu-
tion of complaints.

Many people have written complaints about the
issue of inaccurate electricity billing. They blamed
the meter reader is deliberately capturing unclear
images, leading to incorrect readings and inflated
bills for customers. Despite clear instructions from
the Power Ministry, this practice persists.

In a significant move to tackle the rising threat of
cybercrime, the Government of Pakistan has formally
established the National Cyber Crime Investigation
Agency (NCCIA) as an independent institution with
full authority to investigate and act against cyber-
related offences across the country

he government has set up the National
Cyber Crime Investigation Agency (NC-
CIA) to combat and manage the threat
of cybercrimes in the country, which is a
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Tgi' rapidly growing and diverse issue that transcends
— borders. The Agency aims not only to curb cyber-

crime but also to define cybercrime according to
modern-day needs. There is no precise definition
of cybercrime, and most of the time, offenders get
protection under it. In Pakistan, cybercrime has
significantly risen over the last twenty years.

In a significant move to tackle the rising threat
of cybercrime, the Government of Pakistan has
formally established the National Cyber Crime
Investigation Agency (NCCIA) as an independent
institution with full authority to investigate and act
against cyber-related offences across the country.

Previously a part of the Federal Investigation
Agency (FIA), the cybercrime unit has now been
elevated to an autonomous body due to the in-
creasing incidents of online fraud, harassment,
digital blackmail, identity theft, fake websites, and
social media crimes.

According to an official statement from the
FIA spokesperson, all responsibilities related to
cybercrime prevention, investigation, and enforce-
ment will now be exclusively handled by the newly
formed NCCIA. The FIA’s Cyber Crime Wing has
been officially dissolved, and citizens are advised
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to contact NCCIA for all future complaints and
queries regarding cyber offences.

The newly established agency is tasked with re-
sponding promptly to reports of suspicious online
activity or cybercrimes. Citizens can reach out to
the NCCIA Helpdesk via phone at 051-9106691 or
email at helpdesk@nr3c.gov.pk.

The spokesperson emphasised that the FIA no
longer deals with cybercrime matters and encour-
aged the public to visit the nearest NCCIA Circle
Office for any complaints or guidance related to
cybercrimes.

This move is expected to streamline operations
and enhance the country’s capacity to combat dig-
ital threats in an increasingly connected world.

The establishment of the NCCIA as an inde-
pendent agency separate from the FIA Cyber Wing
is a relatively new development in Pakistan's law
enforcement structure. Founded in May 2024, the
NCCIA represents the government’s commitment
to fighting cybercriminal activities and improving
cybersecurity. The Agency will lead investigations
into cybercrimes such as hacking, cyberbullying,
financial fraud, and social media abuse, aiming
to enhance Pakistan’s cybersecurity framework
through collaboration with government depart-
ments and private organisations.

Under the provisions of the NCCIA, the agen-
cy is expected to coordinate international relations
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on cybercrime matters, including sharing informa-
tion with other countries’ law enforcement agen-
cies and requesting assistance in investigations.
The NCCIA is also set to integrate into the Feder-
al Investigation Agency (FLA), replacing the exist-

ing cybercrime wing to create a more specialised
and focused agency on cybercrime.

However, concerns exist regarding the poten-
tial infringement on citizens’ privacy rights, espe-
cially in monitoring social media activity. There
are apprehensions about the duplication of effort
and increased expenditure compared to the FIA's
cybercrime wing. Despite these reservations, the
establishment of the NCCIA is seen as necessary
to combat cybercrime and create a safe digital en-
vironment. The Agency’s primary function is to
prevent crimes like identity theft, hacking, and
financial fraud, which pose significant threats to
Pakistan’s population.

A dedicated cybercrime investigation agency
can equip investigators with the necessary skills
and knowledge to address cyber threats effectively.
Modern techniques can be employed to gather ev-
idence, and centralised coordination can enhance
cooperation between the government and stake-
holders. The NCCIA can play a crucial role in
monitoring and regulating media content to com-
bat disinformation and fake news, raising public
awareness about the risks associated with spread-
ing false information. Collaboration with various
platforms and companies can lead to the creation
of laws governing undesirable content.

To be successful, the NCCIA will need to serve
as a centralised hub for coordinating intelligence
and fostering cooperation among different organ-

A study conducted on the new Agency showed
that investing in technology and training for ad-
vanced cyber forensics is essential, along with
incorporating cybersecurity education to reduce
vulnerabilities. Strengthening laws to support cy-
bercrime investigations is crucial to effectively
combat emerging cyber threats. International co-
operation is essential in addressing global cyber-
crime issues, and Pakistan must engage with other
nations to participate in joint operations against
transnational cybercrime. Proper implementation
of the Cyber Security Policy 2021 is vital for the
effectiveness of the NCCIA. Bridging gaps in pol-
icy execution and inter-agency coordination can
enhance Pakistan's cybersecurity efforts and ad-
dress modern threats in the digital landscape.

The study examines various sources to assess
the current state of cybersecurity in Pakistan. The
research indicates that Pakistan is vulnerable to
cyber threats from countries like India, Russia,
and Israel due to its lack of advanced information
technology (IT), ineffective policy enforcement,
and insufficient progress in IT education. To ad-

dress these challenges, Pakistan must prioritise
the development of cyber technology, improve
its technological capabilities, educate its popula-
tion in advanced IT skills, and draw lessons from
the cybersecurity strategies of developed nations.
It is essential to enforce existing laws, policies,
and penalties effectively to combat hacking and
other cybercrimes, safeguarding the government,
financial institutions, military installations, and
citizens’ data from cyber threats. Establishing a
new regulatory body to monitor and address cy-
ber crimes at the national and international levels
could further enhance cybersecurity measures.

