These new reg-
ulations will not only address crypto assets but also
alongside emerging markets like the TUAE and Sin-
gapore, which have also established dedicated digital
asset regulatory bodies.

Asia to get Starlink internet service. Pakistan has giv-
en NoC to Elon Musk's Starlink, SpaceX's satellite
mternet service, to work in the country. Federal Min-
ister for Information Technology (IT) and Telecom-
mumnication Shaza Fatima Khawaja said that Starlink
services are expected to be operational by November
or December this year, implying Pakistan will be the
third country to get Starlink infernet service in Asia.

Starlink, SpaceX's satellite internet service, offi-
cially launched its operations in Bangladesh on May
20, 2025, marking a significant step towards im-
proved internet access across the nation. This launch
final approval for Starlink to provide satellite mter-
net services. The government’s Chief Adwviser, Mu-
hammad Yums, has even invited Elon Musk to bring
Starlink to Bangladesh.

The mtroduction of Starlink in Bangladesh aims
to provide high-speed, low-latency internet. It partic-
ularly targets areas with limited connectivity, includ-
ing rural and underserved regions. The service is also
an mnternet solution for nations, especially in times of
political unrest or disruptions.

Both packages promise unlimited data usage
with speeds reaching up to 300 Mbps. In addition to
the monthly subscription, users are required to pay
a one-time setup fee of Tk 47,000 for the necessary
equipment. This launch makes Bangladesh the sec-
ond country in South Asia, after Sn Lanka, to have
Starlink services. Approval of Starlink as a non-geo-
stationary orbit (INGSO) satellite provider serves as a
strategic move to strengthen digital inclusion across
“residential lite” Starlink plan in 15 states earlier this
vyear, SpaceX has quietly expanded it to over 30 US
states, including Alaska, parts of California and Tex-
as, and more of New England.

Residential lite costs $80 per month, which is sig-
nificantly cheaper than the regular residential plan,
which is $120 per month in the US. There are no data
caps, but download speeds are restricted to 50 to 100
Mbps. Subscribers can also face lower speeds during
peak usage hours. The company appears to have ex-
panded the lite program after it removed the waitlist
for Starlink's residential tier across the country. The
news highlights SpaceX's ongoing push to promote
reviews for its ability to deliver high-speed broadband
to rural and remote areas.

Omne factor holding Starlink back is its relatively
high costs, which previously included paying as much
as $599 for the satellite dish. However, SpaceX has

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During the visit, the Pakistani envoy received a
briefing on the ongoing discussions regarding
potential collaboration between Pakistan and SpaceX,
particularly the Starlink satellite internet project and
broader satellite technologies

to the headquarters of SpaceX, a leading American
aerospace and tech firm, based in Los Angeles. He
was accompanied by Asim Al Khan, Consul Gen-
eral of Pakistan in Los Angeles, and other officials
of the consulate. During the visit, the Pakistani en-
voy received a briefing on the ongoing discussions
regarding potential collaboration between Pakistan
and SpaceX, particularly the Starlink satellite internet
project and broader satellite technologies.

“The Pakistan delegation was warmly welcomed
at SpaceX Headqguarters by the Vice President of Star-
link Global Business Operations and the Director of
Global Business Development, who highlighted how
Starlink’s low-Earth orbit satellite infrastructure and
SpaceX’s commercial capabilities could support Pa-
Instan’s digital transformation,” read the statement.

Meanwhile, the ambassador reaffirmed Pakistan's
commitment to promoting inmovation-led develop-
hope that contimied engagement would lead to tan-
gible cooperation in space technology, digital infra-
structure, and commercial innovation, read a state-
ment from the Consulate General of Pakistan, Los
Angeles.

in Pakistan by November 2025.

“Following the license issuance, we will com-
mence the mnstallation of the necessary equipment,
and Starlink will be available in Pakistan from No-

Cariappa, who led Indian forces duning the coun-
try's first war with Pakistan in 1947, was previously
in the British Indian Army, like Ayub Khan. In fact,
EKhan served under Cariappa in 1945 when they were
both posted in Waziristan, in present-day Palustan.

Palastan's army is considered the most powerful
across nearly every sphere of society. It has ruled the
country directly for more than three decades since
independence in 1947.

The army chief is widely seen as the single most
powerful position in Pakistan, often overshadowing
long faced allegations of manipulating election re-
sults to support favoured candidates.

