At this time of devastating floods engulfing the entire
Punjab 1n particular and the country in general, the Pakistan
Army has once again come forward to rescue human lives,
provide relief goods and food to the marooned people, and help
them rehabilitate their homes and return to normal life. The
Pakistan Armed Forces have always played a commendable
role in challenging times for the nation.

Regulations and regular
mnspections should be in place to ensure that barbershops,
beauty salons, and aesthetic clinics adhere to hygiene
standards.

Pakistan needs to move forward—not as passive
witnesses to the Fourth Industrial Revolution but as
active architects shaping a future where Pakistani tal-
ent, values, and innovation define the global Al land-
scape. This policy of Al in Pakistan did not emerge
behind closed doors. It was built through an inclu-
sive, iterative process involving a multi-stakeholder
committee of experts across Pakistan: government
agencies, private tech firms, academia, civil society,
and the armed forces.

The Ministry of IT and Telecom led this effort
with clarity and consistency. The team engaged deep-
ly at all stages of drafting and consultation. Minis-
ter of State Shaza Fatima Khawaja provided timely
guidance, ensuring the policy remained a national
priority. Her role was pivotal in securing cabinet ap-
proval. Broader feedback was also sought and incor-
porated. Stakeholders such as HEC, FBR, PEMRA,
PTA, provincial IT boards, and universities actively
participated. Industry partners, including JAZZ,
OICCI, and GSMA, along with global players like
Google and UNESCOQ, reviewed and helped refine
the document. Their input enhanced the policy’s rele-
vance and broadened its scope.

Developed countries and those that have made
significant progress in Al dissemination have ensured
the availability of computational equipment and fa-
cilities to stakeholders and institutions to develop
human resources and facilitate the modernisation of
processes to build a sustainable Al ecosystem. How-
ever, such efforts require resources that these coun-
tries have secured and made accessible to relevant
stakeholders. Limited computational resources are a
common challenge across various sectors in Pakistan.
The need for computational facilities is vital for pro-
viding reliable and secure access to infrastructure for
complex R&D and high-performance systems. Addi-
tionally, these facilities are crucial for any initiative
aimed at training human resources in Al and related
technologies. Their centralised availability is neces-
sary to streamline training and learning. Moreover, in
many cases, computational resources are not utilised
optimally.

Therefore, a national or provincial data repository
containing all public sector data could be made acces-
sible to a wider audience through a secure and con-
trolled channel. There is also a strong need for train-
ing in high-performance computing technologies to
enable the development of indigenous, customised
solutions that meet local computational needs. En-

The framework may also enable direct
satellite-to-mobile connectivity to improve access in
remote areas.

Following the entry of American tech giant
Starlink, several Chinese companies have now ex-
pressed interest in launching satellite internet ser-
vices in Pakistan.

In response, the government has accelerated ef-
forts to finalise the regulatory framework necessary
for such operations. It has directed relevant agen-
cies to complete the rules, regulations, and licence
conditions promptly.

According to official sources, the Pakistan
Space Activity Regulatory Board (PSARB) has
submitted a detailed consultancy report to relevant
authorities and institutions, including the Pakistan
Telecommunication Authority (PTA). The report
outlines proposed rules, regulations, and licensing

conditions for companies wishing to operate satel-
lite-based internet services in the country.

The PTA is presently reviewing the draft regu-
lations and the recommendations provided by the
consultant. Once reviewed, it will share its formal
opinion with the PSARB to help prepare and pub-
lish the final version of the rules and regulations.

The proposed rules have also been circulated
among other government institutions to gather a
comprehensive perspective. Sources indicate that
all feedback will be considered to develop a com-
plete set of guidelines.

Officials emphasised that the government is
prioritising thorough planning over rushed imple-
mentation. “We're taking into account the potential
technical challenges before granting any operation-
al licences,” one source noted.

Interestingly, the regulatory framework may
also include provisions for direct satellite-to-mobile
phone connections — a feature that could greatly
enhance connectivity in remote areas.

The PSARB aims to finalise the rules and regu-
lations within a month. Once approved, the formal
registration process for satellite internet providers,
including interested Chinese firms, is expected to
commence.

Pakistan has taken a significant step towards
formalising satellite internet operations by drafting
its first Space Regulatory Framework, paving the
way for the permanent licensing of global satellite
service providers such as Elon Musk’s Starlink and
other international firms. This initiative falls un-
der the Pakistan Space Activity Regulatory Board
(PSARB), the designated authority overseeing all
commercial and civil space activities in the country.
The board has finalised the draft of the Space Reg-
ulatory Framework and circulated it to key stake-
holders, including the Pakistan Telecommunication
Authority (PTA), PEMRA, and other relevant in-
stitutions for feedback.

According to official sources, the framework
aims to align with international best practices and
will include provisions for a clear licensing system,
risk assessment protocols, and robust cybersecurity
and data protection measures. The draft has now
been shared with government departments, telecom
regulators, and media authorities, who have been
invited to submit suggestions. Once stakeholder
input is reviewed, the framework will be finalised
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has submitted a detailed consultancy report to relevant
authorities and institutions, including the Pakistan
Telecommunication Authority (PTA). The report outlines

and implemented. Officials familiar with the devel-
opment confirmed that the upcoming policy will re-
quire all satellite internet providers to register with
PSARB before applying for an operating licence
issued by the PTA.

Earlier this year, Starlink was granted a tempo-
rary NOC (No Objection Certificate) by Pakistani
authorities in March 2025, allowing limited oper-
ations under strict conditions. However, under the
new regime, Starlink and others will need to reap-
ply for full operational licences, in line with nation-
al security, commercial, and technical standards.

Sources suggest that interest from global sat-
ellite providers is increasing. Companies such as
China’s Shanghai Spacecom Satellite Technology
and others from Europe and the Gulf have report-
edly expressed willingness to invest in Pakistan’s
expanding space and connectivity market.

The space sector began gaining regulatory trac-
tion after the National Space Policy was approved in
December 2023, followed by the ratification of the
Pakistan Space Activities Rules in February 2024.
These regulatory instruments laid the groundwork
for PSARB’s expanded authority.

Under the proposed framework, satellite inter-
net firms will need to meet rigorous compliance
standards, not only regarding service delivery but
also in respect of international space law, national
security, interference management, and user data
protection. Companies that fail to meet these stan-
dards may face restrictions or the denial of operat-
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ing privileges.

This move is seen as part of Pakistan’s broad-
er efforts to modernise its digital and space infra-
structure while attracting foreign investment. Poli-
cymakers believe enabling satellite internet services
will improve national broadband coverage, espe-
cially in remote and underserved regions.

While the temporary access granted to Star-
link earlier this year marked a milestone for
high-throughput low-earth-orbit (LEQO) satellite
providers in Pakistan, authorities remain cautious.
Regulatory experts emphasise the importance of
establishing safeguards before allowing unrestricted
access to space-based internet systems, which are
often difficult to monitor through traditional tele-
com frameworks. The PSARB now serves as the
country’s central authority for all space-related li-
censing and oversight. Its coordination with PTA
ensures that companies not only meet technical re-
quirements but also align with Pakistan’s broader
data governance and cybersecurity protocols.

With the framework nearing finalisation, gov-
ernment officials are optimistic about opening Pa-
kistan’s space sector to international firms, while
safeguarding national interests and digital sover-
eignty.

As Pakistan prepares to introduce high-speed
satellite internet services, the success of this new
framework will rely on effective enforcement,
cross-agency collaboration, and adaptability to
emerging technologies.

akistan finds is in a bid to maintain a bal-

ance in its ties with two opposing super-

powers, China and the United States, on

the chessboard of 21st-century geopolitics.
Such jockeying is not exactly new and unprecedent-
ed in the case of Pakistan, but the stakes are now
much higher because the strategic confrontation be-
tween Beijing and Washington is fast on the rise. The
formal launch of the second phase of the China-Pa-
kistan Economic Corridor (CPEC) and the United
States’ strong interest in investing in Pakistan are
very significant developments. Pakistan-US ties had
swung between cooperation and distrust over the last
decade, and in particular during the Biden admin-
stration, they became much strained and reached an
almost lowest ebb.