It is noted that the conviction rate in cyber-
crime cases over the past five years has remained
below 5 percent, with only a minuscule proportion
of Pakistan’s mobile and internet users reporting
digital crimes to authorities.

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Leading mobile phone distributors in Pakistan have ceased business dealings with itel due
to allegations of a substantial amount of unsold inventory valued at over Rs 10 billion.
Sources within itel Pakistan have disclosed that this excess stock has resulted in significant
financial losses to local partners. itel, a Chinese mobile phone manufacturer, outsources
the production of phones in Pakistan through third-party assembly. The company is
currently experiencing a notable decline in business within Pakistan. Sources inside the
company have disclosed that agreements made with three Pakistani manufacturing firms
in early 2024 to produce mobile phones worth Rs 10 billion have led to losses because of
internal policies of the company and intense market competition.

Incompetence and corruption within itel's leadership have also
come to light. itel's manufacturing partners are contemplating direct sales to recover
potential losses. This situation could result in substantial financial setbacks for itel's
partners and potentially impact the company's market position in Pakistan.
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hinese mobile phone manufacturer itel

is reportedly facing a significant business

downturn in Pakistan, according to an ex-

clusive investigative report. To address the
crisis, itel allegedly tried to sell the substantial inven-
tory to another local mobile phone company. How-
ever, sources indicate that this Pakistani company
declined the offer to acquire itel's stocl.

Insiders in the market indicate that financial
strain on distributors has led to a widespread refusal
among mobile phone dealers to purchase more itel
stock, which resulted in a drastic drop in the market
prices of the company’s mobile phones.

A prominent mobile phone dealer, speaking anon-
ymously, accused the Chinese company of commit-
ting a second instance of “fraud” in Palkistan under
the itel brand, citing flawed policies and inexperience.

Additionally, sources within itel reportedly con-
firmed the struggle to sell the unsold billions-worth
of mobile phone stock. Another Pakistani company,
Barq Telecom, was approached to take on the inven-
tory but reportedly declined. A major Karachi-based
mobile phone dealer mentioned that itel mobile
phone sales have stagnated nationwide, with the
company producing an excess of devices in Pakistan,
surpassing market demand. This overproduction is
cited as the primary reason for the financial losses
incurred by the Pakistani distribution partners. The
unfolding situation poses a significant challenge to
itel’s presence in the Pakistani market and raises con-
cerns about the financial stability of the affected lo-
cal distributors. The industry awaits further develop-
ments to see how itel plans to address this crisis and
compensate its Pakistani partners for the substantial
losses incurred. The report indicates that itel’s mobile
phone sales have stagnated, leaving its Pakistani man-
ufacturing partners burdened with unsold inventory
exceeding Rs 10 billion. This situation has allegedly
resulted in losses amounting to hundreds of millions
of rupees to these local companies.

Insiders at itel point towards unsuccessful admin-
istrative changes implemented after 2024 as a key
factor. It is claimed that new management personnel
made unilateral decisions that led to substantial finan-
cial losses for the company. Furthermore, allegations
of inexperience and corruption have surfaced against
current administrative officers, who are accused of
favouring one local partner at the expense of three
other distributors, causing them billions in losses and
severely damaging itel's overall business in Pakistan.

The broader Pakistani mobile phone market has
also been facing a crisis for the last six months. This
downturn is attributed to both local and Chinese
mobile phone companies importing excessive stock,
leading to an oversupply in the market, coupled with
a decrease in consumer demand for mobile phones

itel’s senior official in Pakistan,
Asim Jamil, stated that they
have a commercial agreement
with their channel partners and
are not obligated to disclose
their actions.

in Pakistan. This demand-supply mismatch has sig-
nificantly impacted the sales of many Chinese mobile
phone companies in the country. itel, having already
manufactured a large volume of devices, is now strug-
gling to offload this stock, consequently harming its
local manufacturing partners.

One of the affected manufacturing partners con-
firmed that a substantial amount of stock produced
months ago remains in their warehouses. Repeated
attempts to reach itel’s Sales Head in Pakistan, Asim
Jamil, for a satisfactory response have been unsuc-
cessful. Sources suggest that itel’s representative in
Pakistan, Mr. Vicky, and other administrative officials
are aware of the situation but may not be prioritising
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it due to the company not having directly invested the
capital for the manufacturing,

Adding to the woes, it has been reported that itel
has allegedly violated agreements with its channel
partners for the second time, causing severe financial
distress to those involved in manufacturing its mobile

ufacturing companies have confirmed that itel has
billions of rupees worth of stock in the market, with
an additional over PKR 10 billion worth of maobile
phones in manufacturers’ warehouses.

phones. Another manufacturing partner claimed to
have over PKR 3.5 billion worth of itel devices in
their warehouses, fearing massive losses if this stock
is not sold soon. They indicated that they are con-
sidering direct sales to the market to mitigate the ad-
verse effects of the situation and are attempting final
negotiations with itel. However, they also echoed the
sentiment that an individual named Jamil within Itel
is purportedly favouring one partner to the detriment
of others.