The industry
had requested tax rationalisation, mchiding a reduc-
tion in Withholding Tax (WHT) on subscribers and
a nationwide cohesion of General Sales Tax (GST)
rates on services. The telecom sector also sought the
harmonisation of GST rates for services across Islam-
dbad Capital Territory (ICT) and all provinces. The
industry proposed reinstating advance tax as per the
Fmance Act 2021 to boost the purchasing power of
the consumer, as many telecom users fall below the
taxable income threshold.

The sector highlighted administrative challeng-
es posed by the current tax system, such as complex
for cell sites, which mcrease costs and compliance bur-
dens. The sector suggested verifying tax collections to
ease the burden on tax authorities.
rather than a minimmm tax to prevent companies from
a total tax rate of 34.5%, with 15%from subscribers
and 19.5% as GST on services. The sector proposed
reducing the WHT from 15% to 10% in the budget
and gradually phasing out this tax.

The industry also suggested extending the min-

Other recommendations mcluded removing reg-
ulatory duties on non-locally manufactured telecom
the retail price list, as they do not import goods for di-
rect sale.

“Our
comprehensive proposals aim to coltivate a fair and
forward-locking fiscal environment that empowers
the telecom sector to coniribute even more effectively
to Palastan's digital future and overall economic pros-
pmtx?r:y tax relief proposals submitted
backing from Jazz, submitted detailed proposals to
the Ministry of Finance.

Calling for the abolition of the 10% advance income
tax levied on spectrum fees.

Restoration of Minirnmm Tax Credits: Urging the
restoration of the five years for carrying forward min-
imum tax credits under Section 113.

Reversal of Recent Changes: Demanding a rever-
sal of recent amendments that allow tax authorihes to
reject advance tax estimates. Elimination of Upfront
Tax Deposit: Seeking to eliminate the 30% upfront tax
deposit required for legal stays under Section 133(10).

Furthermore, the industry is advocating for the
alignment of customs valuations for telecom equip-
ment with international standards and a reduction in
duties on raw materials essential for ophical fiber ca-
ble mamifacturing. Ibrahim stressed that the telecom
sector is not merely a revenue source but is vital to
achieving critical national goals such as financial n-
clusion, expansion of e-commerce, advancements in
telemedicine, and accessible digital education.

He pointed out a concerning statistic: nearly 35%
of every mobile recharge is lost to taxes and duties,
and acts as a significant barrier to broader digital
adoption across the country.

Jazz also emphasised the urgent need to integrate
FPalastan’s large mnformal economy—estimated at a
staggering $100 to $140 billion—into the formal tax
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net. “Only a small fraction of this undocumented
economy needs to be formalized to significantty ex-
pand the tax base,” said Ibrahim, drawing parallels
with countries that have embraced telecom-led digi-
tisation and subsequently witnessed stronger revenue
growth and improved governance. In conclusion, Ibra-
him issued a stark warning: treating the telecom sector
merely as a source of revenue risks stalling Palastan's
digital progress and compromising its long-term so-
cioeconomic development. He urged the government
to adopt a more strategic and supportive approach
towards the industry in the budget. The GSM Asso-
ciation (GSMA), a global organisation representing
to reduce taxes and fees in the telecom sector in the
upcoming budget for 2025-26.

In a letter to Federal IT Minister Shaza Fatima
Ehawaja, Jeanctte Whyte, Head of Public Policy
and External Affairs for Asia Pacific at GSMA, em-
phasised that lowering sector-specific taxes would
make mobile services more affordable, particulariy
for low-income consumers. The association point-
ed ocut that a more balanced tax structure would not
only ease the financial burden on consumers but also
enable telecom operators to invest in expanding net-
works and upgrading to next-generation technologies.

According to GSMA's analysis of 2024 data, the
mobile sector in Pakistan paid approximately 42% of
its revenuie in taxes and fees, with 18% stemming from
sector-specific charges that apply only to the mobile
mdustry. This tax burden is significantly higher than
the South and Central Asia average of 26%, and sur-
passes tax levels seen in other regions.