On the side of China-Pakistan relations, a
thought exists that such growing reliance on Chi-
na does not come without risks. Pakistan is falling
into a debt trap, threatening its financial freedom.
The secrecy surrounding most CPEC agreements,
the requirement to repay the loans, and China’s
possession of strategic installations like the port of
Gwadar have raised suspicions of Pakistan’s eco-
nomic dependence on China in the time to come.
Additionally, the pro-China orientation may leave
Pakistan isolated from the West when the country
needs a diversified economic relationship, support
from international financial agencies like the IMF,
and freedom from international supervisory bodies
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like the FATF.

However, Pakistan’s significance for China and
vice versa is acknowledged, which is a crucial point
that brings them close together to cooperate for mu-
tual economic growth and gain political weight in
the region where they face challenges.

China and Pakistan have signed 12 new coop-
eration projects worth RMB 235 million during the
15th Kashgar-Central and South Asia Commodity
Fair in China. The deals were finalised in a special
Pakistan-focused session held in Kashgar, Xinjiang.
These agreements mark a significant step forward in
strengthening the China-Pakistan Economic Corri-
dor (CPEC).

Themed “Sharing Development Opportunities,
Building CPEC Together,” the Fair highlighted
trade, logistics, agriculture, tourism, new energy, and
information technology. It provided a platform for
both nations to push forward practical cooperation
and achieve measurable progress under the CPEC
framework.

Officials noted that economic ties between Kash-
gar and Pakistan continue to deepen. In the first half
of 2025, trade between the two regions grew by 74%
compared to last year. More than 200 Kashgar-based
foreign trade firms are now active in the Pakistani
market. Meanwhile, 56 Pakistani businesses have
launched operations in Kashgar, mainly in logistics,
trade, and jewellery processing.

Nadeem Alam, President of the Hunza Cham-
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ber of Commerce and Industry, welcomed the new
projects. He said continued CPEC collaboration
will help improve infrastructure, tourism, and ener-
gy development while streamlining trade processes
between the two countries. The fair, which opened
on August 15, drew participants from 40 countries,
including Pakistan, Kazakhstan, and Kyrgyzstan.
With 181 global enterprises and 1,120 Chinese com-
panies participating, the event aims to boost region-
al trade and economic growth through partnerships
like CPEC.

The United States has shown a strong interest in
investing in Pakistan’s energy sector, including oil,
gas, and minerals. US Charge d’ Affaires Natalie A.
Baker met with Petroleum Minister Ali Pervaiz Ma-
lik in Islamabad. She stated that American compa-
nies are eager to work in exploration and production,
aiming to boost cooperation and bring new invest-
ment to Pakistan’s growing energy industry.

The meeting followed the US government’s re-
vision of tariffs on Pakistani goods, with President
Trump reducing the proposed tariff from 29% to
19%. While this rate is still lower than those imposed
on India, Bangladesh, and Vietnam, it reflects on-
going economic adjustments between the two coun-
tries. Despite challenges, the US remains keen to
support Pakistan's energy potential.

Minister Ali Pervez Malik welcomed US inter-
est and outlined upcoming investment opportunities,
announcing a new bidding round for oil and gas
exploration. Both offshore and onshore blocks will
be available to international investors, highlighting
Pakistan’s untapped shale oil and gas reserves as po-
tential key assets with foreign expertise and support.

Baker emphasised that energy cooperation could
strengthen US-Pakistan relations, shifting the focus
from security to building strong economic and en-
ergy ties. She assured that the US Embassy would
facilitate connections between American firms and
Pakistani businesses, leveraging technology and in-
vestment for mutual growth.

The meeting concluded with a joint commitment
to future collaboration, agreeing to expedite upcom-
ing opportunities and enhance business-to-business
engagement. As global energy demands rise, Paki-
stan’s resources and US interest offer a promising
path forward, potentially reshaping bilateral rela-
tions in the years ahead.

After reports appeared in the media about the
discovery of large oil and gas reserves underwater in
Pakistan, US President Donald Trump announced
to support to dig it out on various platforms. China
has consistently been a reliable friend of Pakistan,
helping it out whenever it has faced economic and
military challenges. It is now crucial for the govern-
ment to maintain a balanced and friendly relation-
ship with both countries. Pakistan has reportedly
discovered the world’s fourth-largest oil and gas re-
serves in its offshore territory, a development that
could transform the country’s energy sector and eco-
nomic future.

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significant decline in the use of import-

ed Regasified Liquefied Natural Gas

(RLNG) by Pakistan’s power sector has

led to the shutdown of local gas fields
producing up to 400 million cubic feet per day
(mmcfd), raising fears of potential long-term dam-
age to the country’s energy infrastructure.

Official data indicates that four RLNG-based
power plants, initially designated as must-run proj-
ects, are now operating below capacity, breaching
their gas supply agreements. These plants, con-
structed under sovereign-backed take-or-pay con-
tracts with Qatar and Italy’s ENI, are supported by
dedicated pipeline networks and two LNG termi-
nals.

Currently, the power sector is utilising only
600 mmcfd of RLNG, short of the contracted 800
mmcfd, while RLNG consumption in the export
sector has fallen from 350 mmcfd to just 100 mmcfd
due to rising costs — now at Rs3,500 per MMB-
tu, coupled with an off-the-grid levy of Rs791 per
MMBtu.

This underuse has caused a dangerous increase
in line pack pressure, now at 5 billion cubic feet
(bcf), a level that poses serious risks to the nation-
al gas distribution system. In such cases, local gas
fields are shut down to stabilise pressure, but this
may lead to permanent pressure loss, endangering
future production of gas, LPG, and crude oil.

Attock Refinery Limited (ARL) has repeatedly
warned that reduced crude availability from local
fields is affecting its operations, preventing the re-
finery from reaching full capacity, as confirmed by
senior officials in the Petroleum Division. The cur-
rent scenario has also resulted in an excess supply
of LNG, with over 30 LNG cargoes annually, de-
spite the monthly diversion of one cargo from ENI
to international markets starting in February 2025.
Officials disclosed that costly RLNG worth Rs242
billion has already been redirected to the domestic
sector in FY25.

Initially, the four RLNG plants were required to
consume 66% of the gas on a take-or-pay basis, but
this was later reduced to 50% in 2020. This change,
approved by the Economic Coordination Commit-
tee (ECC), has complicated planning within the Pe-
troleum Division, while Pakistan State Oil (PSO)
remains committed to importing nine LNG car-
goes each month from Qatar under long-term GtG
agreements.

The Power Division, citing high electricity
costs, now runs these RLNG plants based on the
Economic Merit Order (EMO) rather than fixed ob-
ligations. Officials argue that RLNG-based power
raises the overall cost of electricity — a challenge
the government is reluctant to absorb.

Under Minister Ali Pervaiz Malik’s leadership,
the Petroleum Division is working on a solution be-
fore the deadline on September 15, when the An-
nual Delivery Plan (ADP) for 2026 LNG cargoes
must be finalised. Pakistan is expected to seek Qa-
tar’s approval to divert 30 LNG cargoes to the inter-
national market, subject to favourable spot prices.
If prices fall below contract levels, the government
could face losses of up to $10 million per cargo un-
der the Net Proceed Differential (NPD) clause.

The unfolding crisis highlights the delicate bal-
ance between contractual commitments, rising
energy costs, and infrastructure risks, stressing Pa-
kistan’s energy supply chain. The energy crisis is
intensifying, with the Petroleum Division warning
that gas prices will surge next year unless immedi-
ate action is taken to prevent the reckless diversion
of $1 billion worth of RLNG from power plants.