Representatives from mobile phone sales com-
panies, distributors, and dealers have corroborated
the sharp decline in demand for itel mobile phones
in recent months, noting a lack of significant effort
from the company to boost sales. Several dealers
have accused the current itel management of being
engaged in activities other than focusing on mobile
phone sales. One major dealer stated that the current
head of the company is primarily focused on drawing
a large salary with little interest in increasing sales. A
major channel partner and distributor for itel revealed
that the three major local manufacturing companies
have approached Pakistani dealers and distributors,
offering them the stock directly at significantly re-
duced prices. Negotiations between these parties are
reportedly underway.

They said that
granting authoritarian powers to tax authorities
to freeze bank accounts, seal business premises,
and confiscate properties without consulting the
business community will not increase revenue. In-
stead, it is likely to decline revenue collection.

They demanded that the government reverse
the move before they ran out of patience. Grant-
ing unbridled powers to officials instead of imple-
menting institutional reforms amounts to a decla-
ration of war against the business community.

The business leaders explained that under the
ordinance, the Federal Board of Revenue (FBR)
now has the authority to freeze bank accounts,
seize business documents, attach movable and im-
movable properties, and arrest taxpayers without
court approval. The Islamabad Chamber of Com-
merce and Industry (ICCI) has rejected the Tax
Ordinance 2025, which grants sweeping powers to
the FBR, including freezing bank accounts, seal-
ing business premises, and confiscating properties.

President of the ICCI, Nasir Mansoor Qureshi,
voiced concern over the recently promulgated Tax
Laws (Amendment) Ordinance 2025 and rejected
it as regressive, unconstitutional, and destructive
to the country’s fragile economy. He emphasised
that this was not just an ICCI concern, but a uni-
fied stance of the entire business community.

President Qureshi criticised the ordinance for
granting sweeping powers to the FBR, describing
it as a blatant violation of due process and con-
stitutional protections. He warned that such un-
checked authority creates fear, disrupts commerce,
and undermines business confidence.

He also questioned the timing of the ordinance,
which was passed through a presidential order just
days before Parliament was scheduled to convene,
raising doubts about the government’s intent and
respect for democratic norms. President Qureshi
demanded the immediate withdrawal of the or-
dinance and urged the government to engage in
a transparent, parliamentary process and consult
business stakeholders in the formulation of any
future tax reforms.

The Federal B Area Association of Trade and
Industries (FBATI) has also rejected the Tax Laws
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2025, describing it as
undemocratic, unconstitutional, and harmful to
industries. President FBATI Sheikh Muhammad
Tehnseen denounced the Ordinance as it delegat-

ed disproportionate authority to the FBR, espe-
cially regarding tax recovery.

Former ICCI head Shahid Rasheed Butt de-
manded the immediate withdrawal of the Ordi-
nance and thorough review into its provisions and
stressed that any legislative action should be taken
while taking the business community in loop.

Sheikh Umer Rehan, Chairman of the Pakistan
Vanaspati Manufacturers Association (PVMA),
strongly condemned the recent amendments to
the Income Tax Law 2025, calling it a direct threat
to investor confidence, constitutional rights, and
democratic values in Pakistan.

The president of the North Karachi Associa-
tion of Trade and Industry (NKATT), Faisal Moiz
Khan, has rejected the recently enacted Tax Laws
(Amendment) Ordinance 2025, stating that it was
issued without stakeholder consultation and par-
liamentary debate. He warned that the ordinance
could destroy the economy.

Faisal Moiz Khan expressed deep concern over
the ordinance, stating that it undermines the sanc-
tity of court decisions, violates taxpayers’ consti-
tutional right to a fair hearing, and promotes a co-
ercive tax system.

He criticised the government for granting the
FBR. powers under the ordinance that allows it
to freeze bank accounts, seize properties, and
seal factories of any business entity without prior
notice or warning. He demanded the immediate
withdrawal of the ordinance and urged the gov-
ernment to hold discussions involving elected rep-
resentatives and industry stakeholders.

The Large Taxpayer Office (LTO) Islamabad
remained open to recover taxes from telecom com-
panies after the ordinance was passed. Senior FBR
officials also visited LTO Islamabad to oversee the

Tecovery process.

The FBR. was prepared to enforce tax recov-
ery by attaching the bank accounts of two telecom
companies under the LTO Islamabad jurisdiction.
However, a settlement was reached, and the com-
panies agreed to pay the recoverable amounts as
per court orders.

In one case, a cellular company agreed to pay
the due amount in billions to the FBR following an
order from the Islamabad High Court (IHC). An-
other case, involving a telecom joint venture, relat-
ed to the payment of withholding tax on mergers.

The IHC order stated that the inclusion of tele-
com companies in the definition of “industrial un-

dertaking” by the Finance Act 2021 did not affect
the tax year in question. As such, the FBR was
justified in treating the tax collected on imported
plant and machinery as minimum tax liability and
disallowing the adjustment claimed by the com-
pany.

The company had claimed initial depreciation,
normal depreciation on fixed assets, and amortisa-
tionon intangible assets, but the assessing officer
found these claims were not in line with the In-
come Tax Rules, 2002, and disallowed them.

The IHC ruling stated that the FBR's decision
to disallow the amount of Rs 868,089,293 was
legally justified. The Appellate Tribunal Inland
Revenue had appropriately applied the legal prin-
ciples, and there were no legal issues with their
decision.

The IHC also clarified that if a cellular compa-
1y pays a tax imposed by the government, which is
essentially the customer’s liability, it cannot treat
the payment as its own deductible expense, even
if the company recovers the amount from the cus-
tomer.

It may be mentioned that the federal govern-
ment has promulgated “Tax Laws (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2025" for immediate/ sudden recov-
ery from taxpayers’ bank accounts or other mov-
able/ immovable properties and sealing of busi-
ness premises without any further notice.