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PTA officials stealing

genuine IMIuls causing
immense losses to
handset makers

The Pakistan Mobile Phone Manufacturers Association (PMPMA) is facing a critical
situation as it struggles to protect legitimate businesses and consumers amidst a growing
IMET crisis. Mobile phone manufacturers are concerned about this problem, which is
adversely affecting their domestic and international business operations and investments.
The body has urged the Chairman of the PTA to block unauthorised IMEIs and not those
associated with legitimate duty-paid phones. However, the PTA has not made significant
changes. It 1s unclear how these IME]Is are being stolen from the PTA system and
transferred to high-end phones. There is a possibility that PTA officials, with the assistance
of external individuals, are involved in this IMEI business. All officers overseeing this sector
should be held accountable under the law and immediately taken into custody and
prosecuted. Lawfully imported and duty-paid phones are being blocked due to incorrect
IMET usage, leading to frustration among customers to seek complete replacements rather
than technical solutions. This situation is causing financial strain on manufacturers and
retailers. PMPMA members are grappling with a growing issue, as duty-paid, genuine
handsets are being arbitrarily blocked due to widespread IMEI irregularities
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he Pakistan Mobile Phone Manufacturers
Association (PMPMA), representing 33
mobile phone brands, is currently facing
a serious issue related to fake and cloned
handsets in the country. Despite being a significant
player in the transformation of Pakistan's technol-
ogy sector and contributing to the creation of over
40,000 jobs, as well as fulfilling 95% of the nation's
demand for 2G, 3G, and 4G phones, PMPMA
members are facing challenges due to duty-paid, au-
thentic handsets being blocked by the PTA because
of IMET irregularnities. The crux of the problem lies
with the Inter-
national Mo-
bile Equipment
Identity (IMET)
system, a
unique 15-digit
code designed
to wverify a
phone's au-
thenticity and
combat theft,
smuggling, and
counterfeit de-
vices. Howev-
er, a systemic
flaw, coupled with alleged illicit activities, creates
a paradox where lawfully imported and tax-compli-
ant phones are being mistakenly blacklisted.
“Mobile phones that are lawfully imported and
duty-paid are being blocked due to incorrect IMEI
usage,” PMPMA revealed. This has resulted in a
wave of frustrated customers demanding complete
replacements instead of technical solutions, impos-
ing significant financial burdens on manufacturers
and retailers alike,

Manufacturers across the country are greatly
concerned by this situation, which has negatively
impacted their domestic and global business pros-
pects, as well as investment. The PMPMA, led by
Chairman Abdul Rehman, Senior Vice Chairman
Mugzaffar H. Piracha, Vice Chairman Aamir Alla-
walam, and Deputy Vice Chairman Zeeshan Mia-
noor, has strongly condemned the ongoing IMEI

Pakistan's eco-
nomic growth, including their collective ambition
to integrate into the global supply chain, specifical-
ly aiming to relocate $128 million worth of mobile
phone exports from China to Pakistan. They reaf-
firmed their commitment to contributing over PKR.
75 billion to the national exchequer in the coming
year.

“We have encountered multiple instances where
officially duty-paid and compliant phones have
become non-compliant due to unauthorised IMEI
usage,” the letter elaborated. While the PTA offers
IMET pairing as a resolution, many customers reject
this technical fix, demanding costly replacements.
“This situation has caused significant financial bur-
dens for both our company and the brand princi-
pal, as we bear the full replacement cost despite not
altering the IMET of blocked devices.” The ripple
effect extends to retailers, who are increasingly re-
luctant to sell duty-paid compliant phones due to
the inherent risk of IMEI blocking, leading to cus-
tomer dissatisfaction, heated disputes, and unrest at

Allegations of internal complicity and a call
for investigation

The PMPMA's frustration is compounded by
alarming new revelations. Sources within the PTA
have indicated that IMFEI cloning, a rampant illic-
it activity, may involve senior PTA officials and a
consultant overseeing this very sector. When ap-
proached for comment on these grave allegations,
PMPMA officials expressed profound concern.
“The situation is extremely dire,” stated a PMPMA
official, who wished to remain anonymous due to
the sensitivity of the matter. “Despite our repeated
letters, the PTA has taken no substantial action. It
1s beyond our comprehension how these IMEIs are
being stolen from the PTA system and then trans-
ferred to high-end phones,” they made this disclo-
sSure.