This diversion has severely impacted Pakistan
State Oil (PSO), pushed Sui companies towards de-
fault, and risked the collapse of the entire gas sup-
ply chain.

Sources attribute the crisis directly to the mis-
management and contractual breaches by the Pow-
er Division. One stakeholder expressed frustration,
stating, “The Power Division is undermining the
system by disregarding RLNG agreements while
claiming ‘performance’.” The RLNG diversion has
already exceeded Rs200-250 billion, and produc-
tion of 300 MMCFD from local gas wells has been

halted. Officials confirmed that the IMF is demand-
ing the reduction of the Rs2.6 trillion circular debt
in the gas sector to zero. If the situation persists, tar-
iff hikes are inevitable. An insider from the Petro-
leum Division warned that continued neglect could
lead to another tariff increase for gas consumers.
The financial implications are substantial, with the
division estimating losses of $2-2.5 billion by 2027
if current consumption trends continue. Who will
bear these costs remains uncertain.

The energy crisis in Pakistan is
worsening as the Petroleum
Division has issued a stark
warning: gas prices will rise next
year unless urgent measures are
taken to halt the reckless diversion

Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif has been briefed
on the crisis, with the Petroleum Division blaming
the Power Division for destabilising the system by
failing to meet key performance indicators and up-
hold contractual obligations. A high-level commit-
tee, led by Petroleum Minister Ali Pervaiz Malik,
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is working to find solutions, but insiders accuse the
Energy Sector Task Force of worsening the crisis
with ill-conceived decisions.

Reports suggest that a so-called “Magician” in
power circles is promoting homegrown solutions
to address the circular debt, which experts believe
are worsening the problem rather than fixing it. Ad-
ditionally, Northern Power Generation Company
(Genco-III) is under scrutiny for diverting Rs150
billion allocated for PSO payments under the Rene-
gotiated Settlement Agreement. Instead of settling
dues, insiders allege the funds were used for salaries
and benefits. Moreover, the FBR has failed to pro-
vide Rs70 billion in refunds to PSO, further strain-
ing the company’s financial stability.

If the refinery issue remains unresolved, foreign
investment is at risk of drying up, and the public
may continue to be exposed to harmful air quali-
ty, warned an official. The Petroleum Division will
finalise its Annual Delivery Program (ADP) by
October, demanding that the Power Division pro-
vide accurate RLNG requirements or face supply
cuts. Officials emphasise that the gas sector can
absorb losses of 10-15%, but a complete shutdown
is not sustainable. Any relief may only come after
March 2026 when Qatar LNG contracts trigger the
price-opener clause, with negotiations expected to
extend into 2027. Until then, consumers remain at
the mercy of a dysfunctional system.

This increase
follows updates from feasibility studies and revised
financing terms for the project, signalling stronger
financial backing to ensure the project’s completion.

Both companies disclosed this development
through separate filings at the Pakistan Stock Ex-
change (PSX) in line with Section 96 of the Securi-
ties Act, 2015, and Clause 5.6.1(a) of the PSX regu-
lations.

OGDCL holds an 8.33% stake in the project,
while Pakistan Petroleum Limited also owns the
same percentage, alongside Government Holdings
(Private) Limited, contributing to a collective 25%
interest in the project. The remaining shares are
held by the Government of Balochistan (25%) and
Barrick Mining Corporation (50%), which operates
the project through the Reko Dig Mining Company
(Private) Limited (RDMC). The SOEs’ interest in
RDMC is indirectly held via Pakistan Minerals (Pri-
vate) Limited.

The updated feasibility study, approved by the
board of directors on March 25, 2025, initially al-
lowed a $627 million financing commitment, sub-
ject to adjustments for actual financing costs and
inflation. Along with this, in-principle approval was
granted for obtaining project financing. The expect-
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ed shareholder contributions were pegged at $349
million at that time.

However, following the progress in negotiations
with project lenders, the board revised the Phase 1
development costs. This revision came on the ad-
vice of an Independent Technical Consultant due to
the delay in production, now set for 2029 instead of
2028, as well as increased ﬁnancing costs.

These approvals, which are con-
tingent on shareholders’ and regu-
latory approvals, are a crucial step

OGDCL increased its financing commitment to
$715 million, and the combined shareholder contri-
butions for the project are now estimated to reach
$391 million.

OGDCL and Pakistan Petroleum Limited’s in-
creased financial backing highlights their commit-
ment to the long-term success of the Reko Diq proj-
ect.

On the other hand, Barrick Gold Corporation
and Japan’s Komatsu have finalised a $440 million
agreement to supply mining equipment to Pakistan’s
Reko Diq copper-gold project, with Komatsu also
announcing plans to establish a local subsidiary to
support operations, the company said on Wednes-
day.

Reko Diq is one of the world’s largest undevel-
oped copper and gold deposits, located in Pakistan’s
mineral-rich Balochistan province near the volatile
border with Iran and Afghanistan. The site is ex-
pected to play a key role in boosting Pakistan’s ex-
ports, attracting foreign investment, and supporting
the country’s long-term energy and industrial needs
through its vast copper reserves, which are critical for
the global energy transition.

Reko Diq is jointly owned by Barrick (50 per-
cent), Pakistan’s federal government (25 percent),
and the Balochistan provincial government (25 per-
cent). Construction is scheduled to begin in 2025,
with first production targeted for 2028.

“The Reko Diq project represents a long-term
investment in our future and that of mining in Pa-
kistan, and our partnership with Komatsu is an im-
portant part of that vision,” Mark Bristow, President
and CEO of Barrick, was quoted as saying in the
Komatsu statement.

“Komatsu equipment has proven its performance
and reliability at our operations worldwide.”

Komatsu said the five-year deal marked its first
major equipment placement in Pakistan and a deep-
ening partnership with Barrick.

To support the deployment, Komatsu will estab-
lish Komatsu Pakistan Mining (SMC-Private) Lim-
ited, a dedicated entity for technical services and
equipment support at Reko Diq. The firm also plans
additional investment in its regional headquarters in
Dubai to manage an expanded footprint in the re-
gion.

The deal includes the delivery of ultra-class min-
ing equipment manufactured in the United States
and Europe, including Komatsu 980E-5 haul trucks
from Illinois, P&H electric rope shovels from Wis-
consin, PC7000-11 excavators from Germany, and
WE2350-2 electric wheel loaders from Texas.

“The scale and complexity of this project de-
mands proven, high-performance equipment,” said
Peter Salditt, President of Komatsu's Mining Busi-
ness Division.

“We are confident our ultra-class haul trucks,
electric rope shovels, and other mining machines will
meet the challenge.”

Komatsu said the partnership builds on previous
equipment deployments at Barrick’s Lumwana mine
in Zambia and its Nevada Gold Mines joint venture
in the United States. The two companies signed a
global framework agreement in October 2023 to
strengthen cooperation across multiple sites.

tions. Deputy Prime Minister Ishaq Dar’s
recent visit has helped improve ties and, at the same
time, has also heightened tensions with India. Dar’s
engagements in Dhaka highlighted Islamabad’s re-
newed commitment to forming a forward-looking
partnership with Bangladesh, based on shared histo-
1y, cultural affinity, and regional goals.

Pakistan and Bangladesh agreed to strengthen
ties and revitalise their relationship for mutual ben-
efit, as Deputy Prime Minister Ishaq Dar held ex-
tensive discussions in Dhaka during his official visit,
which concluded positively.

The DPM'’s meetings with Bangladesh’s Chief
Adviser, Professor Muhammad Yunus, as well as
the Foreign Adviser, Md. Touhid Hossain, and Ad-
viser for Commerce, Sk. Bashir Uddin, focused on
deepening political, economic, cultural, and peo-
ple-to-people connections.