The Ordinance has also empowered the Feder-
al Board of Revenue (FBR) to depute tax officials
at manufacturing/ business premises to monitor
production, supply, and stock of unsold goods.

“Tax would become immediately payable once
decided by a High Court or Supreme Court of Pa-
kistan, overriding any timeline given by other laws
or judgments,” a tax expert explained.

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[t is a vicious attitude to announce
the price of wheat, which is now
selling for around Rs 2200 to
Rs 2700 per maund, while flour
is selling at Rs 120 per kg. Flour
mills, chakki owners, and
middlemen have earned billions of
rupees by ignoring farmers’ hard
work and efforts day and night
The mafia almost anmually triggers a major sugar
crisis by manipulating supply chains and exploiting
government policies. Mill owners repeatedly hoard

sugar, underreport production, and engage in fraud-
ulent exports to receive subsidies.

Despite revelations, punitive action against the
perpetrators has always been minimal, illustrating
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the deep entrenchment of the sugar mafia within the
political system.

Shahid Butt mentioned that while consumers
face inflated prices, sugarcane farmers also suffer
under the mafia’s control. Farmers often struggle to
receive fair payments, as mill owners delay payments
and force them to sell at lower rates. Many farmers
have no choice but to accept unfavourable terms or
face financial ruin. This exploitation discourages
agricultural productivity and further deepens rural
poverty.

‘With sugar prices remaining volatile for consum-
ers and no long-term solution in sight, the impact of
this exploitation extends to households, small busi-
nesses, and the overall economy. Pakistan, one of the
highest consumers of sugar in the region, is enduring
the worst of this price manipulation.

Over the years, successive governments have
promised action against the sugar mafia, but real
investigative commissions have provided damning
evidence, the lack of vigorous enforcement and ac-
countability allows the mafia to continue its opera-
tions with little consequence.
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Reforms in the sugar industry, such as trans-
parent pricing mechanisms, strict regulations on
hoarding, and fair trade practices, are crucial. These
reforms can protect farmers and consumers; until
they are implemented, the sugar mafia will contime
to exploit Pakistan's economy. However, with these
reforms, there is hope for change and relief for ordi-
nary citizens.

Even political leaders and parties have con-
demned the inept Punjab government for the eco-
nomic hardship faced by farmers due to its flawed
and anti-people policies. They have strongly de-
nounced the harassment and use of force against
farmers.

In a strong-worded reaction to the farmers’ pro-
tests against the government’s delay in procuring
wheat and harassment of farmers, they vehemently
denounced the detention of the Punjab Kissan Board
head and the harassment of farmer leaders through
illegal raids at their homes. The farmers were co-
erced into selling wheat in the open market at a price
far lower than the officially fixed rate due to the in-
competent government’s faulty and anti-poor poli-
cies regarding wheat procurement.

Surprisingly, the govern-
ment had previously allowed millers to export sugar
under the condition that domestic prices would not
exceed Rs140/kg. However, the sugar mafia's price
manipulation has led to a significant breach of this
agreement. Moreover, the local sugar market is re-
portedly facing a surplus in stock, yet no decisive ac-
tion has been taken by the government to curb rising
prices or intervene in the market. In response to the
crisis, the district administration launched a series of
raids aimed at seizing illegally stored sugar. Several
unauthorized warehouses were targeted, and thou-
sands of sugar bags were confiscated.

Also, the payment in this deal has to be in toto.

2) Bai Muajjal: In Bai Muajjal, the price of an
item is payable on a deferred basis, either lump sum
or in instalments. It is necessary, however, in this
dealing that the price and date of payment must be
fixed.

3) Bai Murabaha: This is a financial dealing in
which a person purchases a commodity at a certain
price, adds to it a sum at the determined rate and
then sells it to another person. The critical differ-
ence between this dealing and riba is that the prod-
uct must not be currency.

4) Sharakat (Partnership): Here, a fixed amount
of capital is set between two or more persons, shar-
ing equally both the loss and profit in the business
according to a fixed ratio. The critical point in this
type of dealing is that the business must be lawful.
However, there are also other conditions like part-
ners must be sound and mature, mutual agreement
between the partners and the rate of profit and loss
is predetermined.

J) Modarabah: In this type of dealing, one per-
son provides money or capital (known as rabb ul
maal) to another person as an investment in a com-
mercial project. The condition in this type of finan-
cial dealing is that the rate of profit sharing has to
be set beforehand.

6) Ljara: Ijara is an Arabic word which means
“wages”. It is to gain profits from a thing. This is
the very purpose of Ijara. The thing, in this regard,
may be a physical commodity or the service of an
individual.

he Pakistan Telecommunication Authority

(PTA) has officially launched the licensing

process for VPN service providers under

the Class License for the Provision of Data
Services in Pakistan framework. This move marks a
significant step in the country’s efforts to regulate and
monitor internet-based services according to global
standards. The PTA has already granted Class Li-
censes to three companies for offering VPN services,
setting a precedent for other providers in the sector.
These licenses are expected to enhance accountabili-
ty, data privacy, and transparency, contributing to the
overall goal of streamlining digital services nation-
wide. The formal licensing of VPN providers comes
at a time when the use of encrypted virtual networks
is growing among businesses and individuals for se-
cure commmumnication, data protection, and remote
work capabilities. By bringing VPIN services under
regulation, the PTA aims to balance digital freedom
with national security, ensuring compliance with le-
gal standards while providing uninterrupted and se-
cure access 1O uUsers.