PMPMA Chairman Abdul
Rehman, Senior Vice
Chairman Muzaffar H. Piracha,
Vice Chairman Aamir
Allawalam, and Deputy Vice
Chairman Zeeshan Mianoor
have strongly condemned the
ongoing IMEI issues and
appealed to the Chairman of
the PTA to implement a target-
ed approach, blocking only fac-
tually unauthorised IMEls rath-
er than those associated with
legitimate duty-paid phones

The officials explicitly stated, “Senior officials
of the PTA and other individuals are mvolved in
this IMEI business. We urge that all officers over-
seeing this sector be brought under the purview
of the law and immediately arrested and proceed-
ed against.” This illicit trade, they emphasised, is
causing billions of rupees in losses to the national
exchequer with every instance.

The PMPMA has called for immediate action
from law enforcement agencies to curb this loss and
stressed the urgent need for a complete refiling and
restructuring of this department.

The broader implications: Beyond technical
glitches

Retailers across Pakistan are reporting signifi-
cant challenges, with stores in Lahore, Karachi, and
Islamabad experiencing dissatisfied customers, dis-
putes, and even protests. “We are caught between
the system and the customers,” laments a retailer
in Saddar Market. “Despite selling legitimate, tax-

paid phones, the risk of them being blocked is dis-
couraging people from making purchases. They are
hesitant to deal with potential issues.” Manufactur-
ers are also facing setbacks, as the cost of replacing
blocked devices, for which they are not accountable,
1s directly impacting their profits and hindering new
mvestments in Pakistan's mobile phone production
sector.

Understanding IMFEI and its misnse

The IMEI (International Mobile Eguipment
Identity) is a unique 15-digit code assigned to
each mobile device, utilised by telecom authorities
to track, verify, and block stolen or unauthorised
phones. While the IMFET cannot be altered as it is
stored in ROM memory, certain illicit practices
attempt to circumvent this. Although some apps
claim to change the displayed IMEI number, the
actual IMEI remains unaltered.

The PTA serves as the regulatory authority
for phones, ensuring compliance with rules and
network integrity. Individuals attempting to cir-
cumvent PTA approval by altering IMEI numbers
engage in unauthorised practices that may lead
to network disruptions and legal consequences.
Patching phones to display fake approval poses sig-
nificant risks and undermines the integrity of the
mobile ecosystem. IMEI cloning, which involves
copying a legitimate phone’s IMEI number and
using it on unauthorised devices to circumvent net-
work restrictions, poses severe security risks and

The PMPMA has proposed three key mea-
sures to address the crisis:

* Block only unauthorised IMEIs instead of re-
stricting legitimate duty-paid phone IMETs.

* Integrate Board Serial Numbers with IMEIs to
ensure accurate identification of original duty-paid
compliant phones, distinguishing them from coun-
terfeit or grey market devices.

* Develop a robust system to differentiate genu-

the worldwide price of crude oil dropped
to $63.90 a barrel till filing this report. The highest
average closing price for crude oil in the past five
years (2020-2024) was $94.53 in 2022, but the gov-
ernment in Pakistan has not slashed the market price
of fuel in the country. Meanwhile, all other countries
have given relief to the masses in this regard. Instead
of giving relief to the masses, the Palkistam govern-
ment 15 going to levy taxes af the demand of the IMF.
After a long span of high pefroleum prices, there is
a need for a significant decrease in petrol and diesel
prices to provide long-sought-after relief and savings
for motorists and the transport sector.

Its price is con-
sidered inflationary, as it is predominantly used in
heavy goods transport vehicles, trucks, buses, trains,
and agrnicultural machinery such as tractors, tube
wells, and threshers. The consumption of high-speed
diesel particularly contributes to the increased prices
of vegetables and other food items.

(il steadied, supported by rising geopolitical ten-
sions as Russia and Ukraine escalated the war and
Iran was poised to reject a US muclear deal proposal
that would be key to easing sanctions on the major
o1l producer. Over the weekend, Ukraine and Russia
intensified the conflict with one of the largest drone
battles.

According to the latest data from the Pakistan
Bureau of Statistics (PBS), mobile phone imports
decreased by 14.21 percent year-on-year between
July 2024 and April 2025.

During this period, Pakistan imported mobile
phones worth $1.254 billion, down from $1.462
billion in the same period of the previous fiscal
year. This decline suggests a shift in consumer
spending habits, potential impacts of import re-
strictions, or a move towards locally assembled or
second-hand devices.