During his meeting with Bangladesh’s Chief Ad-
viser, Professor Muhammad Yunus, Ishaq Dar con-
veyed Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif’s greetings and
best wishes. The discussion explored ways to revive
historical links, enhance youth exchanges, promote
regional connectivity, and boost trade and economic
cooperation, the Foreign Office said.

During the meeting, Bangladesh’s Chief Advis-
er, Professor Muhammad Yunus, emphasised the
need to revitalise regional cooperation through the
South Asian Association for Regional Cooperation
(SAARC). The FO stated that the two leaders also
exchanged views on recent regional developments
and the prospects for enhanced cooperation in South
Asia. Dar emphasised Islamabad’s commitment to
strengthening ties with Dhaka.

In his discussions with Foreign Adviser Md.
Touhid Hossain, Ishaq Dar conducted a comprehen-
sive review of Pakistan-Bangladesh relations. The
talks covered political consultations, high-level ex-
changes, trade and economic collaboration, cultural
ties, people-to-people contacts, educational partner-
ships, capacity building, and humanitarian cooper-
ation. Regional and international matters were also
discussed, notably the rejuvenation of SAARC, the
Palestine issue, and the Rohingya humanitarian cri-
sis.

According to the FO statement, the dialogue oc-
curred in a “constructive atmosphere, reflecting the
goodwill and cordiality between the two countries.”
Both sides expressed their commitment to further
strengthening their relationship.

A key outcome of the visit was the signing of six
significant agreements and memorandums of under-
standing (MoUs) between Pakistan and Bangladesh,
overseen by Ishaq Dar and Md. Touhid Hossain.

These included an agreement on Visa Abolition
for holders of diplomatic and official passports, an
MoU on a Joint Working Group on Trade, an MoU
between the Foreign Service Academies of Pakistan
and Bangladesh, an MoU between the Associated
Press of Pakistan and Bangladesh Sangbad Sangstha
(BSS), an MoU between the Institute of Strategic
Studies Islamabad (ISSI) and the Bangladesh Insti-
tute of International and Strategic Studies (BIISS),
and a Cultural Exchange Programme.

The agreements are expected to formalise coop-
eration across various fields, from trade and econom-
ics to diplomacy, academic exchanges, media coop-
eration, and cultural activities.

Economic collaboration was also a focus during
Dar’s breakfast meeting with the Adviser for Com-
merce Sk. Bashir Uddin, accompanied by Pakistan’s
Commerce Minister Jam Khamal Khan.

The discussions centred on expanding bilateral
trade, attracting investment, and improving connec-
tivity in multiple sectors.

The Bangladeshi delegation included senior eco-
nomic policymakers such as Dr. Ahsan H. Mansur,
Governor of Bangladesh Bank; Md. Abdur Rahman
Khan, Chairman of the National Board of Revenue;

civil aviation, and tourism; and heads of the Ban-

Both sides highlighted
the importance of unlocking trade potential through
easing regulations, fostering private sector partner-
ships, and exploring regional connectivity routes.
They reviewed the full spectrum of bilateral re-
lations, including high-level exchanges, trade and
economic initiatives, cultural and educational links,
people-to-people contacts, and humanitarian coop-

eration. Regional and international issues, including
SAARC revitalisation and resolutions to the Pales-
tine and Rohingya crises, were also discussed.

The talks took place in a ‘constructive atmo-
sphere’, demonstrating mutual goodwill and cor-
diality. Both sides agreed to continue efforts to
strengthen bilateral ties, the Pakistan side reported.

The Foreign Adviser informed reporters that
both sides have agreed to address the long-standing
unresolved issues.

“We have brought up all three of our unsettled
issues and they have shared theirs. We have agreed
to work towards resolving them to further strength-
en our bilateral relations,” he said.
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For Bangladesh, the adviser identified the un-
resolved issues as an official apology for the 1971
Liberation War genocide, the return of due assets,
and the repatriation of stranded Pakistanis.

He noted that resolving these issues, which
have persisted for 54 years, will take time, but ef-
forts will continue.

During the meeting, both sides agreed to
strengthen trade relations and expand investment,
as current annual trade remains below $1 billion,
he added.

Bangladesh requested certain facilities for Pa-
kistani businesses under SAFTA to export textiles,
energy, medicine, agricultural products, and IT
goods, the adviser mentioned.

Coinciding with the visit of Pakistan’s Foreign
Minister, a Bangladesh-Pakistan Knowledge Cor-
ridor was launched. The project plans to offer 500
scholarships to Bangladeshi students for higher ed-
ucation in Pakistan over the next five years, with a
quarter dedicated to medicine.

Additionally, training for 100 Bangladeshi civil
servants will be organised in this period.

Pakistan has also decided to increase scholar-
ships for Bangladeshi students under the Pakistan
Technical Assistance Program from 5 to 25, ac-
cording to the Pakistan Foreign Ministry.

The Bangladeshi Foreign Adviser hosted a
lunch honouring the Deputy Prime Minister and
Foreign Minister.

Meanwhile, Deputy Prime Minister and For-
eign Minister Senator Muhammad Ishaq Dar held
a breakfast meeting with Bangladesh’s Adviser for
Commerce, Sk.

robust growth of 17.7% in the first half of 2025,
demonstrating its dedication to advancing
Pakistan’s digital transformation. The invest-
ment primarily focuses on expanding 4G coverage,
enhancing digital platforms, and promoting financial
inclusion to ensure that many Pakistanis can access
affordable and high-quality digital services.

During the second quarter, Jazz reported a 15.3%
year-on-year increase in revenue in local currency,
driven by resilient telecom operations and a remark-
able 35.7% growth in digital revenue, which account-
ed for 28.1% of total revenue compared to 23.9% the
previous year. The EBITDA increased by 5.4%, with
a margin of 41.6%, highlighting Jazz’s transition to
a ServiceCo model.

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Auto parts makers to lose
business due to govt

changed tarilf policy

The auto sector in Pakistan is currently in a crisis due to the NTP 2025-30, which envisages the
removal of the tariffs and allowing the import of used vehicles, putting local assemblers and two
million jobs at risk. While policy changes may result in an annual revenue loss of Rs878 billion, they
also provide export opportunities for companies that comply with international standards. Some firms
have reported a 12% growth in Q3 2025. Industry leaders are calling for tax exemptions for foreign
buyers and financial reforms, while the EDB is considering subsidies for green manufacturing to
stabilise local demand and boost exports.

The Pakistan Association of Automotive Parts & Accessories Manufacturers (PAAPAM) has
emphasised in its report that Pakistan's auto-parts industry, which has developed over the years, now
comprises more than 1,200 Tier-1, Tier-2, and Tier-3 suppliers. This sector supports 1.83 million skilled
jobs, with 300,000 directly employed, and adds over Rs300 billion annually to localised production,
helping to prevent foreign exchange outflows and benefiting the economy
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he Pakistan Association of Automo-

tive Parts & Accessories Manufacturers

(PAAPAM), in its report, has stated that

the country’s auto parts manufacturing in-
dustry, which is among the 46 worldwide capable of
producing automobiles, is facing risks due to chang-
es in tariff policies and liberalised used-car imports.
The Association has warned that these measures
and changes could potentially undo decades of in-
dustrial progress, besides rendering millions jobless.
PAAPAM, representing 1,200 domestic suppliers
and supporting 1.83 million livelihoods, highlights
that the combination of reduced tariffs under the Na-
tional Tariff Poli-
cy (NTP) 2025-30
and relaxed con-
trols on used-car
imports could
lead to significant
negative impacts.
These include the
loss of US$1.25
billion in annual
foreign exchange
savings, a perma-
nent import shock
of US$1 billion per year, and setbacks in Pakistan’s
aspirations to become a leading automotive exporter.
Over the years, Pakistan has built a resilient automo-
tive parts ecosystem that directly employs 300,000
workers and indirectly supports 1.5 million jobs in
related industries such as steel, plastics, rubber, glass,
logistics, and after-sales services.