The PTA has issued a clear advisory to exist-
ing VPN service providers operating without a li-
cense, urging them to obtain the necessary approval
promptly. Failure to comply could result in service
disruptions and enforcement actions. Timely regis-
tration is emphasized to protect businesses and cli-
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ents from interruptions and ensure continued access
to essential services. This initiative also aims to pre-
vent the misuse of VPNs for unauthorized activities,
such as bypassing internet restrictions or engaging in
unmonitored data transmission. Licensing will en-
able the PTA to exert better oversight of the digital
landscape and help companies secure their opera-
tions in an increasingly cyber-threat-prone environ-
ment.

For entities looking to regularize their opera-
tions, the PTA has simplified and made the licensing
criteria, and application forms are available on the
official PTA website for interested parties to start
the application process immediately. The Authority
remains committed to promoting legal, secure, and
high-quality digital services in Pakistan. This move
has been welcomed by cybersecurity professionals
and data service providers as a necessary step to-
ward building a more robust and secure ICT infra-
structure. Regulated VPN usage ensures that busi-
nesses can operate confidently, especially in sectors
handling sensitive data like finance, healthcare, and
e-commerce.

The PTA’s initiative aligns with broader digital
policy objectives, which include creating a safer inter-
net environment, promoting responsible technology
use, and enhancing service quality for end-users. It
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also opens up opportunities for legal VPN providers
to enter the Pakistani market under clear guidelines,
fostering competition and innovation in the sector.

‘With the introduction of VPN services licensing, Pa-
kistan moves closer to aligning its digital governance
with international standards, building trust among
users and service providers. In parallel, the PTA
has intensified efforts to combat the dissemination
of anti-state and extremist content on social media
platforms, a significant move to secure the country’s
digital landscape. An official statement from a PTA
spokesperson revealed that over 13,000 videos pro-
moting extremist agendas have been blocked on Tik-
Tok. Additionally, the PTA has taken action against
3,941 TikTok URLs associated with banned organi-
zations, further tightening control over digital con-
tent that poses a threat to national security.

In a broader effort, the PTA reported the removal
of 13,017 more videos containing content undermin-
ing security agencies. These actions follow increased
concerns about harmful and disruptive online con-
tent, particularly after incidents like the Jafar Express
tragedy. Following this event, the PTA engaged ma-
jor social media platforms, including Facebook, You-
Tube, and TikTok, urging them to take immediate
and robust action against fake news dissemination.
In response to the tragedy, the PTA identified 1,342
TURLs involved in spreading anti-state propaganda.

The PTA has focused surveillance efforts on
identifying and removing content related to the Ba-
lochistan Liberation Army (BLA) and other extrem-
ist groups, particularly content shared in March. To
date, over 113,000 URLs linked to anti-state narra-
tives have been blocked, demonstrating the PTA’s
ongoing commitment to combating harmful con-
tent and propaganda online. The spokesperson con-
firmed that monitoring and blocking such content
continues, with security agencies filing complaints
that prompt swift action.

The PTA maintains that social media platforms
should not be used to spread terrorist narratives or
undermine the state. In its latest statement, the au-
thority reiterated its commitment to taking aggres-
sive measures to prevent such content from circu-
lating online, ensuring that digital platforms in the
country do not harbor content that incites violence,
promotes extremism, or challenges Pakistan's sover-
eignty.

The PTA’s initiative aligns with
broader digital policy objectives,
which include creating a safer
internet environment, promot-
ing responsible technology use,
and enhanecing service quality for
end-users.

high prices. Moreover, low digital literacy across
numerous regions and segments of society, along
with the high cost of devices, has stymied digital
adoption within the country, undermining Paki-
stan's technological competitiveness at the global
level. The present coalition government is paying
special attention to information technology (IT)
and has earmarked over Rs79 billion for it in the
budget for 2024-25, the highest allocation in the
country’s history.

The sector is expected to touch $3.5 billion in
exports this year, and the government is planning
to enhance its exports to $ 7 billion in the years
to come, as asserted by Finance Minister, Senator
Muhammad Aurangzeb in his budget speech for
the year 2024-25.

Over Rs19 billion would be utilised for estab-
lishing an IT Park in Karachi and a Technology
Park in Islamabad. In addition, Rs two billion
would be spent on the Pakistan Software Export
Board (PSEB) and Rs20 billion on Digital Infra-
structure Information, the minister added. There
is no denying the fact that during the past decade,
Pakistan has witnessed a significant increase in
internet penetration, with internet users growing
to 111.0 million at the start of 2024, as stated by
Data Portal, a website publishing the Global Dig-
ital reports series.

It says Pakistan was home to 71.70 million so-
cial media users in January 2024, equating to 29.5
percent of the total population. A total of 188.9
million cellular mobile connections were active in
Pakistan in early 2024, with this figure equivalent
to 77.8 percent of the total population.

Meanwhile, Pakistan’s startup ecosystem has
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also been gaining momentum in recent years, with
numerous incubators, accelerators, and co-work-
ing spaces emerging across major cities like Kara-
chi, Lahore, and Islamabad.

In addition, Pakistan’s e-commerce market is
growing rapidly, driven by increasing online shop-
ping, digital payments, and a rise in the number
of online marketplaces, while digital payment sys-
tems have also expanded, providing convenient
payment solutions for online transactions.