The decrease in mobile phone imports was
more pronounced in April 2025, with imports fall-
ing to $125.119 million, a 22.47 percent decrease
compared to April 2024’s $161.384 million. This
sharp decline may indicate ongoing pressure from
government initiatives to reduce non-essential im-
ports, currency fluctuations, or subdued consumer
demand in the telecom sector.

On a month-on-month basis, mobile phone im-
ports dropped by 3.96 percent from $130.274 mil-
lion in March 2025. While the monthly decrease
15 less significant than the yearly trend, it reflects
a continued downward trend in phone imports as
the sector adapts to domestic market dynamics
and global supply chain considerations.

Despite the decline in mobile phone imports,
Pakistan’s overall trade activity showed a positive
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trend during the same 10-month period. Exports
increased by 6.40 percent to $26.896 billion be-
tween July and April FY25, compared to $25.278
billion in the corresponding period last year. This
growth indicates a gradual recovery in Pakistan's
export-oriented sectors and increased global de-
mand for Pakistani goods, particularly textiles, IT
services, and agricultural products.

Meanwhile, overall imports grew by 7.55 per-
cent to $48.292 billion, up from $44.9 billion in the
same period of FY24. The rise in imports, exclud-

While the decline in mobile phone imports
presents challenges, it also offers opportunities
for domestic manufacturing to fill the gap and for
consumers to explore more cost-effective or local-
ly supported options. The future trajectory of this
trend remains uncertain, but against the backdrop
of rising exports and imports, it suggests a grad-
ually stabilising economy diversifying its produc-
tion and consumption patterns.

This development adds complexity to Palki-
stan’s economic outlook, where specific sectors
may face obstacles even as overall trade condi-
tions improve. In April 2025, Pakistan's informa-
tion technology export sector contimued its up-
ward momentum, with export earnings reaching
TUS$317 million for the month. While this figure
represented a 2 percent increase from April last
year, it marked a 7 percent decline from March
2025. Despite the monthly decrease, the April ex-
port figure remained slightly above the 12-month
average of US$314 million, maintaining a consis-
tent growth trend for 19 consecutive months since
October 2023.

On a daily average basis, IT exports in April
stood at US$15.9 million, down from US$18.0
million in March. The cummulative IT export fig-
ure for the first ten months of FY25 (July—April)
reached TUS$3.1 billion, reflecting a significant 21
percent year-on-year increase. This growth is driv-
en by regulatory incenfives, expanded market ac-
cess, and macroeconomic stability.

The expansion of Pakistani IT companies into
global markets, particularly in the Gulf Cooper-
ation Council (GCC) region, has been a key fac-
tor in this growth. Supportive policies from the
State Bank of Pakistan (SBP), such as raising the
retention limit for Exporters’ Specialised Foreign
Currency Accounts to 50 percent, have further
boosted exporters’ competitiveness and growth
strategies. The stability of the exchange rate has
also encouraged the repatriation of export earn-
ings. A survey by the Pakistan Software Houses
Association (P@SHA) revealed that 62 percent of
IT companies are maintaining specialised foreign
currency accounts, indicating a positive industry
response to these reforms. Another significant reg-
of the Equity Investment Abroad (EIA) category
by the SBP, specifically tailored for IT exporters.
This allows exporters to invest in foreign entities
using up to 50 percent of their proceeds from spe-
cialised accounts, enhancing their confidence and
promoting earnings repatriation.

In April 2025, net IT exports—total exports mi-
nus imports—reached US$288 million,a 2 percent
increase year-on-year. Despite a 7 percent decline
from March, this figureexceeded the 12-month av-
erage of US$272 million, demonstrating the sec-
tor's resilience.

Looking ahead, Pakistan's IT exports are
expected to reach between US$3.5 billion and
US$3.7 billion by the end of FY25, supported
by an anticipated annual growth rate of 10 to 15
percent. These projections align with the targets
set under the national economic plan ‘‘Uraan Pa-
kistan', aiming to achieve annual IT exports of
US$10 billion by FY29, requiring a compound an-
nual growth rate of 28 percent over the next four
Yyears.

In the stock market, Systems Limited (SYS)
remains a top-performing company in the IT sec-
tor. The company is currently trading at forecast-
ed price-to-earnings ratios of 14.6x for 2025 and
11.0x for 2026, indicating strong investor con-
fidence in its growth potential and international
business presence.