The industry produces more than 5,000 locali-
sation parts that meet international standards, rang-
ing from wiring harnesses and steering wheels to
infotainment systems and hybrid components. Sig-
nificant investments totalling over PKR 100 billion
have been made in plant infrastructure, tooling, and

technology collaborations with global Tier-1 suppli-
ers like Aisin Seiki, Denso, Koito, Toyota Boshoku,
and Continental. Pakistan’s current tariff structure is
designed to promote local manufacturing by making
imported finished products less competitive than lo-
cally produced goods. However, the proposed tariff
flattening under NTP 2025-30 could eliminate this
incentive, making local sourcing less attractive.

Pakistan stands out in the Asia-Pacific region as
the only country allowing high volumes of used-car
imports, which can disrupt the domestic market and
reduce demand for local parts. To protect the auto in-
dustry from collapse, the government should consid-
er banning imports from countries like Thailand, In-
dia, and Vietnam, following India’s example, which
achieved high localisation rates and significant ex-
port growth by restricting used imports. PAAPAM
stresses the need for immediate actions to safeguard
the auto industry, including suspending tariff flatten-
ing, mandating certification for used imports, imple-
menting a scrappage policy, expanding auto-financ-
ing access, and maintaining policy stability to restore
investor confidence.

As a result, dismantling the auto parts industry
could have far-reaching negative repercussions on
jobs, imports, climate, fiscal stability, and competi-
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tiveness. The choice facing policymakers is clear:
either transform Pakistan’s import-substitution base
into an export-oriented industry or risk permanent
import dependency.

Pakistan’s auto manufacturing sector, once a
pillar of industrial policy, now teeters on the brink
of collapse due to the National Tariff Policy (NTP)

Significant investments totalling

2025-30. This policy, framed as a step towards trade
liberalisation and IMF alignment, has triggered a cas-
cade of risks for local assemblers and parts manufac-
turers. For investors, the sector presents a paradox: a
crisis-laden landscape riddled with policy-driven vol-
atility, yet one that could also unlock opportunities
for strategic restructuring and export-led growth—if
stakeholders navigate the turbulence with foresight.
The NTP 2025-30’s core measures—phasing
out Additional Customs Duties (ACDs), reducing
Regulatory Duties (RDs), and liberalising used ve-
hicle imports—threaten to dismantle decades of pro-
tectionism that supported Pakistan’s auto industry.
By 2030, the 40% premium tariff on used vehicles
will be eliminated, directly undercutting local as-
semblers reliant on demand for new cars. Industry
data reveals that annual production has stagnated at
150,000 vnits since 2004, a figure now under existen-
tial threat as used imports flood the market.

The Pakistan Association of Automotive Parts
and Accessories Manufacturers (PAAPAM) warns
that these reforms could erase one million direct and
indirect jobs, alongside Rs878 billion in annual in-
dustry revenue and Rs302 billion in tax collections.
For context, the sector employs over 2 million peo-
ple, many in small and medium enterprises (SMEs)
that supply components to assemblers of renowned
brands like Suzuki and Toyota. The phase-out of
ACDs and RDs will further erode margins for local
parts makers, who already face a 30% decline in new
vehicle sales due to competition from used cars.

While the NTP 2025-30’s immediate impact is
destabilising, it also opens a window for strategic
investment in companies that can pivot to export
markets. The policy’s focus on reducing customs
duties and aligning with global standards could
lower production costs for firms targeting region-
al and international markets. For instance, Indus
Motor Company and Honda Atlas Cars Pakistan
reported a 12% growth in Q3 2025 deliveries, in-
dicating that firms with strong supply chains and
export-ready models may prosper. Investors should
also monitor calls for policy revisions. Industry
leaders, including the CEO of Indus Motor, have
urged the government to introduce tax exemptions
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for overseas Pakistanis purchasing locally made ve-
hicles and to extend financing durations for buyers.
Such measures could stabilise domestic demand
while incentivising exports. Additionally, the Engi-
neering Development Board (EDB)’s push for “in-
dustrial modernisation” hints at potential subsidies
for green manufacturing or technological upgrades,
which could benefit firms investing in electric vehi-
cles (EVs) or hybrid models.

For investors, the key is balancing short-term
risks with long-term prospects. The sector’s volatili-
ty demands a dual approach. Hedging against de-in-

and stronger capital buffers. Capitalising on Poli-
cy Shifts: Target firms adapting to export-oriented
models. For instance, companies integrating EV
technology or securing partnerships with region-
al markets (e.g., Afghanistan, Bangladesh) could
benefit from the NTP’s trade liberalisation agenda.
The government’s replacement of the Auto Indus-
try Development and Export Policy 2021-26 with
a new framework in July 2026 will be a critical in-
flexion point. If the new policy includes safeguards
for local manufacturers—such as temporary import
restrictions or R&D incentives—it could mitigate
the NTP’s worst effects. Conversely, a lack of such
measures may accelerate the sector’s decline, leav-

ing investors with stranded assets.

Pakistan’s auto sector is at a crossroads. The
NTP 2025-30’s liberalisation agenda, while politi-
cally expedient for IMF compliance, risks triggering
a de-industrialisation crisis. However, for investors
with a long-term horizon, the sector’s challenges
also present opportunities to back resilient firms
capable of navigating policy shifts and capitalising
on export growth. The coming months will test the
industry’s adaptability—and its ability to influence
a policy environment that remains in flux.

If Pakistan is serious about achieving its am-
bitious export targets, the report emphasises, then
protecting and scaling its auto-parts industry must
be central to industrial policy. The automobile in-
dustry is considered the backbone of any economy
and is often referred to as the mother of all indus-
tries. It is a unique industry that incorporates a wide
range of engineering technologies. Automobiles are
complex products that involve the collaboration of
numerous auto part manufacturers utilising vari-
ous technologies to create a cohesive final product.
These technologies include glass working, EDM,
machining, molding, textiles, plastics, and more,
using a variety of materials such as metals, rubbers,
fibers, and plastics.
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The most significant event of this era was the signing of
the Border Agreement on March 2, 1963.

he first half of the 20th century was the

most eventful period in modern history.

The First World War marked the end of

the era of empires when the Ottoman
Empire collapsed, and many new nation-states
emerged from it. The Red Revolution of 1917
put an end to the era of the Russian Tsars. By the
first quarter of the 20th century, the remnants of
medieval power structures were relegated to the
echelons of history. The new power structures of
Western countries, led by Britain, and Communist
countries, led by the Soviet Union, began to take
root.

World War II ended the distortions in the
global system. Germany, Italy, and Japan fought
against the continental Western powers for dom-
inance and had initial successes until the USA
and the Soviet Union were dragged into the pro-
tracted war. The entry of these powerful countries
eroded the final remnants of medieval times, the
British Empire, and a new era of Cold War and
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superpower rivalry between the USA and the So-
viet Union began. It was in this environment that
a country named Pakistan came into being in 1947
as a result of the partition of British India. China
gained independence in 1949 under the leadership
of Chairman Mao.

The early years of Pakistan-China relations
were the 1950s and 1960s, when the basic foun-
dation of the greatest strategic partnership of the
21st century was laid. Pakistan was one of the
earliest countries to recognise China on October
4, 1949. Formal diplomatic relations between the
two countries were established on May 21, 1951.
Pakistan was one of the earliest non-communist
countries to recognise and establish diplomatic
ties with China. In that period, Pakistan’s foreign
policy aimed to establish relations with China to
counterbalance India. China’s strategic objective
was to seek allies among newly independent coun-
tries belonging to the non-communist bloc. Paki-
stan took the bold step of preferring China despite

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being a US ally.