Many startups of IT companies and the youth
need the support of the government to strength-
en the Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs)
sector and boost the country’s digital economy,
as stated by Ahsan Zafar. Likewise, Pakistan has
a significant pool of skilled professionals in areas
like software development, graphic design, and
content writing. Freelance platforms have enabled
Pakistani freelancers to access global markets, pro-
viding services to clients worldwide.

ticated version of the Triada Trojan
preinstalled on counterfeit Android
martphones allegedly sold through
unauthorised retailers. Embedded in the system
firmware, the malware operates undetected and
enables attackers to fully control infected devic-
es. More than 2,600 users worldwide have been
affected. Kaspersky develops and sells antivirus,

/& internet security, password management, endpoint
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security, and other cybersecurity products and ser-
vices.

Unlike typical mobile malware delivered via
malicious apps, this Triada variant is integrated
into the system framework, infiltrating every run-
ning process. It enables a wide range of malicious
activity, including stealing messaging and social
media accounts, Telegram, TikTok, Facebook, and
Instagram. Sending and deleting messages in apps
like WhatsApp and Telegram. Substituting cryp-
tocurrency wallet addresses, redirecting phone
calls by spoofing caller IDs. Monitoring browser
activity and injecting links. And also intercepting,
sending, and deleting SMS messages and enabling
premium SMS charges. Downloading and execut-
ing additional payloads and blocking network con-
nections to potentially bypass anti-fraud systems.

“The Triada Trojan has evolved into one of the
most advanced threats in the Android ecosystem,”
said Dmitry Kalinin, malware analyst at Kasper-
sky Threat Research. “This new version infiltrates
the device at the firmware level—before it even
reaches the user—pointing to a supply chain com-
promise. According to the analysis of the open
sources, attackers have already funneled at least
$270,000 in stolen cryptocurrency to their wallets,
though the actual total may be higher due to the
use of untraceable coins like Monero.”

First discovered in 2016, Triada has continual-
ly evolved, leveraging system-level privileges to ex-
ecute fraud, hijack SMS authentication, and evade
detection. This latest campaign marks a concern-
ing escalation, as attackers potentially exploit sup-
ply chain flaws to deploy firmware-level malware
on counterfeit devices.

In another report, in 2024, as digital financial
transactions continued to expand worldwide, cy-
bercriminals shifted their focus toward mobile de-
vices and crypto assets. According to Kaspersky's
new Financial Cyberthreats report, the number
of users encountering mobile banking Trojans
rose by 3.6 times compared to 2023, while cryp-
to-related phishing detections climbed by 83.4%.
Kaspersky antiphishing technologies prevented
10,706,340 attempts to follow a cryptocurren-
cy-themed phishing link, an 83.4% increase over
the 2023 figure of 5,838,499. As cryptocurrency
popularity continues to grow, the number of at-
tacks is only ever going to get larger.

Meanwhile, PC-focused malware saw a decline
in traditional banking attacks but a surge in cryp-
to-asset theft. This data comes from Kaspersky's
new Financial Cyberthreats report for 2024.

In 2024, online fraudsters continued to lure
users to phishing and scam pages that mimicked
the websites of popular brands and financial or-
ganisations. Banks were the most popular lure in
2024, accounting for 42.6% of financial phishing
attempts (compared to 38.5% in 2023). Amazon
Online Shopping was mimicked by 33.2% of all
phishing and scam pages targeting online store
users in 2024, making it the most popular online
brand target for fraudsters. Apple’s share of at-
tacks dropped nearly 3% from last year’s figure to
15.7%, while Netflix scams grew slightly to 16%.
Meanwhile, fraudsters’ interest in the Alibaba
marketplace increased, its share going up from
3.2% in 2023 to 8% in 2024.

Payment systems were mimicked in 19.3% of
financial phishing attacks detected and blocked
by Kaspersky products in 2024 (19.9% in 2023).
Once again, PayPal was the most targeted brand,
however, the ratio of attacks related to it fell from
54.7% to 37.5%. Attacks targeting Mastercard, on
the contrary, nearly doubled from 16.6% in 2023
to 30.5% in 2024.

er (62.9%), Grandoreiro (17.1%), CliptoShuffler
(9.5%) and BitStealer (1.3%). Grandoreiro is a
full-fledged banking Trojan that targeted 1,700
banks and 276 crypto wallets in 45 countries and
territories around the globe in 2024.

In 2024, the number of users who encountered
mobile banking Trojans grew 3.6 times compared
to 2023: from 69,200 to 247,949, with malicious
activity significantly increasing in the second half
of 2024. The most active Trojan-Banker family in
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2024 was Mamont (36.7%).

“In 2024, financial phishing and scams in-
creased in numbers and reached a new level of so-
phistication, unleashing waves of attacks on users.
Fraudsters are increasingly leveraging fake brands
and services to get user data, and the popularity of
smartphones for financial transactions only fuels
their appetite. Looking ahead, we expect financial
phishing to become even more personalized and
targeted, focusing on exploiting vulnerabilities in
everyday digital habits, which will demand in-
creased vigilance and thorough approaches to pro-
tection,” comments Olga Svistunova, senior web
content analyst at Kaspersky.