The Bandung Conference of 1955, held in In-
donesia, was a watershed moment in the earlier
period when the Prime Minister of Pakistan, Mu-
hammad Ali Bogra, met Chinese Premier Zhou
Enlai. At that time, Pakistan was part of the SEA-
TO and CENTO alliances, yet it maintained neu-
trality towards China. The 1962 Sino-Indian War
further strengthened the ties between Pakistan and
China. India’s ambitions and hostility towards
both countries helped persuade the leadership of
the two nations to work on a larger framework of
cooperation.

The most significant event of this era was the
signing of the Border Agreement on March 2,
1963. It was signed by Pakistan’s Foreign Minister
Zulfikar Ali Bhutto and Chen Yi, Foreign Minis-
ter and Vice Premier of China. Starting from the
tri-junction of Pakistan, Afghanistan, and China’s
Wakhan Corridor to the Karakoram Pass, the
agreement demarcated a 2,050 km border between
Gilgit-Baltistan and Xinjiang Province. The Shaks-
gam Valley, an area of 5,180 square kilometres,
was ceded by Pakistan to China. In return, China
relinquished its claim on 1,942 square kilometres

Pakistan was one of the earliest
countries to recognise China on
October 4, 1949. Formal diplomat-
ic relations between the two
countries were established on

May 21, 1951

of the Oprang Valley. This agreement was made
subject to the final resolution of the Kashmir dis-
pute, and both countries will renegotiate the border
once the Kashmir issue is resolved. Through this
agreement, China stabilised its western border, re-
tained the critical Aksai Chin area, and secured
friendship with Pakistan. Pakistan gained China’s
support on the Kashmir issue, which proved cru-
cial in later decades.

In this early period of bilateral relations, since
both countries were developing, economic ties
were limited. During peak years, the volume of
trade was between 10-20 million dollars. China
and Pakistan used barter trade to counter the pau-
city of foreign exchange in both countries. How-
ever, China supplied Pakistan with military aid in
the form of small weapons and ammunition after
Western countries imposed an arms embargo on
Pakistan during the 1965 India-Pakistan War.

Pakistan and China achieved strategic conver-
gence against India to counter its regional ambi-
tions. The strong diplomatic trust between the two
neighbours was evident, especially after the his-
toric visit of Chinese Prime Minister Zhou Enlai
to Pakistan in 1964. China’s ideological alliance
with the Soviets and Pakistan’s partnership with
the USA were limiting factors, yet the leadership
in both countries was able to navigate the tight
diplomatic rope successfully during these years.
The pragmatism prevalent in the policy discourse
of both countries helped lay the groundwork for a
great partnership in the years to come.

As technology
has advanced and mobile phones, the internet, social
media, and other platforms are available, the acces-
sibility and promotion of gambling and betting have
increased. The concerning issue arises when well-
known figures endorse these products and websites,
leading people to try them. YouTubers, celebrities,
and TikTokers are now involved in promoting illegal
betting and gambling apps, enticing users with the
promise of quick profits and rewards.

Top YouTubers, TikTok stars and celebrities
like Ducky Bhai, Rajab Butt, and Sistrology’s Iqra
Kanwal are facing scrutiny for promoting betting
apps. Influencers such as Anas Ali have been asso-
ciated with platforms flagged by the Securities and
Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP), such
as Quotex. Jannat Mirza has also been accused of
promoting trading platforms. Numerous other icons
have shocked their fans and the social media com-
munity by promoting gambling, spamming, and oth-
er cybercrimes.

The National Cyber Crime Investigation Agen-
cy (NCCIA) has initiated a nationwide crackdown,
blocking 46 apps, including Aviator Game, 1xBet,
Dafabet, and Bet365. Some of these platforms were
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found to be illegally trading personal data. NCCIA
Director Sarfaraz Chaudhry has cautioned that us-
ing or endorsing these apps could lead to severe legal
consequences, including fines and imprisonment.
The Pakistan Telecommunication Authority
(PTA) is actively enforcing the ban, urging citizens
to avoid these apps to protect their finances and per-
sonal information. Online gambling is illegal in Pa-
kistan, and violations are punishable under the law

Public
awareness is a key aspect of the PTA’s strategy,
using seminars, TV programs, digital media, and
SMS campaigns to educate citizens about illegal
online content and its risks.

To improve efficiency, the PTA has established
complaint mechanisms for the public and govern-
ment organisations, including an e-portal under
Rule 4(3) of the 2021 Online Content Removal
Rules. The portal is accessible to 51 stakeholder
agencies such as SECP, SBP, BISP, Ministry of For-
eign Affairs, Ministry of Interior, Armed Forces,
and provincial home departments, enabling them
to report unlawful content within their operational
mandates.

Despite challenges, the PTA remains commit-
ted to combating illegal online content by promptly
addressing validated complaints. Pakistan has im-
posed a comprehensive ban on gambling and casino
apps, as well as unregulated forex trading platforms
and apps that collect users’ personal data. This de-
cision came amid rising concerns about the safety,
privacy, and legality of these mobile applications,
which have gained significant popularity in the
country. The Federal Ministry of Information Tech-
nology and Telecommunication has announced the
prohibition of several mobile applications deemed
harmful to the public. These apps, often available
on popular app stores, are now classified as illegal
under a new directive aimed at addressing a grow-
ing number of complaints from consumers, legal
experts, and cybersecurity professionals. The notifi-
cation also highlights the potential risks of financial
instability and privacy violations associated with the
use of such platforms.

Among the banned apps are those offering gam-
bling and casino games, which have roaring pop-
ularity in recent years, attracting millions of users
across the country. However, Pakistani regulators
warned that if these platforms operated outside the
legal framework, they would be liable under the
law framed for fraudulent activities and addiction.
Authorities argue that the lack of proper regulato-
ry oversight or consumer protection mechanisms
exposes users to significant financial and mental
health risks.

Another category of banned apps includes
those related to forex trading. While forex trading
is legal in Pakistan under specific regulations, the
targeted apps were found to be operating without
the required licenses. The Pakistan Securities and
Exchange Commission has raised concerns about
the lack of transparency and consumer safeguards
in these unregulated trading platforms, which often
entice inexperienced traders with promises of high
returns but offer little to no protection against po-
tential losses.

The PTA has blocked 184 websites and apps re-
lated to betting and gambling, following complaints
from the Federal Investigation Agency (FIA), the
Ministry of Information and Broadcasting (MoIB),
and the public, as revealed by the Cabinet Division.

Under Section 37 of the Prevention of Electron-
ic Crimes Act (PECA) 2016, the PTA has the power
to block or remove unlawful online content through
a complaint-based mechanism. While the PTA can
block platforms, legal action against individuals in-

personal data, including phone numbers and finan-
cial details, is viewed as a violation of Pakistan’s
data protection laws, which aim to protect users’ in-
formation from misuse by third parties.

Mobile network providers have been directed to
block access to gambling, forex, and data-harvest-
ing apps, adding an enforcement layer to the legal
ban.

courier companies across the country are

experiencing a slowdown as orders from
e-commerce customers have significantly decreased.
To monitor the impact of e-commerce taxation, TCS
Logistics sought approval from the Competition
Commission of Pakistan (CCP) for its acquisition
by Nippon Express. The CCP has approved the ac-
quisition of a certain shareholding in TCS Logistics
(Private) Limited by ‘Nippon Express’ (South Asia
& Oceania) Pte. Limited.

Nippon Express is a subsidiary of Nippon Ex-
press Holdings, a global logistics company based in
Tokyo, Japan. Nippon Express Private Limited op-
erates in the South Asia and Oceania region from
Singapore.

TCS Logistics (Private) Limited is a Pakistani
company operating in the third-party logistics (3PL)
sector. Both companies provide 3PL services in Paki-
stan, with the relevant market identified as third-par-
ty logistics services within the country.

Following a Phase-I review under Section 11 of
the Competition Act, 2010, the CCP determined
that the acquisition does not pose significant compe-
tition concerns. The combined market share of the
parties remains minimal after the transaction, and
there is no expected substantial impact on competi-
tion. The acquisition is expected to bring efficiency
improvements and international logistical expertise
to the domestic market, which will enhance service
quality and operational capabilities in Pakistan’s lo-
gistics sector. The CCP found no evidence that the
acquisition would create barriers to entry in the rel-
evant market.