£ farms to crack down

This crackdown on SIM farms is a crucial step in
enhancing digital security and public trust.

he UK Government has announced a ban
on SIM farms, making it the first such re-
striction in Europe. SIM farms are devic-
es that house hundreds of SIM cards and
enable mass sending of texts or calls at a low cost.
‘While they can have legitimate business uses, such as
managing IoT devices, they are increasingly utilised
for fraud and cybercrime. Criminals exploit SIM
farms to send millions of scam texts impersonating
banks, delivery firms, and government agencies, ac-
cording to the Department for Science, Innovation,
and Technology (DSIT). The ban, scheduled to take
effect later this year, follows concerns raised by tele-
coms regulator Ofcom. The government will also
introduce new measures to block scam texts that
spoof legitimate organisations’ sender IDs. Minister
for Cyber, Viscount Camrose, stated that the move
demonstrates the UK's commitment to “leading the
world in stopping fraud at the source.” Penalties for
violating the new rules could include heavy fines.
This crackdown on SIM farms is a crucial step
in enhancing digital security and public trust. The
widespread use of SIM farms by fraudsters poses
a growing threat across Europe, where mass SMS
scams have seen a sharp rise. In 2023 alone, the UK's
National Cyber Security Centre (NCSC) reported
that phishing and smishing scams had doubled com-
pared to 2022. Without intervention, experts warn
that the issue could undermine efforts to build safer
digital econormies.
The ban also signifies increasing regulatory mo-
mentum in the technology sector. Other countries
may soon follow suit, particularly as the EU recently
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proposed new rules against unsolicited commumica-
a risk that legitimate businesses using SIM farms for
legal purposes could be impacted, the urgent need to
protect consumers outweighs these concerns. By tak-
ing decisive action, the UK is setting a strong exam-
ple for the rest of Europe to prioritise cybersecurity
over convenience.

Recent UK government data underscores the ur-
gency of the ban. Fraud increased by 19% last year
and now constitutes more than 40% of all reported
crimes in England and Wales. Lord Hanson states:
“T'wo-thirds of British adults say they've received a
suspicious message on their phone — equivalent to
more than 35 million people —which is why cracking
down on SIM farms is vital to protecting the public.”

Rachel Andrews, Head of Corporate Security
at Vodafone UK, shared that the company blocked
more than 73.5 million suspected scam messages
in 2024 and over 38.5 million in the first months of
2025.

“As an industry, UK telecoms operators have
blocked more than one billion suspected scam mes-
sages since 2023,” she added. “However, we cannot
fully tackle fraud in isolation; collaboration between
industry and government is crucial. It is a really im-
portant step taken by the Home Office, and we fully
support the inclusion of SIM farms in the upcoming
legislation.”

The move has been widely welcomed by both the
telecommunications industry and law enforcement
agencies. Nick Sharp, Deputy Director for Fraud
at the National Crime Agency (NCA), described
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the ban as “a vital tool to step up our fight against
fraudsters, target the services they rely on, and better
protect the public.”

Matt Stanton, Global VP at BioCatch, high-
lighted the scale of the threat: “SIM farms aren't
just shady. They're industrial-scale crime machines.
They pump out scam texts, power fake accounts, and
help fraudsters steal millions in minutes. Fraud is the
UK’s most common crime, exploding across Europe.
If other countries don't act fast, they leave the door
open for scammers. The UK just raised the bar. Now
it's Europe’s turn to follow.”

The new offence will make the possession or sup-
ply of SIM farms illegal without a legitimate reason,
closing a critical loophole exploited by criminals.

The penalties are severe: unlimited fines in En-
gland and Wales and £5,000 fines in Scotland and
Northern Ireland. The ban will provide law enforce-
ment and industry partners with much-needed clar-
ity and the legal backing to act decisively against
those enabling mass fraud.

Lord Hanson reiterated the government’s com-
mitment: “Fraud devastates lives, and I am deter-
mined to take the decisive action necessary to protect
the public from these shameful criminals. It marks a
leap forward in our fight against fraud and will pro-
vide law enforcement and industry partners the clari-
ty they need to protect the public from this shameful
crime.” The government’s approach underscores the
importance of collaboration between industry and
public authorities. Rachel of Vodafone UK noted,
“Collaboration between industry and government is
crucial. This is a really important step taken by the
Home Office, and we fully support the inclusion of
SIM farms in the upcoming legislation.”

The ban aims to set a precedent for other Euro-
pean countries, with industry leaders urging rapid
adoption of similar measures across the continent to
close off avenues for large-scale fraud.

By banning SIM farms, the UK is taking decisive
action to protect businesses and consumers from
sophisticated, large-scale fraud. The move is widely
supported by both industry and law enforcement.

The expectation is that the ban moving forward
will serve as a model for anti-fraud strategies across
Europe. The UK is set to become the first country
in FEurope to ban the possession and supply of SIM
farms under new legislation confirmed by the gov-
ernment, but what is a SIM farm and how do they
work?

A SIM farm is a technical device that can hold
dozens, even hundreds, of SIM cards simultaneous-
ly. Criminals use them to send bulk scam texts, such
as phishing texts, to unsuspecting recipients or to set
up large mumbers of ‘verified’ online accounts.

These devices allow scammers to target people at
scale with fraudulent messages, significantly increas-
ing the chances of victims suffering financial loss. By
automating the process, criminals can reach thou-
sands of potential victims quickly and at a low cost.

For readers, we try to understand the 10G vs 5G
as gateways to the internet, Wi-Fi, Ethernet, and cel-
lular data have become as essential as electricity to
our daily lives. Yet, despite their ubiquity, the specif-
ics of how these technologies work remain a mys-
tery to many. This gap in understanding can lead to
confusion, especially with similar-looking terms like
10G vs 5G.

‘What is 10G7

10G stands for 10 Gbps (Gigabits per second)
internet speed.

10G represents the pinnacle of current residen-
tial internet speeds, primarily provided through fi-
ber internet service providers (ISPs).

The inception of the term '10G’ traces back to

‘What is 5G?