Based on its assessment, the CCP has approved
the proposed acquisition under Section 31 of the
Competition Act, 2010.

This acquisition has raised concerns among oth-
er courier companies, attributing the slowdown to
government taxation in the sector. They argue that
the government’s actions are hindering the growth
of e-commerce, which is vital for the country’s econ-
omy. The taxation measures have led to the emer-
gence of illegal practices and have failed to target the
real tax evaders, unfairly burdening the documented
sector. Courier companies have experienced a signif-
icant decline in business from mid-sized and small
online sellers in smaller cities, while major brands
have been less affected. Cash-on-delivery (CoD) vol-
umes have fluctuated, with small and new shippers
facing suspensions, whereas established shippers
have maintained steady volumes. The recent bud-
get mandated online sellers to register with logistics
companies and imposed taxes on CoD and digital
payments, affecting logistics companies’ margins
due to rising operational costs and taxation.

Local brands compliant with regulatory laws
have borne the tax impact, but smaller online sellers
have faced difficulties during the registration process,
leading to business suspensions. The government’s
tax policies have been criticised for favouring foreign
e-commerce platforms over local businesses, creat-
ing an uncompetitive environment.

This initiative
aims to support SMEs in overcoming logistical chal-
lenges and expanding their global trade opportuni-
ties. The government’s focus on increasing exports
aligns with efforts to revitalise the South Asian econ-
omy and improve trade and investment in Pakistan.

imposed on digital services, including those offered
by e-commerce platforms, websites, social media,
and courier companies. The government has defined
“digitally delivered services” as those provided over
the internet or electronic networks with minimal or
no human intervention, such as music and video
streaming, cloud services, telemedicine, e-learning,
online banking, and accounting services.
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E-commerce businesses are now subject to tax-
es ranging from 0.25% to 5%, and the tax applies to
digital services provided by both local and foreign
vendors. Foreign vendors with a digital presence in
Pakistan are required to pay a 5% tax on digitally or-
dered goods and services, whether delivered digitally
or physically, with banks responsible for deducting
this tax from payments to these vendors.

For local e-commerce platforms, a tiered tax
structure has been proposed. Transactions under Rs
10,000 will be taxed at 1%, those under Rs 25,000 at
2%, and amounts exceeding Rs 25,000 at a reduced
rate of 0.25%.

Moreover, courier services involved in cash-on-de-
livery (CoD) transactions will face new taxes. The tax
rates are 0.25% on electronics and electrical goods,
2% on clothing articles, and 1% on other goods, to
be collected by courier services during CoD transac-
tions. The new tax regime mandates online market-
places, payment intermediaries, and courier service
providers to submit detailed statements to the Com-
missioner, sharing data of sellers involved in digitally
ordered goods and services to enhance transparency
and tax collection in the e-commerce sector.

In a bid to enhance tax compliance in digital
marketplaces, the definition of “e-commerce” has
been expanded to include all online transactions,
whether paid through digital means or CoD, under
the e-commerce sales tax framework. This move
aims to regulate and tax the growing online market
effectively. Additionally, the withholding tax rate on
e-commerce transactions is set to double from 1%
to 2% to align with the increasing volume of digital
transactions in Pakistan.

The scammers may request an ad-
vance payment to process the aid or to keep the funds
secure. They may also ask for OTP codes sent to your
Easypaisa, JazzCash, or bank account to transfer the
money, enabling them to empty your account. Addi-
tionally, they may seek personal information such as
your CNIC number to misuse your identity.

To protect yourself from such scams, be vigilant
for signs such as messages from unknown numbers,
spelling errors, an unprofessional appearance, offers
of money without verification, requests for person-

The latest scam involves fake courier SMS de-
signed to empty your bank account in no time. A cit-
izen received a suspicious text claiming that a parcel
was waiting for delivery and requesting their address.

The SMS included a link, with scammers asking
people to provide the correct address and mentioning
an Rs. 89 re-delivery fee. When the man tried to pay
Rs. 89, he received an alert from his bank indicating
insufficient funds in his account. Upon investigation,
it was revealed that the scammer attempted to with-
draw around Rs. 400,000 from a mobile shop in the
UAE. Fortunately, the lack of funds in his account
saved him from losing a significant amount of his
hard-earned money. This case is the latest in the mar-
ket, and people are advised to be cautious with such
fraudulent messages containing external links.

They promise to contact you upon their ar-
rival in Pakistan for repayment, asking you to send
the money back to their account. In return, they offer
to compensate you for this service. It is advised to be
cautious and not share personal information with un-
known callers. No doubt, the influx of online shop-
ping websites and social media platforms has made
life much easier for citizens by making all accessories
available at their doorsteps after a little effort in plac-
ing online orders.

However, the risks associated with online shop-
ping still loom large if buyers purchase costly items
through websites or social media platforms that are
not registered with any regulatory body.

As hundreds of online shopping websites and so-
cial media platforms, including WhatsApp groups,
Instagram and Facebook pages, are operating in the
country to provide a variety of goods, some known
brands among them are credible.

Pakistan, a young Shafiga Igbal sat quietly,

clutching a notebook as she dreamed of a fu-

ture far beyond her small town. Forbidden by
her family to pursue higher education, she applied
to university in secret, driven by a fierce determina-
tion to break barriers. Today, Shafiga is a Big Data
Engineer at Google Poland and a top-rated seller on
Upwork, a shining example of a new generation of
Pakistani women rewriting the rules of global tech
and data science.

Data science has long been stereotyped as the
domain of the ‘tech bro’—men in hoodies coding
through the night. But a new generation of wom-
en is rewriting that narrative. In Pakistan, this shift
is especially noticeable. A growing wave of female
students is enrolling in data science programmes,
driven by ambition, resilience, and curiosity. Their
talent is gaining global recognition, with Pakistani
women securing roles at tech giants such as Google
and Meta.

Shafiga’s journey symbolises a broader change
in Pakistan’s tech ecosystem. Once discouraged
from higher studies, she applied to university in se-
cret, obtained a scholarship to Punjab University,
and forged a path through freelancing and startup
work that eventually led her to international tech
roles. When APP asked about her motivation, she
shared her mantra simply yet powerfully:

“If you don't see a role model, become one.”

Her story reflects a rising wave of Pakistani
women excelling in data science—a field once con-
sidered a male stronghold. As cultural barriers fade,
women are claiming space and redefining leader-
ship in STEM.

Traditionally steered towards teaching or medi-
cine, more women are now choosing data science.
Thanks to university programmes and outreach, fe-
male enrolment has increased by nearly 40% since
2018, according to a COMSATS survey. Globally,
the proportion of women data scientists has risen
from 15% in 2018 to 24% today, a trend clearly vis-
ible on Pakistani campuses.

Dr. Nusrat Shaheen, Senior Faculty in Data
Science at COMSATS, told this scribe, “Five years
ago, I could count the number of girls in my class
on one hand. Now, nearly half are women—and
many of them are project leaders.”

When asked about university efforts to sup-
port this shift, she explained how institutions like
LUMS, FAST, and COMSATS foster inclusivi-
ty through coding bootcamps, Al clubs, and fe-
male-led mentorship programmes. She added that
these initiatives are challenging stereotypes early,
inspiring schoolgirls to see data science as a space
where they truly belong.

Zunaira Igbal, a machine learning specialist at
LUMS, shared how community and peer support
transformed her experience:

“In my first semester, there were only three girls
in a class of 40. Now, we’ve built a community. We
share resources, mentor juniors, and ensure no one
feels out of place.”