Deployed in 2018, 5G is the latest advancement
in mobile network technologies. Unlike 10G, where
the number signifies the speed (10 Gigabits per sec-
ond), 5G stands for the Fifth Generation of cellular
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side buildings, and 3G takes over outside or when
you're moving around. Having 10G means your
home network can handle ultra-fast internet speeds.
And while not impossible, whether you can achieve
10 Gbps over Wi-Fi depends on several factors, such
as having 10 G-capable equipment.

Simply put, the an-
swer is no, primarily because the “G” in each term
represents different concepts entirely.

In the context of 10G (10 gigabits per second),
the “G” signifies gigabits, a measure of data trans-
fer speed. This technology offers speeds that are ten
times faster than a 1 Gbps internet plan.

The “G” in G stands for the fifth generation of
cellular network technology.

Discussing 10G vs 5G is like comparing apples
to oranges. While both belong to the telecommumni-
cations spectrum (just as both are fruits), they serve
distinct purposes within the digital ecosystem.

10G excels in offering ultra-fast internet through
a phiysical fiber optic network connection, ideal for
homes and offices. It supports high-bandwidth activ-
ities and IoT (Internet of Things) devices.

On the other hand, 5G enhances mobile internet
speeds and connectivity on mobile devices. It also
supports IoT devices on the go or in areas where a
physical broadband connection is not feasible.

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GSMA calls for tax reforms in Pakistan’s
mobile sector in the upcoming budget

Karachi: The Global
System for Mobile Communi-
cations Association (GSMA),
a global association represent-
ing mobile network operators,
has written to the Govern-
ment of Pakistan urging tax
reforms in the mobile teleph-
ony sector ahead of the fed-
eral budget for 2025-26.

In a letter addressed to
Shaza Fatima Khawaja, Min-
ister for IT and Telecom,
GSMA highlighted the urgent
need for structural reforms to
support the telecom sector’s
sustainability and growth. The
letter, signed by Jeanette
Whyte, Head of Public Policy
and External Affairs at
GSMA, points to Pakistan’s
significant mobile usage gap
— currently at 59 percent, the
highest in South Asia.

“This means that although
mobile broadband coverage

reaches a large portion of the
population, about 74 percent
of those within coverage still
do not use mobile internet
services,” the letter explains.
The *usage gap” refers to peo-
ple who live in areas with mo-
bile broadband coverage but
do not actively use the service.

According to GSMA, mo-
bile operators in Pakistan are
overburdened with multiple
sector-specific fees and taxes,
which restrict their ability to
maintain service quality, ex-
pand coverage, and invest in
new technologies. The associ-
ation cited its analysis of 2024
data, which revealed that the
sector contributes around 42
percent of its revenue to taxes
and fees — 18 percent of
which comes from charges ex-
clusive to the telecom sector.
This figure significantly ex-
ceeds the South and Central

Asia average of 26 percent.

Despite these challenges,
the mobile sector in Pakistan
has made considerable
progress over the past decade,
with 4G coverage now reach-
ing nearly 84 percent of the
population. Mobile technol-
ogy has contributed to finan-
cial inclusion, education, and
job creation — key drivers of
socioeconomic development.

GSMA also emphasized
the economic potential of in-
creased mobile broadband
penetration, noting that a 10
percent rise could boost GDP
per capita by up to 2.43 per-
cent. The persistent usage gap,
however, remains a major bar-
rier to realizing this potential,
not only limiting economic
growth but also constraining
operator revenues and future
investments.

The organization warned

that the current tax structure
hinders affordability, espe-
cially for low-income popula-
tions, thereby stalling mobile
internet adoption.

“To close the usage gap,
Pakistan must undertake com-
prehensive reforms to reduce
sector-specific taxes and fees,”
the GSMA asserted. “A more
balanced tax framework
would promote digital inclu-
sion and enable maobile opera-
tors to invest in
next-generation technologies,
ultimately driving economic
transformation.”

The GSMA concluded by
urging the government to
seize this opportunity in the
upcoming budget to foster a
more enabling environment
for the telecom sector and to
unlock the full potential of
mobile connectivity in Pak-
istan.m

Al-Ghazi Tractors fined
Rs 40 million for mislead-
ing diesel savings claim

Islamabad: The Competi-
tion Commission of Pakistan
(CCP) has imposed a fine of Rs
40 million on Al-Ghazi Trac-
tors Ltd for disseminating a
misleading advertisement that
falsely claimed 30% diesel sav-
ings compared to competitors.

According to the CCP, the
company's advertisement incor-
rectly cited the Agricultural
Mechanization and Research
Institute (AMRI), Multan as
the source of the diesel effi-
ciency claim. Upon investiga-
tion, the institute confirmed
that it had not issued any such
certificate or endorsement to
Al-Ghazi.

The commission deter-
mined that Al-Ghazi's diesel-
saving claim was baseless and
unsubstantiated, amounting to

deceptive marketing that misled
consumers, particularly farmers
making significant one-time in-
vestments in tractors. The false
claim also included unfair com-
parisons with rival companies,
further misleading the public.

CCP Chairman Dr. Kabir
Sidhu stressed the serious con-
sequences of such misleading
practices, especially when they
affect small farmers who can be
financially burdened by decep-
tive claims. He urged all busi-
nesses to avoid collusion and
price-fixing, warning of strict
action against violators.

Consumers and stakehold-
ers are encouraged to report
cartelization and unfair prac-
tices to the Commission to en-
sure a fair and competitive
market environment. s