Others, like Mahnoor Awan from COMSATS,
highlighted the field’s impact-driven nature: “It’s

he GSMA hosted the second edition of
its Digital Nation Summit in Islamabad,
recognising the Ministry of Information
Technology and Telecommunication
(MoITT), the Pakistan Telecommunication Au-
thority (PTA), and Pakistan’s mobile network op-
erators for their tireless efforts and contributions
towards advancing the country’s digital landscape.

During the summit, the GSMA published Un-
locking Pakistan’s Digital Potential: Reform, Trust
and Opportunity, a new report highlighting policy
opportunities for the country to close one of Asia
Pacific’'s most significant mobile-internet usage
gaps and position Pakistan as a regional digital
leader.

Speaking to key decision-makers at the GSMA'’s
Digital Nation Summit in Islamabad, Julian Gor-
man, the GSMA’s Head of Asia Pacific, detailed the
key findings and recommendations from the report.
A He outlined how mobile technologies and services
- J | aretransforming Asian economies and can contrib-

L ute an additional US $1 .4 trillion in gross domestic
product (GDP) for the region by 2030. However, he
raised concerns that Pakistan risks missing out: al-
though 81% of the country’s population is covered
by mobile broadband and 68% own a smartphone,
only 29% of people used the mobile internet last
year, leaving a 52% usage gap — the highest among
major regional markets.

Key findings include: Spectrum allocation op-
portunity: Pakistan has one of the region’s lowest
m allocations of IMT spectrum, and its planned 5G
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multiband auction has been delayed.

Need for sustainable spectrum pricing: Across
the Asia Pacific, spectrum cost-to-revenue ratios
rose from 3% in 2014 to 9% in 2023; excessive pric-
ing in Pakistan threatens coverage and speeds.

Scope to rationalise mobile sector taxation:
Combined taxes on mobile usage reach 33%, among
the highest in the region, increasing consumer costs
and suppressing demand.

Addressing the mobile usage gap: 52% of Paki-
stanis live under mobile broadband coverage but do
not use it, reflecting barriers of affordability, litera-
cy, and trust.

Gender progress: Women’s mobile-internet
adoption climbed from 33% to 45% in 2024 — the
largest gain in any country surveyed — illustrating
that targeted efforts can work.

Addressing rising digital fraud to build trust:
Rising digital fraud is eroding trust; Pakistan’s par-
ticipation in the GSMA APAC Cross-Sector An-
ti-Scam Taskforce (ACAST) is a positive step but
needs scaling.

To further accelerate Pakistan’s digital progress,
the GSMA report outlines policy opportunities to
speed up development. First, the report calls for
comprehensive spectrum reform. To support long-
term digital growth, spectrum pricing strategies
should balance revenue targets with affordability
and network expansion needs. The report also rec-
ommends releasing additional mid-band frequen-
cies, publishing a clear multi-year roadmap, and
permitting spectrum sharing and trading to enable
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more efficient use of scarce bandwidth.

Second, the report emphasises the importance
of aligning fiscal policy with Pakistan’s digital de-
velopment goals. Reducing sector-specific taxes on
mobile usage and rationalising duties on devices
and services would lower consumer prices and boost
demand. In addition, targeted fiscal incentives—
such as tax credits for infrastructure investment or
R&D—can attract private sector investment and
foster innovation within the digital ecosystem.

Third, building digital trust and inclusion re-
mains essential. Expanding anti-fraud initiatives
like the GSMA’s APAC Cross-Sector Anti-Scam
Taskforce and rapidly adopting GSMA Open Gate-
way APIs will enhance security, while dedicated
digital-literacy programmes, particularly for wom-
en and rural communities, can help close Pakistan’s
52 per cent usage gap.

Finally, the report recommends streamlining
regulation to support resilience and innovation. Es-
tablishing a more predictable and resilient regula-
tory environment by reviewing network continuity
policies, accelerating approval of “Always-On Net-
work” solutions, and adopting technology-neutral,
innovation-friendly rules would create an environ-
ment in which 5G, 10T, and future services can
thrive.

OpenAl’s GPT-5, touted as its most advanced mod-
el, fell short of the excitement it generated. Users
were underwhelmed by their experience with GPT-
5, revealing a significant shift in AI development
strategy that caught many off guard. Despite the
high expectations inspired by OpenAI CEO Sam Al-
tman, the actual performance of GPT-5 did not live
up to the hype. The anticipation for GPT-5 had been
building for years, following the release of GPT-4
in 2023. Users eagerly looked for details on the new
model’s features and capabilities, only to find that
the improvements were mostly incremental, focus-
ing on cost and speed enhancements. While OpenAl
had marketed GPT-5 as its best Al system yet, users
found the model lacking in various areas, leading to
disappointment and criticism from industry experts.
The model’s performance in real-world scenarios
did not match the lofty promises made by OpenAl,
resulting in a less-than-stellar reception. Despite the
initial backlash, some users have acknowledged the
improvements in cost and speed offered by GPT-5.
The model’s switch system, which automatically di-
rects queries to the most suitable model, was seen
as a positive development. OpenAl emphasised the
practical utility and accessibility of GPT-5, high-
lighting its potential benefits in various applications.
However, criticisms of GPT-5’s lack of eloquence

and depth in writing persisted, with users expressing
a preference for the retired GPT-40 model. The mod-
el’s performance in coding tasks stood out as a bright
spot, with GPT-5 excelling in Al coding benchmarks
and competitions. Overall, GPT-5's performance in
various industry tests was deemed incremental rath-
er than groundbreaking. While the model showed
improvements over its predecessors, it failed to deliv-
er the revolutionary advancements that were expect-

ed. Despite the mixed reception, OpenAl’s focus on
incremental progress and practical applications like
coding and healthcare could prove beneficial in the
long run. By targeting enterprise clients and investing
in key areas like coding and reducing hallucinations,
OpenAl aims to solidify its position in the competi-
tive Al landscape.

The launch of OpenAl's long-awaited GPT-
5 model marked an ignominious chapter for the
company. While it boasted modest performance up-

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grades on paper, the actual experience of using it left
many fans sorely disappointed.

Common criticisms were that its answers were
too short and its writing was noticeably worse and
devoid of personality. On top of that, many noted
that despite its “PhD level” intelligence, it still made
dumb errors like insisting there are three Bs in the
word “blueberry.”

It was such a letdown that fans demanded that
OpenAl give them back access to the previous model
GPT-4o, which the company boldly removed with
the launch of GPT-5. And stunningly, OpenAl ca-
pitulated to fans’ demands.

In sum, it did not feel like a “significant step along
the path to AGI,” as CEO Sam Altman bragged it
was.

There may be an interesting reason behind why
the ChatGPT upgrade feels so lacklustre. As The
Register speculates, it’s likely because GPT-5 is really
meant to be “less of an advancement and more of a
way to save compute cost.”

It’s a striking theory, highlighting how the Al in-
dustry continues to burn through billions of dollars,
eclipsing moderate revenues. OpenAl could be look-
ing to pump the brakes to better its chances of turn-
ing a profit before the end of the decade, but whether
that’s even a possibility at this point remains a point
of contention.

GPT-5 isn't a single model — it’s actually a tag
team of a lightweight model to handle basic requests,
and a beefier one to tackle complex “reasoning”
tasks. A separate router model chooses which of the
two LLMs should tag in, based on the prompt.

As it turned out, the router model sucked at its
job, and “broke” on launch day, Altman claimed,
making GPT-5 seem “way dumber.”

It’s now back online with some purported im-
provements, but it has done little to conciliate fans’
fury at having their choices limited.

The important takeaway from this is that deploy-
ing this “autoswitcher” strays from OpenAl’s ap-
proach in the past the Register notes, which allowed
paid users to simply select which model they want-
ed to use, instead of it being chosen automatically.
Keeping all those models online, however, is expen-
sive, reinforcing the idea that the ChatGPT maker
is undergoing some belt-tightening by getting rid of
them — though it has since reversed course and re-
stored access to paid users.
